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Rare birds in the Netherlands in 2012

Arjan Ovaa, Dick Groenendijk, Marcel Haas, Max Berlijn & CDNA

his is the 33rd annual report on rare birds in

the Netherlands to be published in Dutch
Birding. It comprises records from 2012 as well as
belated and reconsidered records, dating back to
1844, which have been evaluated by the Dutch
rarities committee, the Commissie Dwaalgasten
Nederlandse Avifauna (CDNA). Several 2012 re-
ports are still under review or awaiting submission
and could therefore not be included. In addition,
some reports for 2011 and earlier years are still
under consideration for various reasons. The in-
crease in records entered online on internet por-
tals such as www.waarneming.nl reveals many
new details about past records. For the sake of
completeness, date extensions are presented in
this report.

Details included for each record are, if avail-
able: date(s); location and/or municipality (mu-
nicipal divisions as on 1 January 2013); province;
number of birds if more than one, plumage and
sex; type of record if trapped, photographed,
sound-recorded, videoed or found dead (and
where specimen is stored, if known); names of up
to three observers involved in finding, identifying
and recording, and relevant references in the lit-
erature, which normally include (inter)national
but not regional journals, and published photo-

graphs. A compilation of most rarities videoed can
be found in Plomp (2013). Records from 2011
lasting into 2012 that already have been published
in the 2011 report (Ovaa et al 2012) are repeated
here without reference. Observations not (yet)
submitted but mentioned in the 2011 report are
not repeated in this report. The sequence of the
records in the species accounts is from the current
year backwards, with records within one year pre-
sented chronologically. Numbers after each (sub)
species’ name refer to the total number of indi-
viduals 7 from 1 January 1800 to 31 December
1979, 2 since 1 January 1980 but excluding 3 the
current year. Taxa marked with an asterisk * are
new to the Dutch list.

The following CDNA members voted on some
or all of the records in this report: Rob S A van
Bemmelen, Nils van Duivendijk, Dick Groenendijk
(chairman), Arjan Ovaa, Willem van Rijswijk
(secretary), Roy Slaterus, Arend Wassink and Rik
Winters. Max Berlijn and Marcel Haas supported
the committee as non-voting archivists and assist-
ed in submitting many reports published on na-
tional and regional websites. Reports can be sub-
mitted, preferably using the electronic submission
form on www.dutchavifauna.nl or filling in this
form after entering a record on www.waarneming.
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nl. Reports can also be sent by ordinary mail to
CDNA, Duinlustparkweg 98A, 2082 EG Santpoort-
Zuid, the Netherlands, preferably using the online
submission forms at www.dutchavifauna.nl; this
online database contains all records of rare birds
up to 2012 (cf Dutch Birding 34: 346, 2012).
Here, also recently accepted records or rejected
reports as well as reports currently under review
are listed.

Decisions regarding taxonomy have been dele-
gated to the Dutch committee for avian systemat-
ics (Commissie Systematiek Nederlandse Avifauna;
CSNA), which on 1 January 2012 consisted of the
following members: Arnoud B van den Berg,
André ] van Loon, C S (Kees) Roselaar and George
Sangster (secretary).

In 2012, at least 360 species were recorded,
which is a few species below the average of 363
over the last 10 years. This number may rise de-
pending on pending reports. The only record of
Bearded Vulture Gypaetus barbatus, in June 2002,
was rejected after review (identification accepted
but not meeting criteria for acceptance as wild
bird). Two taxa were new to the Dutch list in 2012:
Sooty Tern Onychoprion fuscatus and Caspian
Stonechat Saxicola maurus hemprichii. With Sooty
Tern added and Bearded Vulture deleted, the
Dutch list now numbers 504 species. Note, how-
ever, that a record of Stejneger’s Stonechat § stej-
negeri on 8-23 October 2012 on Texel, Noord-
Holland, is still under review; this may become
another new species for the Dutch list. Other high-
lights for 2012 included the second Steppe Grey
Shrike Lanius lahtora pallidirostris, second and
third Eastern Black Redstart Phoenicurus ochruros

delphia, sixth and seventh Black-winged Kite
Elanus caeruleus (both twitchable), sixth to eighth
Baird’s Sandpiper Calidris bairdii (all three twitch-
able), seventh Eurasian Pygmy Owl Glaucidium
passerinum, eighth Lesser Spotted Eagle Aquila
pomarina and Black-throated Thrush Turdus
atrogularis and ninth (but only third to be seen
alive and first twitchable) Thick-billed Murre Uria
lomvia. In addition, 2012 was a good year for
Western Bonelli’s Warbler P bonelli with three
records, River Warbler Locustella fluviatilis with
seven, Radde’s Warbler Phylloscopus schwarzi
with eight and Buff-breasted Sandpiper C subrufi-
collis with 11, and for Olive-backed Pipit Anthus
hodgsoni with (at least) 19 individuals.

graphed (A Borhem, T Janssen, ] Bosma et al).

1988 20 January to 27 February, Wissenkerke, Noord-
Beveland, and Middelplaten, Coes, Zeeland, two adults,
white morph, photographed (] Tramper et al).

All reports concern date extensions for birds previ-
ously accepted for 20 January to 15 February 1988 (two
individuals in Zeeland; van den Berg & Bosman 2001),
for 12 March 2010 (Johannes Kerkhovenpolder) and for
23 April 2010 (Ezumakeeg, Lauwersmeer), respectively
(Ovaa et al 2012). The birds in 1988 were the second
and third for the Netherlands, which returned for several
consecutive winters. The other birds mentioned here are
considered to be the same as those seen during the win-
ter of 2009/10 (Ovaa et al 2012).

Greenland White-fronted Goose / Groenlandse Kolgans
Anser albifrons flavirostris 14,68,3

29 January, Ferwoude, Stidwest-Fryslan, Friesland, adult,
photographed (M Bot, S Bot); 10 March, Polder Maars-
seveen, Stichtse Vecht, Utrecht, and 21 March, Polder
Achteraf, Breukeleveen, Wijdemeren, Noord-Holland,
second calendar-year, photographed (H Russer, P Koken
et al); 29 December, Aetsveldsche Polder, Weesp,
Noord-Holland, adult, photographed (H van Oosterhout,
J Brandjes).

This taxon was annual in 2001-06 with a total of 47
individuals, including flocks of up to 10 birds. After
2006, there have only been records in 2009 (one), 2011
(one) and 2012 (three). Hybrid Anser geese and aberrant
orange-billed Siberian White-fronted Geese A a albi-
frons may present identification challenges.



Surf Scoter / Brilzee-eend

Melanitta perspicillata 3,23,1

5 April to 17 May, Horsmeertjes and Mokbaai, Texel,
Noord-Holland, adult male, photographed, videoed
(P Duin et al; Dutch Birding 34: 196, plate 259, 2012);
18-21 December, Brouwersdam, Schouwen-Duiveland,
Zeeland, first-winter female, photographed (P A Wolf et
al; Dutch Birding 35: 60, plate 89, 2013).

The bird on Texel was presumably the same individ-
ual that stayed in this area on 10 May 2009 and from
17 April to 2 June 2010 (Ovaa et al 2011). Despite many
birders visiting Texel, it was not seen in 2011.

Ring-necked Duck / Ringsnaveleend

2006 7 August to 1 September, Budel-Dorplein, Cranen-
donck, Noord-Brabant, adult female, photographed
(R G Bouwman, J-E Kikkert, R Bouwman et al).

Both records in Overijssel are considered to refer to
the same bird, which returned again in 2013. The bird in
Noord-Brabant is considered a returning bird earlier
seen as a first-year from 22 October 2005 to 22 January
2006 (cf van der Vliet et al 2006).

Ring-necked x Tufted Duck / Ringsnaveleend x Kuifeend
Aythya collaris x fuligula 0,8,0
5 February to 19 March and 16 December to 9 February
2013, Natuurplas Breeveld and Woerden, Woerden,
Utrecht, adult male, photographed (J de Bruijn, H Russer
et al).

This individual is considered to be a returning bird,
recorded at this location for the first time on 6 December
2007 (Ovaa et al 2009).

White-headed Duck / Witkopeend
Oxyura leucocephala 5,13,0
17 December 2011 to 24 February, Reeuwijkse Plassen,
Reeuwijk, Zuid-Holland, first-winter, photographed (Dutch
Birding 34: 68, plate 89, 2012); 12-19 March, Bleeke
Heide, Chaam, Alphen-Chaam, Noord-Brabant, adult fe-
male, photographed (M-] van Gestel, ] van Gestel et al).
The bird at Bleeke Heide is considered to be one of
the two individuals that stayed at this site two years ear-
lier, from 24 March to 2 April 2010 and on 6-9 April
2010 (Ovaa et al 2011).

Bufflehead / Buffelkopeend

27 September 2011 to 26 May and 17 September to
3 May 2013, Gaatkensplas and surroundings, Baren-
drecht, Zuid-Holland, adult male, photographed (B de
Jong, P Sintnicolaas et al); 9-23 April, Philipsdam,
Schouwen-Duiveland, Zeeland, second calendar-year
male, photographed, videoed (M Hoekstein, P A Wolf,
M Berlijn et al).

Rare birds in the Netherlands in 2012

The returning adult male stayed at Barendrecht for its
ninth consecutive winter. The young male at Philipsdam
may have been the same as the first-year bird that winter-
ed in Cornwall, England (26 October 2011 to 4 March
2012), or the bird seen in Lincolnshire, England, on
27 April (Hudson & the Rarities Committee 2013). Note
that the two birds in England were accepted as different
birds based on differences in head markings and that
they were not confidently sexed (Cornwall bird) or sexed
and aged (Lincolnshire bird; Hudson & the Rarities
Committee 2013).

American Wigeon / Amerikaanse Smient

29 March to 7 April, Delfzijl, Delfzijl, Groningen, adult
male, photographed (G Kiekebos et al).

Blue-winged Teal / Blauwvleugeltaling

Anas discors 6,31,2

1-8 April, De Malpie, Valkenswaard, Noord-Brabant,
male, photographed (A Vink, M De Vrindt, T van de
Kamp); 4 May, Jaap Deensgat, Lauwersmeer, De Marne,
Groningen, adult male, photographed (M Olthoff et al).

Baikal Teal / Siberische Taling

Anas formosa 8,3,0

2011 11 February, Thoornpolder, Noord-Beveland,
Zeeland, male, photographed (M Hoekstein, O Boeren,
P A Wolf et al; Dutch Birding 33: 148, plate 159,
2011).

This male stayed only briefly and was therefore seen
by just a handful of birders. The CDNA decided that the
photographs in combination with the fact the bird
walked on short grass showing the legs very well was
enough to establish that it was unringed.

2009 9 October 2008 to 8 April, Ottersaat, Dijkmans-
huizen, Wagejot and Waal en Burg, Texel, Noord-
Holland, adult male in (partial) eclipse plumage, moult-
ing to summer plumage, photographed () D Eerdmans,
P W W de Rouw et al; Dutch Birding 30: 440, plate 527,
2008).

2004 18 May, Tweede Kroon’s Polder, Viieland, Fries-
land, male, photographed (B van Gemerden, H Ruissen,
M Bons).

The male at Ezumakeeg is considered a returning bird
seen regularly in this area from at least 2009 onwards
(cf Ovaa et al 2012). The report on Texel in the winter of
2008/09 concerns a date extension for a bird earlier ac-
cepted for 9 October to 25 December 2008 and 4-8
April 2009 (Ovaa et al 2009, 2010); this bird returned in
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October-November 2010 and again in November 2011
(cf Ovaa et al 2012)

Atlantic Great Cormorant / Grote Aalscholver
Phalacrocorax carbo carbo 7,41,-

2008 5-16 January, Hoornse Meer, Groningen, Gronin-
gen, maximum of two (on 5-6 January), second-winter,
photographed (R Winters et al).

This concerns a correction of the information given in
Ovaa et al (2012), in which birds were reported for this
site on 5-6 and 16-30 January. This taxon is no longer
considered since 1 January 2009 but the CDNA still
welcomes reports from before this date.

Cory’s/Scopoli’s Shearwater / Kuhls/Scopoli’s Pijlstorm-
vogel
Calonectris borealis/diomedea 0,9,0
2011 9 August, Nes, Ameland, Friesland (M Olthoff).
There have been five records of Cory’s C borealis,
none of Scopoli’s C diomedea and nine of Cory’s/
Scopoli’s Shearwater so far. Scopoli’s Shearwater has
been recorded in England and Poland, so that species
could also occur in Dutch waters. Cape Verde Shearwater
C edwardsii has not yet been recorded in north-western
European waters; however, it has reached not only the
Selvagens (Fagundes et al 2012) but also Atlantic waters
off North America (Patteson & Armistead 2004), so it
may be a conceivable vagrant in the North Sea as well.

Squacco Heron / Ralreiger

This species is no longer considered since 1 January
2000 but the CDNA still welcomes reports from before
this date.

Black-winged Kite / Grijze Wouw

ond calendar-year, photographed, videoed (J J F ) Jansen,
T Janssen, F Coenraadts et al; Jansen et al 2012; Birding
World 25: 142, 2012, Dutch Birding 34: 210, plate 290,
2012); 19-20 May, Binnenveld, Rhenen, Utrecht,
photographed (H de Nie, A Bos et al; Jansen et al 2012;
Dutch Birding 34: 210, plate 291, 2012).

The previous twitchable Black-winged Kite stayed
from 4 June to 23 August 2000 at Bargerveen, Drenthe,
so this year’s two were widely appreciated. Unlike a bird
briefly present at Alblasserwaard, Zuid-Holland, in May
2009 and one flying over Nijmegen, Gelderland, in
April 2010, both 2012 birds stayed long enough to be
admired by many birders.
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Griffon Vulture / Vale Gier

It is extremely difficult to establish the precise number
of birds seen in 2012. The CDNA'’s conservative estimate
is that seven birds were involved in the long list of sight-
ings. The first one was present in a quarry near Maastricht,
Limburg, and moved to a quarry ¢ 5 km southward in
Belgium, where it stayed until 29 July. Next, a group of
four turned up near Tzummarum, Friesland, of which at
least one wandered through the northern part of the
country and south to Wageningen, Gelderland. The last
sighting of presumably this individual was on Schier-
monnikoog, Friesland, on 4 September. Probably, an-
other one was seen on 31 July and 1 August in Noord-
Brabant and, finally, one turned up in Zuid-Holland on
9-10 August. The two birds near Cranendonck on 22 May
2011 were part of a group of 17 flying past Chaam,
Noord-Brabant, earlier that day (Ovaa et al 2012).

Short-toed Snake Eagle / Slangenarend

The bird at Leusden in 2010 was erroneously men-
tioned for 2011 in the previous report (Ovaa et al 2012).
The bird at De Banjaard was the same individual as the
one recorded ¢ 70 min earlier 21 km north-north-east at
Ouddorp, Zuid-Holland (Ovaa et al 2012). This species
is no longer considered from 1 January 2012 onwards
but the CDNA still welcomes reports from before this
date.

Pallid Harrier / Steppekiekendief

The total number accepted for 2011 is now 30. The
bird at Brobbelbies Noord was seen in the municipality
of Landerd, not Bernheze as mentioned in Ovaa et al
(2012). The juvenile female seen on Rottumerplaat on
14-16 October was also seen on the neighbouring islet
of Rottumeroog on 16-17 October (and not on 18
October as stated in Ovaa et al 2012). This species is no
longer considered from 1 January 2012 onwards but the
CDNA still welcomes reports from before this date.

This bird was photographed by just one lucky observ-
er. Lesser Spotted Eagle remains very rare, despite breed-
ing as nearby as north-eastern Germany and being a
long-distance migrant.

The last twitchable Booted Eagle was in June-july
2000; all records after 2000 refer to single birds flying
over. The bird on 1 May 2011 is considered the same
bird that was observed at several nearby sites on 30 April
2011 (Ovaa et al 2012).

Gyrfalcon / Giervalk

Falco rusticolus 4,5,0

28 October 2011 to 18 March, between Westdorpe,
Terneuzen, and Maagd van Gent, Sluis, Zeeland, first-
winter, grey morph, photographed, videoed (S Baeten,
G De Vos, W De Rouck et al; Birding World 25: 11,
2012, Dutch Birding 34: 51, plate 54, 63, plate 77, 68,
plate 88, 126, plate 174-175, 2012).

This bird (first seen past Katwijk aan Zee on 14
October 2011) was one of the crowd-pullers of the win-
ter of 2011/12, although it roamed a very large area (in-
cluding parts of neighbouring Belgium) and therefore
could be difficult to pin down, sometimes not being re-
ported for days.

1976-2006, the species was considered by the CDNA
but the pre-1976 records had not been revised. In the
revision, 265 records were reviewed: 110 records were
(re)accepted (including several breeding records) and
155 records were not accepted. The number of accepted
individuals was 228 (including pulli). The monthly distri-
bution was as follows (based on the first record date):
April (one), May (26), June (35), July (11), August (17) and
September (seven). From 13 breeding records, the month
is unknown but it was assumed that these birds were
found in May-June. The years with the highest number of
individuals were: 1857 (18), 1858 (10), 1862 (six), 1898
(five), 1957 (seven), 1958 (eight), 1964 (10), 1965 (10),
1971 (11), 1975 (nine) and 2005 (17). The CDNA de-
cided to adopt all decisions published in Jansen (2013).
To avoid double use of space, we refer to this paper and
the list of records (accepted and non-accepted) therein.

The autumn of 2012 experienced by far the largest
influx of this Siberian pipit ever in western Europe. In
Britain, at least 52 birds were recorded, an all-time high
in the last year for which the species was considered by
the British rarities committee (Hudson & Rarities Com-
mittee 2013). At Robbenoordbos, up to four birds were
reported in the first days of November but the committee
so far received only conclusive evidence for two indi-
viduals.

van Lierop door de Vereenigde Harger- en
Pettemerpolder nabij Camperduin, Noord-Hol-
land; rond 16:30 stopte hij even bij de boerderij
annex manege aan de Kamperkade. Op nog geen
20 m afstand zag hij een vogel die hij niet meteen
kon plaatsen. De vogel foerageerde op donkere
opgedroogde modder en viel op door het lichte
uiterlijk. HvL maakt een serie foto’s, totdat de vo-
gel na enige tijd langzaam van hem af bewoog.
Daarna vervolgde HvL zijn weg. Omdat de priori-
teit lag bij het nemen van in totaal 16 foto’s had
HvL niet veel details gezien, behalve de opval-
lende rossige staart; de gedachten gingen daarom
uit naar een Gekraagde Roodstaart Phoenicurus
phoenicurus. Thuisgekomen, achter de computer
en met de ANWB-vogelgids (Svensson et al 2000)
bij de hand, bekeek HvL zijn foto’s. Voor een
Gekraagde Roodstaart klopte een aantal zaken
niet. Vervolgens kwam hij bij Rosse Waaierstaart
Cercotrichas galactotes maar na een blik op het
verspreidingskaartje werd deze optie niet erg
waarschijnlijk geacht. Omdat HvL de determina-
tie niet te lang wilde laten duren plaatste hij een
paar foto’s op het forum van www.waarneming.nl,
met als onderwerp ‘Gekraagde Roodstaart?’. Hier
werd al snel op gereageerd en de reacties waren
eensluidend: het was een Rosse Waaierstaart!

De volgende ochtend bij het eerste licht ston-
den ¢ 100 vogelaars bij de boerderij en werd de
vogel om 07:19 door Marc Plomp teruggevonden;
de vogel vloog uit een paar struiken naar de grond,
vermoedelijk zijn slaapplek. Gedurende de rest
van de dag liet hij zich met tussenpozen (soms
uitmuntend) zien, vaak op een richel bagger langs
een sloot en regelmatig in de tuin van de boerderij
(zichtbaar vanaf de Kamperkade).

GROOTTE & BOUW Zangvogel ter grootte van Tapuit
Oenanthe oenanthe maar hoger op poten staand.

KOP Kruin en nek licht oranjebruin. Wenkbrauwstreep
wit, aan onderzijde donker begrensd; oogstreep donker.
Oorstreek licht. Vage snorstreep. Oogstreep en teugel
donker. Keel zeer licht, bijna wit.

BOVENDELEN Mantel en rug licht oranjebruin. Stuit en
bovenstaartdekveren oranjebruin, als staart.
ONDERDELEN Borst, flank, buik en onderstaartdekveren
zeer licht cremekleurig, bijna wit.

VLEUGEL Bovenvleugel vrijwel eenkleurig licht oranje-
bruin. Handpennen geelbruin met donkerbruine top
met lichte rand; donkerbruine top uitlopend in donkere
rand op buitenvlag. Armpennen, tertials en dekveren
licht oranjebruin met lichte rand; tertials met donkere
schacht.

Kwikstaarten Motacilla alba aantal keren mechanisch
dzzzz (Rik Winters in litt).

RUI & SLEET Armpennen en handpennen vers en onge-
sleten. Enkele tertials enigszins gesleten. Middelste
staartpennen enigszins gesleten lijkend.

GEDRAG Niet schuw. Op eerste twee dagen vaak foera-
gerend op richel bagger die was uitgestort langs sloot en
op laatste dag meestal op grond onderin rietkraag maar
ook vaak op verhard erf van boerderij. Daarbij rondhip-
pend, af en toe staart spreidend met vleugels zakkend
en/of naar voren spreidend. Ook in zit (onder meer op
tuinmeubilair, bruggetje, muur en dakrand) dit gedrag
regelmatig vertonend.

Determinatie

De combinatie van kenmerken duidt onmisken-
baar op een Rosse Waaierstaart en sluit alle an-
dere soorten (inclusief mogelijke escapes) uit. Er
zijn van deze soort twee ondersoort(groep)en die
beide in aanmerking komen om in noordelijk
Europa op te duiken (zie verderop voor versprei-
ding en voorkomen van deze taxa). Uit de be-

schrijving en de vele foto’s blijkt dat het een
Westelijke Rosse Waaierstaart C g galactotes be-
trof. Het staartpatroon is hierbij doorslaggevend:
bij Oostelijke Rosse Waaierstaart C g familiaris/
syriacus is de hoeveelheid zwart tussen het grijs-
bruin en de witte toppen breder, zit er meestal
ook zwart op de buitenste staartpen en zijn de
middelste pennen donkerder (Svensson 1992,
Svensson et al 2000; plaat 478). Daarnaast heeft
Oostelijke (vooral familiaris) koudere (meer grijs-
bruine) bovendelen, die meer contrasteren met de
staart dan bij Westelijke (die warmer oranjebruine
bovenzijde en staart heeft). Verder heeft Oostelijke
vaak een meer uitgesproken koppatroon met on-
der meer een duidelijkere snorstreep en is de bo-
venvleugel bij Oostelijke contrastrijker dan bij
Westelijke, onder meer door opvallend donkere
centra van grote dekveren (Svensson et al 2000).

Leeftijdsbepaling

De lichte randen aan de vleugeldekveren, de vuil-
witte (niet helder witte) kleur in de top van de bui-
tenste staartpennen en de verse en ongesleten
arm- en handpennen wijzen op een eerste kalen-
derjaar. Sommige tertials en de centrale staartpen-
nen oogden wat rafelig; dit komt voor bij jonge
vogels (Svensson 1992). Bij adulte vogels zijn
deze veerpartijen in het najaar (zwaar) gesleten;
pas in het late najaar of in de vroege winter onder-
gaan ze een complete rui (Svensson 1992).

Verspreiding en voorkomen

zuidelijke Balkan en Turkije en delen van de
Kaukasus en het Midden-Oosten tot in Centraal-
Azié (Cramp 1992). Er worden vijf ondersoorten
onderscheiden. De nominaat (Westelijke Rosse
Waaierstaart) broedt van zuidelijk Spanje en
Portugal via Noord-Afrika tot in Israél, Jordanié en
het zuidwesten van Syrié. In het zuidelijke deel
van voormalig Joegoslavié, Albani€, Griekenland
en westelijk Turkije tot in Syrié en Libanon komt
de ondersoort C g syriacus voor, terwijl oostwaarts
vanaf Oost-Turkije en in delen van het Arabisch
Schiereiland, Irak en Iran de ondersoort C g fami-
liaris voorkomt. Deze laatste twee ondersoorten
vormen samen Oostelijke Rosse Waaierstaart. De
overige Afrikaanse ondersoorten zijn C g minor,
die voorkomt in de Sahelzone van Senegal tot in
Somali€, en C g hamertoni uit Oost-Somalié (del
Hoyo et al 2005). Deze twee laatste taxa worden
ook wel samen als aparte soort beschouwd,
Afrikaanse Waaierstaart C minor (eg, Clements
2007).

De Palearctische populaties zijn trekvogel en
overwinteren in de Sahelzone van West-Afrika en
Oost-Afrika. De broedgebieden worden in augus-
tus-september verlaten en in april-mei keren vo-
gels terug (del Hoyo et al 2005).

Als dwaalgast zijn zowel Westelijke Rosse
Waaierstaart als Oostelijke Rosse Waaierstaart in
Europa vastgesteld (zie tabel 1). Hierbij valt op dat
er veel meer Westelijke dan Oostelijke zijn ont-
dekt (voor zover de ondersoort werd vastgesteld)
en dat de waarnemingen bijna gelijk zijn verdeeld
over voorjaar en najaar, waarbij de voorjaarsge-
vallen vooral op het conto zijn te schrijven van

Taxonomie
Zuccon & Ericson (2010) hebben met moleculair

genetisch onderzoek aangetoond dat Zwarte
Waaierstaart C podobe en Rosse Waaierstaart (en
verwante soorten) geen gemeenschappelijke voor-
ouder hebben. Als men op basis hiervan Zwarte
en Rosse tot verschillende genera rekent dan heeft
Zwarte de oudste rechten op de genusnaam
Cercotrichas. Voor alle overige Cercotrichas-
soorten komt dan de naam Erythropygia beschik-
baar. Gill & Donsker (2013) hebben deze veran-
dering toegepast maar voor de Commissie
Systematiek Nederlandse Avifauna (CSNA) biedt
het onderzoek onvoldoende basis voor een wijzi-
ging en zowel Zwarte als Rosse blijven daarom
gehandhaafd in het genus Cercotrichas (George
Sangster in litt).
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Summary

RUFOUS-TAILED SCRUB ROBIN NEAR CAMPERDUIN IN SEPTEMBER
2013 On 25-27 September 2013, a Rufous-tailed Scrub
Robin Cercotrichas galactotes was present near Cam-
perduin, Noord-Holland, near the Dutch North Sea coast.
The bird stayed next to (and on) a farmyard surrounded by
a reedy ditch, and was observed by an estimated 700 bir-
ders. Based on, eg, tail pattern and warm orange-brown
upperparts, almost concolorous with the uppertail, it be-
longed to the (western) nominate subspecies C g galacto-
tes. In northern Europe, the species is extremely rare, with
records in Britain (8), Channel Islands (1), Finland (1),
France (15), Germany (8+), Ireland (1), Norway (1) and
Switzerland (2). Most records concern birds of the nomi-
nate race (as far as documented), with just a few records
of the eastern subspecies (group) C g familiaris/syriacus.
Most were recorded in September-October. This was the
first record for the Netherlands.
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Hooded Wheatear at Nestos delta,
Greece, in May 2012 and status in
Europe

On 20 May 2012, a group of birders (Holger
Bekel-Kastrup, Brigitte von Hoéveling, Hartmut
Kohler and Harald Plohr) visited the Nestos delta,
Greece, on the last day of their birding trip. At
¢ 12:00, an unfamiliar bird was seen flying from
the beach to the small tents in front of the military
camp at Keramoti. From there, it started hunting
insects. When viewing it through his telescope,
HBK immediately suspected it was something
special: it looked somewhat like an oversized fe-
male Common Redstart Phoenicurus phoenicu-
rus. The distance was just ¢ 30 m, resulting in
nearly perfect observation conditions. HBK called
the others to look through his telescope and they
discussed the identification. To be sure, the team
telephoned tour leader Dirk Wegener; he was

swimming in the sea and could only be reached
after ¢ 30 min and arrived another ¢ 20 min later.
In the meantime, the team continued to observe
the bird, which was still actively hunting, from
one of the tents or from little humps or sticks on
the beach. HBK concluded that it was a female
Hooded Wheatear Oenanthe monacha. The elon-
gated appearance, long and almost straight bill,
cinnamon colour of the tail-sides, pale cinnamon
rump, cold earth-brown upperparts, paler under-
parts and pale rufous tinge on the side of the head
all fitted nicely. In addition, the hunting of large
insects in flight supported this conclusion. DW
started to take some photographs. The Greek sol-
diers thought that the team was trying to photo-
graph the military camp and urged them first to
leave immediately, followed by threats either to
confiscate the equipment or even to arrest them...
Because DW had limited photographic equip-
ment, HBK returned to the hotel to ask Hajo
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
