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Rare birds in the Netherlands in 2010

Arjan Ovaa, Dick Groenendijk, Max Berlijn & CDNA

his is the 31st annual report on rare birds in the

Netherlands to be published in Dutch Birding.
This report comprises records from 2010 as well
as belated and reconsidered records, dating back
to 1977, which have been evaluated by the Dutch
rarities committee, the Commissie Dwaalgasten
Nederlandse Avifauna (CDNA). Several 2010 re-
ports are still under review or awaiting submission
and could therefore not be included. In addition,
some reports for 2009 and earlier years are still
under consideration for various reasons. The in-
crease in entering records online on internet por-
tals like www.waarneming.nl produces many new
details of past records. In this report, therefore,
date extensions are presented, for the sake of
completeness.

Details included for each record are, if availa-
ble: date(s); location and/or municipality (munici-
pal divisions as on 1 January 2010); province;
number of birds if more than one, plumage and
sex; type of record if trapped, photographed,
sound-recorded, videoed or found dead (and

where specimen is stored); names of up to three
observers involved in finding, identifying and re-
cording, and relevant references in the literature,
which normally include (inter)national but not re-
gional journals, and published photographs.
Records from 2009 lasting into 2010 that already
have been published in the 2009 report (Ovaa et
al 2010) are repeated here without reference, for
the sake of completeness. Observations not (yet)
submitted but mentioned in the 2009 report are
not repeated in this report. The sequence of the
records in the species accounts is from the current
year backwards, with records within one year pre-
sented chronologically. A compilation of most
rarities videoed can be found in Plomp (2011).
Numbers after each (sub)species’ name refer to
the total number of individuals 7 from 1 January
1800 to 31 December 1979, 2 since 1 January
1980 but excluding 3 the current year. Taxa
marked with an asterisk * are new to the Dutch
list.

The following CDNA members voted on some
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or all of the records in this report: Rob S A van
Bemmelen, Dick Groenendijk (chairman), Frank
Neijts, Arjan Ovaa, Willem van Rijswijk (secre-
tary), Roy Slaterus, Laurens B Steijn, Arend Was-
sink and Rik Winters. Max Berlijn supported the
committee as non-voting archivist and assisted in
submitting reports published on national and re-
gional websites. Reports can be submitted through
e-mail (cdna@dutchbirding.nl) via the CDNA
page on www.dutchbirding.nl, using an electronic
submission form. Furthermore, submitting is also
facilitated by filling in this form after entering a
report on www.waarneming.nl. Reports can also
besentby ordinary mailto CDNA, Duinlustparkweg
98A, 2082 EG Santpoort-Zuid, the Netherlands,
preferably using standard forms which can be ob-
tained free of charge from CDNA. On the Dutch
Birding website, information is shown of either
recently accepted records or rejected reports as
well as records and reports currently under re-
view.

Decisions regarding taxonomy have been dele-
gated to the Dutch committee for avian systemat-
ics (Commissie Systematiek Nederlandse Avifauna;
CSNA), which on 1 January 2010 consisted of the
following members: Arnoud B van den Berg,
André ] van Loon, C S (Kees) Roselaar and George
Sangster (secretary).

In 2010, at least 367 species were recorded,
which is well above the average of 362 species a
year for the last 10 years. The number may rise to
370 or more depending on the acceptance of sev-
eral pending reports (ie, Semipalmated Sandpiper
Calidris pusilla, Greater Short-toed Lark Calandrella
brachydactyla, Subalpine Warbler Sylvia cantil-
lans and Arctic Redpoll Carduelis hornemanni).
Two were new to the Dutch list: Grey-tailed Tattler
Tringa brevipes and Northern Waterthrush Parkesia
noveboracensis. The Oriental Turtle Dove Strep-
topelia orientalis from 23 December 2009 to 3
April 2010 was also a new species but this bird
was found in 2009. With these three additions,
the Dutch list now numbers 501 species (includ-
ing Cabot’s Tern Sterna acuflavida, which was up-
graded to species level; Redactie Dutch Birding
2011). Other highlights for 2010 included the sec-
ond Wallcreeper Tichodroma muraria, third
Demoiselle Crane Grus virgo and Blue-cheeked
Bee-eater Merops persicus, fourth Greater Yellow-
legs Tringa melanoleuca, fifth Pygmy Cormorant
Phalacrocorax pygmeus and Black-winged Kite
Elanus caeruleus, seventh Long-legged Buzzard
Buteo rufinus and Daurian Shrike Lanius isabelli-
nus, and ninth White-tailed Lapwing Vanellus leu-
curus and Eurasian Scops Owl Otus scops. In ad-
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dition, 2010 was a good vyear for Ring-necked
Duck Aythya collaris, Pallid Harrier Circus ma-
crourus and River Warbler Locustella fluviatilis
with each three records, Short-toed Snake Eagle
Circaetus gallicus, Buff-breasted Sandpiper Tryn-
gites ruficollis, lberian Chiffchaff Phylloscopus
ibericus, Red-flanked Bluetail Tarsiger cyanurus,
Desert Wheatear Oenanthe deserti and Citrine
Wagtail Motacilla citreola with four, and Thrush
Nightingale Luscinia luscinia with five.

These birds are considered to be the same individuals
seen earlier during the winter of 2009/10, having split
from the group of four which stayed on Texel, Noord-
Holland, from 28 September 2009 onwards (Ovaa et al
2010). Not all reports in 2010 have (yet) been submitted
and, therefore, observers are asked to submit additional
information to complete our understanding about the
movements of these birds.

etal 2009). The returning bird at Wieringermeer was first
accepted for 26 December 2003 to 2 March 2004 (van
der Vliet et al 2006).

Lesser Scaup / Kleine Topper
Aythya affinis 0,8,0
4-10 March and 1 April to 15 May, Waterpark Oude
Zeug, Wieringermeer, Noord-Holland, adult male,
photographed (F Visscher et al; Dutch Birding 32: 219,
plate 295, 2010).

This bird is considered one of the two males seen at
the same site in the spring of 2009 (Ovaa et al 2010).

White-headed Duck / Witkopeend

(Dutch Birding 32: 146, plate 187, 2010), and 20
February to 19 March, Vogelplas Starrevaart, Leid-
schendam-Voorburg, maximum of two (two from 27
February to 9 March), females, photographed (S Schil-
peroort et al; Dutch Birding 32: 146, plate 185, 2010)
and 24 March to 2 April, two, females, and 6-9 April,
Bleeke Heide, Chaam, Noord-Brabant, female (C Jans-
sen, E Corssmit, M Bijl-Lips et al), and 5-9 April, Lepe-
laarplassen, Almere, Flevoland, female, photographed
(K Das et al), and 5 April, Vogelplas Starrevaart, Leid-
schendam-Voorburg, Zuid-Holland, female, photo-
graphed, videoed (S Schilperoort).

There were at least two widely roaming individuals
which were staying most of the time with a group of ¢ 20
Ruddy Ducks O jamaicensis near Leidschendam. These
individuals were the first since 2007 and the first twitch-
able since 2003. All previous records were between
7 November and 6 April.
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King Eider / Koningseider

Somateria spectabilis 1,12,0

1994 24 October to 26 November, Scheveningen, Den

Haag, Zuid-Holland, first-winter female, photographed.
This concerns a date extension of a bird previously

accepted for 24 October to 12 November (Wiegant et al

1996).

Surf Scoter / Brilzee-eend

Melanitta perspicillata 3,22,1

17 April and 24 April to 2 June, Horsmeertjes and
Mokbaai, Texel, Noord-Holland, adult male, photo-
graphed, videoed (E van Abs, A van Abs-Knigge et al;
Dutch Birding 32: 215, plate 288, 219, plate 297, 2010);
18-20 April, Brouwersdam, Schouwen-Duiveland,
Zeeland, and Goedereede, Zuid-Holland, female,
photographed (H Verdaat, P A Wolf, G Tanis et al).
2005 6-15 April, Brouwersdam, Schouwen-Duiveland,
Zeeland, adult male (E de Bruin, R van Dijk).

The adult male on Texel is considered the same indi-
vidual as the one ¢ 20 km north at Slufter, Texel, on 10
May 2009 (cf Ovaa et al 2010). Both times, it was ac-
tively displaying to female Common Eiders Somateria
mollissima. The record from 2005 concerns a date ex-
tension of a bird previously accepted for 6-11 April
2005 (van der Vliet et al 2006).

Bufflehead / Buffelkopeend

Bucephala albeola 0,2,0

17 October 2009 intermittently to 1 June and 9 October
to 14 May 2011, Gaatkensplas and surroundings, Baren-
drecht, Zuid-Holland, and 10-15 January, Zuid-
Maartensgat, Dordtsche Biesbosch, Dordrecht, Zuid-
Holland, adult male, photographed (Dutch Birding 33:
148, plate 162, 2011).

2005 2-18 May, Ezumakeeg, Dongeradeel, Friesland,
first-winter male, photographed (R Cazemier, ] Bosch et
al; Dutch Birding 27: 214, plate 258, 2005).

During a cold spell in January, the Barendrecht bird
(staying for its seventh consecutive winter) was present
at Dordtsche Biesbosch, ¢ 15 km from its usual but fro-
zen site of Gaatkensplas. The 2005 bird had already
been accepted (van der Vliet et al 2007) but has been
reconsidered and is now accepted as a different indi-
vidual, based on comparison of photographs.

Hooded Merganser / Kokardezaaghek
Lophodytes cucullatus 0,0,0

The CDNA is still discussing the status of a few indi-
viduals of which video footage and/or photographs left
no doubt that they wore no ring. It is expected that con-
clusions about their status will be published in the next
report.

Falcated Duck / Bronskopeend

1996 16 November to 28 December, Amsterdamse Water-
leidingduinen, Bloemendaal, Noord-Holland, male.

This is a date extension of a returning bird first seen in
January 1992 and previously accepted until 22 Decem-
ber 1996 (van den Berg & Bosman 2001, Berlijn 2007).
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The bird was absent in the winter of 1995/96 and present
again from 16 November 1996 (cf van der Vliet et al
2000, contra Berlijn 2007).

American Wigeon / Amerikaanse Smient

2000 18 November to 3 March 2001, Ouderkerkerplas,
Ouder-Amstel, Noord-Holland, adult male (G Bakker,
H van Oosterhout, A Vink et al).

1999 3 and 5 January, Weurt, Beuningen, Gelderland,
adult male (P Hoppenbrouwers).

1997 15 February to 25 March, Aalkeet-Buitenpolder,
Vlaardingen, Zuid-Holland, adult male, photographed
(H Tetteroo, P L Meininger)

The reports for 1997, 1999 and 2007 concern date
extensions of birds previously accepted for 15 February
to 15 March 1997 (Wiegant et al 1999), 3 January 1999
(van der Vliet et al 2000) and 23-27 October 2007 (Ovaa
et al 2008), respectively. The male in the winter of
2000/01 is considered to be a returning bird first present
from 9 February to 9 March 2000 (van der Vliet et al
2001).

Baikal Teal / Siberische Taling
Anas formosa 8,1,0

A male reported from 29 January to 24 February and
from 14 March to 23 April near Almelo, Overijssel
(Dutch Birding 32: 180, plate 143, 2010), is still under
consideration to establish its status.

Blue-winged Teal / Blauwvleugeltaling
Anas discors 6,29,1
22-23 June, Zaans Rietveld, Alphen aan den Rijn, Zuid-
Holland, adult male, photographed (R Schonewille et al;
Dutch Birding 32: 379, plate 381, 2010).

This Nearctic duck is most commonly found during
spring: in April (10), May (10) and June (4).

Green-winged Teal / Amerikaanse Wintertaling

Anas carolinensis 6,46,1

29 April to 4 May, Brabantsche Biesbosch, Drimmelen,
Noord-Brabant, male, photographed (B Verhoeven et al).
2009 9 October to 25 December 2008 and 4-8 April,
Dijkmanshuizen, Ottersaat, Wagejot and Waal en Burg,
Texel, male, photographed.

The 2009 record is a date extension of a bird previ-
ously accepted for 9 October to 25 December 2008 and
(only) 4 April 2009 and not at Waal en Burg (Ovaa et al
2009).

Yellow-billed Loon / Geelsnavelduiker
Gavia adamsii 21,15,1
29 April, Doggersbank, Continentaal Plat, adult, sum-



mer plumage, photographed (H Verdaat, M Leopold,
R Dekeling; Dutch Birding 32: 218, plate 293, 2010).
1996 30 December 1995 to 28 January, Reeuwijkse
Plassen, Reeuwijk, Zuid-Holland, first-winter (D Huitzing).

The bird seen at sea at Doggersbank was found from
a vessel during a seabird survey and was the first since
2005. The 1995/96 record concerns a date extension of
a bird previously accepted for 30 December 1995 to 20
January 1996 (Wiegant et al 1997).

Cory’s/Scopoli’s Shearwater / Kuhls/Scopoli’s Pijlstorm-
vogel

Calonectris borealis/diomedea 0,8,0

2006 5 November, Nes, Ameland, Friesland () de Bruijn,
H Lanters, S Bernardus et al).

This is a correction of a record wrongly mentioned for
2007 in Ovaa et al (2008). Apart from eight Calonectris
shearwaters not identified to species, there have been
five Cory’s Shearwaters as well.

Great Shearwater / Grote Pijlstormvogel

Puffinus gravis 9,8,1

7 February, Waddijk, Sexbierum, Franekeradeel, tideline
corpse, photographed, collected, skin retained at Neder-
lands Centrum voor Biodiversiteit Naturalis, Leiden,
Zuid-Holland (C Kuiken; Dutch Birding 32: 147, plate
188, 2010).

Pygmy Cormorant / Dwergaalscholver

Phalacrocorax pygmeus 0,4,1

9 May intermittently to 12 June, Ooijpolder, Ubbergen,
and Lobith, Rijnwaarden, Gelderland, adult, summer
plumage, photographed (P Verbeek et al; Ebels & Verbeek
2010; Birding World 23: 195, 2010, Dutch Birding 32:
227, plate 313-314, 2010).

There have been two birds in 1999 (January and June),
one in May 2000 and one in March 2003. The one in
2010 stayed in a rather large and difficult-to-survey area
of freshwater lakes surrounded by trees and could,
therefore, be very elusive. Sometimes, it was not seen for
many hours or even days despite extensive searching.

Squacco Heron / Ralreiger
Ardeola ralloides 25 (since 1866),52,2
17 June, Lelystad, Lelystad, Flevoland, photographed
(R de Haas; Dutch Birding 32: 282, plate 391, 2010); 23
June, Polder Zuidbroek, Bergambacht, Zuid-Holland
(V de Boer).

This species has been seen between 12 April and 30
October but more than half of all birds have been found
in June.

Glossy Ibis / Zwarte Ibis

Plegadis falcinellus 116,63,-

1995 24-30 April, Willige Langerak, Lopik, Utrecht,
photographed (A Boele, C Witkamp et al).

This is a date extension of a bird previously accepted
for 25-30 April 1995 (van den Berg & Bosman 2001).
This species is no longer considered since 1 January
2000 but the CDNA still welcomes reports from before
this date.

Phalacrocorax pygmeus, Ooijse Graaf, Ooijpolder,
Gelderland, Netherlands, 12 May 2010 (Luuk Punt)

Black-winged Kite / Grijze Wouw

Elanus caeruleus 1,3,1

7 April, Lindenholt, Nijmegen, Gelderland, photo-
graphed (E Jansen, F Sardar; Dutch Birding 32: 218,
plate 292, 2010).

Two very lucky observers saw and photographed this
bird while it passed their back garden in a southerly di-
rection. There are four previous records: on 31 May
1971, on 29-31 March 1998, from 4 June to 23 August
2000, and on 22 May 2009.

Griffon Vulture / Vale Gier
Gyps fulvus 9,177,2
23 May, Gouda, Gouda, Zuid-Holland, photographed
(N de Zwarte); 24 May, De Horde, Lopik, Utrecht, photo-
graphed (A Boele, R Jansen; Dutch Birding 32: 279,
plate 378, 2010).

It was decided to treat both sightings as two records
although the distance between both was ¢ 15-20 km, so
it could easily have concerned the same individual.

Short-toed Snake Eagle / Slangenarend
Circaetus gallicus 3,46,4
26 May, Duinvliet, Overveen, Bloemendaal, Noord-
Holland, photographed (C van Deursen); 17 July to 14
August, Fochteloérveen, Noordenveld, Drenthe/Oost-
stellingwerf, Friesland, photographed (M Dijksterhuis et
al); 18-29 July, Haaksbergerveen, Haaksbergen, Over-
ijssel, photographed (B Hulsebos, B van Kuik et al);
1 August, Aekingerzand, Westerveld, Drenthe, photo-
graphed (M Jonker, W-] Fontijn).

A few reports are still circulating. The CDNA wel-
comes all reports not yet submitted to document the in-
crease of records in recent years.

Pallid Harrier / Steppekiekendief

Circus macrourus 5,41,3
25 April, Rottumerplaat, Eemsmond, Groningen, second
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471 Long-legged Buzzard / Arendbuizerd Buteo
rufinus, juvenile, De Krim, Texel, Noord-Holland,
13 July 2010 (Nico Baas)

calendar-year, male, photographed (G Gerritsen, H Roers-
ma, N van Brederode); 25 April, Ketelbrug, Dronten,
Flevoland, second calendar-year, photographed () Vree-
man, T Janssen et al); 30 August, Alblasserwaard, Graaf-
stroom, Zuid-Holland, second calendar-year, male,
photographed (A Clements, P Bieren, A Stip).

A well-watched juvenile in October at Petten, Noord-
Holland (Dutch Birding 32: 427, plate 602, 2010), is still
in circulation. Before 1999, only eight have been ac-
cepted and more than half were from the last five years.
The CDNA welcomes all reports not yet submitted to
document the increase of records in recent years.

Long-legged Buzzard / Arendbuizerd
Buteo rufinus 1,5,1
13 July, De Krim, De Cocksdorp, Texel, Noord-Holland,
juvenile, photographed (N Baas; Dutch Birding 32: 353,
plate 488-489, 2010).

This bird was found and photographed by a tourist in
a holiday cottage park, resting on the chimney of one of
the buildings. The photographs came to light days later,
when the bird was no longer present. The possibility of
Atlas Long-legged Buzzard B r cirtensis was considered,
mainly because of the rather fine-looking bill, but the
committee decided that the taxon involved could not be
determined with certainty.
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Demoiselle Crane / Jufferkraanvogel

Grus virgo 0,2,1

9 October, Meijendel, Wassenaar, and Westduinpark,
Den Haag, photographed, and Maasvlakte, Rotterdam,
and Brielsegatdam, Oostvoorne, Westvoorne, Zuid-
Holland, first calendar-year (G Bakker, B Dijkstra,
N Gregoire et al; Dutch Birding 32: 425, plate 599,
2010).

This immature was first seen in Zuid-Holland at
13:35, flying south-west along the coast at Meijendel,
and during the next hour it passed three other migration
watchpoints, flying past the last near Oostvoorne at
14:24. From the photographs, it was obvious that it did
not wear any rings and that it was fully winged, so the
CDNA decided that this individual could be of wild ori-
gin. The first was at Strabrechtse Heide and Groote Peel,
Noord-Brabant, in four out of five spring periods in
1991-95; the second stayed near Buurse, Overijssel, on
15-26 August 2000.

Great Bustard / Grote Trap

Otis tarda -,25(since 1986),1

24 December, Groesbeek, Groesbeek, Gelderland, sub-
adult male, photographed (J Jacobs), and 25 December,
Hogerwaardpolder, Woensdrecht, Noord-Brabant, and
Hogerwaardpolder, Kruiningen, Oostdijk, Rilland and
Yerseke, Reimerswaal, Zeeland, subadult male, photo-
graphed, videoed (M Hoekstein, ] Denee, E B Ebels et al;
Ebels et al 2011; Dutch Birding 33: 65, plate 78, 72,
plate 89-91, 2011).

The species has been considered by CDNA since
1986 and this was the first since 1997 - thanks to an
early winter cold spell and heavy snow cover — and un-
expectedly without any ring or wing clip from re-intro-
duction projects. Careful comparison of the photographs
left no doubt that all sightings involved a single individ-
ual, which covered a distance of ¢ 120 km within 24 h.
From 27 December to 4 March 2011, the same bird
stayed intermittently near Denderbelle, Oost-Vlaanderen,
Belgium (Dutch Birding 33: 139, plate 145-146, 2011).

Eurasian Stone-curlew / Griel

Burhinus oedicnemus -,58,-

2004 8-20 May, De Banken, ‘s-Gravenzande, Westland,
Zuid-Holland, photographed (F van der Knaap, ]
Duindam).

1993 25 April to mid-August, Zwanenwater, Zijpe,
Noord-Holland, adult (D van Dijck; D van Lunsen in
litt).

The 1993 record concerns a date extension of a bird
first present from 4 June to 4 October 1992 and again in
1993, when it was accepted only for 19 July previously
(van den Berg & Bosman 2001). The 2004 record con-
cerns a date extension of a bird previously accepted for
8-19 May 2004 (van der Vliet et al 2005). This species is
no longer considered since 1 January 2009 but the
CDNA still welcomes reports from before this date.

American Golden Plover / Amerikaanse Goudplevier
Pluvialis dominica 1,28,2
14-20 May, Reigersbroek, Roerdalen, Limburg, second



calendar-year, photographed, sound-recorded videoed

Na ¢ 100
m zag ik hoog in een dode boom een zeer don-
kere vogel en met de verrekijker zag ik dat het de
valk in kwestie was. Door het tegenlicht en zijn
rare houding kon ik, zelfs met mijn telescoop, al-
leen vaststellen dat hij geen rode broek had maar

naar de kleur van de poten kon ik enkel gissen.
Daarom belde ik RvB die zich ergens buiten ons
zicht aan de andere kant bevond met de vraag of
hij meer details kon zien. Na een verandering van
zithouding kon ook onze groep even later de gele
poten zien; daarmee viel Roodpootvalk af. De ge-
heel onbevederde tibia pasten ook niet goed op
Slechtvalk F peregrinus of aanverwante grote val-
ken, die een zwaardere ‘broek’ hebben. Met de
ANWB-gids (Svensson et al 2010) in de hand be-
studeerden we de vogel. Een jonge Boomvalk
F subbuteo werd geopperd maar dat werd door
Luc Cieters en mij terstond tegengesproken; de
borst en kop waren daar veel te donker voor en LC
had onlangs nog jonge Boomvalken geringd. De
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aandacht richtte zich vervolgens op een donkere
vorm Eleonora’s — een soort waar ik enkele jaren
geleden tevergeefs naar had gezocht op Menorca.
Het leek onwaarschijnlijk om er nu één zo ver van
de Middellandse Zee aan te treffen maar het beeld
leek zo uit de ANWB-gids geknipt: een perfecte
kopie van de afgebeelde donkere Eleonora’s, in-
clusief de blauwachtig grijze snavel en oogring.
Ondertussen probeerde ik met mijn compact-
camera door de telescoop enkele foto’s te nemen
als bewijsmateriaal. Even later dook de valk van
de kale boom omlaag en verschalkte behendig
een libel om deze vervolgens op een dode tak te
verorberen. Hij herhaalde dit huzarenstukje en-
kele malen. In vlucht deed hij aan een Boomvalk
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denken maar met duidelijk langere, spitse vleu-
gels. De afstand tot de vogel was ¢ 50 m; tijdens
het jagen kwam hij soms dichterbij, tot ¢ 30 m.
Door diverse deelnemers, onder anderen Sam De
Backer, Kathleen Geukens, Fernand Nijs, Marleen
Regent, Frederik Van Baelen en Jan Vanwinckel,
werden foto’s gemaakt, allemaal met ‘klein mate-
rieel” waardoor de kwaliteit niet optimaal is.

Het was inmiddels 12:50 en de plicht riep; we
hadden nog een programma af te werken en na
een laatste blik op de valk snelden we naar het
bezoekerscentrum. We vroegen de man achter de
balie of de Eleonora’s Valk al eerder gemeld was
maar hij was duidelijk geen vogelkenner. Na een
welverdiende koffie en boterham brak het vertrek-
uur aan. Buiten ontmoette ik enkele Nederlandse
vogelaars. lk vertelde over de waarneming, liet
een sterk ingezoomde foto zien en vertelde waar
de valk zich bevond. Eén van deze vogelaars kon
de vogel nadien niet terugvinden en het nieuws
werd daarom niet verder verspreid. Ongeveer een
half uur voor de waarneming waren enkele
Limburgse vogelaars in De Zeearend aanwezig.
Op dat moment was de vogel nog niet in beeld,
en wellicht nog niet aanwezig (Max Berlijn pers
meded). Later werd duidelijk dat de twee deelne-
mers van de groep die als laatsten naar het bezoe-
kerscentrum waren teruggekeerd (Bart Broos en
FN) de valk nog in zuidelijke of zuidwestelijke
richting over de spoorberm hadden zien vliegen.
Het is dus goed mogelijk dat de vogel niet veel
langer dan een half uur ter plaatste is geweest.

In de bus wisselden beide groepen hun ervarin-
gen uit en aan de hand van Génsbgl (1992) con-
cludeerden we dat het een tweedejaars exemplaar
was. We bezochten nog enkele plaatsen maar
kwamen geen andere vogelaars meer tegen.

lets na 21:00 eindigde de busreis en ik haastte
mij naar huis om de waarneming door te geven.
Thuis stortte ik me op de computer en keek snel
op www.waarneming.nl — vreemd... geen enkele
melding van de valk? Ik voerde de waarneming in
als ‘zeker’ met een korte beschrijving maar slaag-
de er door technische problemen niet in om de
foto’s toe te voegen. Snel kreeg ik een reactie van
Vincent Hart. Dankzij hem en de hulp en laptop
van mijn dochter kwamen er even later toch foto’s
bij de waarneming, zij het in zeer klein formaat.
Sommige Nederlandse vogelaars zagen in deze
kleine afbeeldingen niet direct een Eleonora’s Valk
en opties als melanistische Slechtvalk, Boomvalk
of Torenvalk F tinnunculus werden open gehou-
den.

Voor enkele 10-tallen mensen waren de foto’s
voldoende reden om de volgende ochtend vanaf

het eerste licht de plaats van de waarneming gron-
dig uit te kammen. Dit leverde helaas geen be-
trouwbare  vervolgwaarneming  meer  op.
Naderhand verschenen meer en betere foto’s op
internet op basis waarvan de determinatie defini-
tief kon worden bevestigd.

Beschrijving

GROOTTE & BOUW Middelgrote valk. Vleugels lang en
spits, in zit voorbij staart stekend. Relatief forse snavel.
In vlucht Boomvalk-achtig, lange, spitse vleugels opval-
lend.

VERENKLEED Geheel donker, donkergrijs tot zwart met
bruin waas, vooral op mantel, staart en vleugel (dekve-
ren). ‘Broek’ en onderstaartdekveren ook donker. Op
borst vaag patroon van zwarte vlekken op donkere on-
dergrond. Tertials zwart met bruine karteltekening op
rand. Op dekveren zeer vaag patroon van donkere
dwarsbandering op donkerbruine ondergrond zichtbaar.
Onderstaartdekveren donkerbruin met donkere bande-
ring. Staart donkerbruin met donkere dwarsbandering
op boven- en onderzijde. Ondervleugeldekveren zwart,
rest van ondervleugel donkergrijs.

NAAKTE DELEN Snavel blauw-grijs met donkere punt.
Oogrand grijsachtig, op sommige foto’s met iets gelige
tint. Oog donker. Poot geel. Nagels donker. Beide poten
ongeringd.

RUI & SLEET Op vluchtfoto’s onregelmatige achterrand
van handvleugel zichtbaar, duidend op veren van ver-
schillende leeftijd.

GELUID Niet gehoord.

GEDRAG Rustend in kale takken van hoge bomen.
Regelmatig libellen vangend. Zich weinig aantrekkend
van aanwezige waarnemers en bij libellen vangend
soms tot op ¢ 30 m van de groep komend.

Determinatie

De combinatie van de slanke bouw met lange
staart en lange vleugels en geheel zwartbruin ve-
renkleed wijst direct op een donkere vorm
Eleonora’s Valk. De blauwgrijze washuid en oog-
rand duiden op een onvolwassen exemplaar of
een vrouwtje. De bruine tint op de staart, de ban-
dering op de staart, de zwarte ondervleugeldekve-
ren, de gele poten en het vage vlekkenpatroon op
de borst (als ‘ghost image’ van de gevlekte borst
bij een lichte vorm Eleonora’s) completeren de de-
terminatie en sluiten andere valken uit (Gensbol
1992, Ristow et al 1998, 2000, Forsman 1999ab,
Ferguson-Lees & Christie 2001, van Duivendijk
2011). Verwarring kan ontstaan met afwijkend ge-
kleurde exemplaren van reguliere valkensoorten
in Europa, bijvoorbeeld melanistische (donkere
vorm) Boomvalk (cf Corso & Monterosso 2000,
2004, maar zie Ristow 2004) of een met olie be-
vuild Smelleken F columbarius (Enno Ebels pers
obs), of met ontsnapte valken van buiten Europa,
zoals Australische Zwarte Valk F subniger. Deze
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laatste is echter een slag groter en zwaarder ge-
bouwd, mist de bruine tint in het verenkleed en
heeft lichtgrijze poten. Boomvalk heeft onder
meer een fijnere snavel en in de beschreven don-
kere vorm lichtere onderstaartdekveren (Corso &
Monterosso 2000, 2004). Woestijnvalk F concolor
is over het hele lichaam lichter gekleurd, meer lei-
grijs. Een donkere valk bij Kirchberg, Steiermark,
Oostenrijk, op 22-25 november 2003 werd aan-
vankelijk als de eerste Eleonora’s voor Oostenrijk
gemeld maar werd later, mede op advies van Dick
Forsman, als een waarschijnlijke hybride be-
schouwd, met name vanwege het te uniform don-
kere verenkleed, bijvoorbeeld zonder bandering
op de staartveren (foto’s op www.surfbirds.com en
www.tarsiger.com; Dick Forsman in litt).

Een adulte Eleonora’s Valk zou nog langere en
smallere vleugels en een nog langere staart verto-
nen; daarom is de vogel van Flevoland te determi-
neren als tweedekalenderjaar (Dick Forsman in
litt). De onregelmatige achterrand van de vleugel
duidt ook op een vogel ouder dan juveniel. Het
verschil in postuur tussen onvolwassen en adulte
vogels is bij deze soort goed waarneembaar en
kan bij veldherkenning voor problemen zorgen
omdat onvolwassen exemplaren niet voldoen aan
het ‘standaardplaatje’ van Eleonora’s (Ristow
2004; Dick Forsman in litt).

Voorkomen en verspreiding
Het betreft het eerste geval van Eleonora’s Valk
voor Nederland (onder voorbehoud van aanvaar-
ding doorde Commissie Dwaalgasten Nederlandse
Avifauna; CDNA). Eleonora’s kent een lichte en
een donkere vorm, waarbij de verhouding in de
populatie ligt op c 3:1; slechts 2% van de juve-
niele vogels behoort tot de donkere vorm maar dit
percentage neemt toe tot 28% bij vogels van een
jaar oud en 30% bij adulte (Ristow et al 1998).
Onder de dwaalgasten in Noord-Europa zijn don-
kere exemplaren dus in de minderheid, als ten
minste wordt aangenomen dat dwaalgasten even-
redig verdeeld zijn over beide vormen. Daarbij
moet wel worden aangetekend dat donkere exem-
plaren misschien eerder als ‘iets bijzonders” wor-
den opgemerkt dan lichte exemplaren, die in ve-
renkleed meer op Boomvalk lijken. Bovendien
kan de verhouding plaatselijk verschillen: in de
kleine kolonie aan de kust van Noordwest-
Marokko was in oktober 2011 de donkere vorm
bijvoorbeeld talrijker dan de lichte (Arnoud van
den Berg in litt).

Eerdere meldingen van Eleonora’s Valk in
Nederland werden niet aan de CDNA voorgelegd
of zijn niet aanvaard vanwege ontoereikende do-
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cumentatie (geen van deze vogels werd gefotogra-
feerd). Van 2 augustus tot 3 september 2003 was
een ontsnapte donkere valk (met belletje en gele
leertjes) aanwezig op diverse plekken langs de
Friese en Groninger Waddenkust. Deze vogel
werd aanvankelijk gemeld als (mogelijke) Eleo-
nora’s maar betrof vrijwel zeker een hybride; ver-
schillende kenmerken, zoals het grote formaat (als
Buizerd Buteo buteo), pasten niet op Eleonora’s
(www.lauwersmeer.com).

De soort komt als broedvogel voor op eilanden
en in kustgebieden van de Middellandse Zee en is
een dwaalgast in Noord- en Noordwest-Europa.
Het is een langeafstandstrekker die hoofdzakelijk
overwintert op Madagaskar. In Europa zijn geval-
len van dwaalgasten bekend uit Brittannié (6,
waarvan geen enkele twitchbaar, de eerste in
1977 en de meest recente een overvliegend don-
ker exemplaar gefotografeerd op 13 september
2008 in Essex, Engeland; Neave 2008), Dene-
marken (2+), Duitsland (c 4), Finland (1), Hongarije
(4), Litouwen (1), Polen (10+4), Tsjechié (1),
Zweden (16+) en Zwitserland (10 augustus 2011)
(www.tarsiger.com, www.netfugl.dk; Marcel Haas
in litt). Indien aanvaard betrof een lichte vorm die
werd gefotografeerd bij Strée, Liege, op 24 sep-
tember 2011 de eerste voor Belgié.

In Frankrijk zijn tot 2005 bijna 800 waarnemin-
gen bekend, waarvan de overgrote meerderheid
langs de Middellandse Zeekust en op Corsica
maar bij hoge uitzondering ook noordelijk tot aan
de grens met Belgié en langs de Atlantische kust
(Dubois et al 2008). De soort wordt er van april tot
november waargenomen, met een zwakke piek
eind mei en begin juni en een sterke piek van be-
gin augustus tot begin september (vooral de twee-
de en derde decade van augustus). Noordwaartse
bewegingen zijn aangetoond aan de hand van
‘satellite tracking’. Zie www.migraciondeaves.org
voor resultaten van onderzoek op de Balearische
Eilanden, waarbij een paar exemplaren eerst een
route door Zuidoost-Frankrijk volgden voordat ze
zowel overdag als ‘s nachts over zee en woestijn
richting Madagaskar vlogen (Arnoud van den Berg
in litt).

Een compacte analyse van 33 waarnemingen in
Centraal- en Noordwest-Europa tot en met najaar
2011 laat de volgende verdeling over de maanden
zien: eind april (1), mei (4), juni (5), juli (1), augus-
tus (9), september (10) en oktober (3). Omdat de
status van sommige waarnemingen in het kader
van dit artikel niet achterhaald kon worden, is
deze analyse mogelijk onvolledig maar duidelijk
is dat er, net als in Frankrijk, sprake is van een
voorjaarspiek en een (iets grotere) najaarspiek,
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met het zwaartepunt in augustus-september. Bij
tenminste acht gevallen was sprake van een don-
kere vorm en bij tenminste 11 gevallen van een
lichte vorm; bij 14 gevallen is de kleurvorm niet
vermeld in de beschikbare gegevens. Bij 11 geval-
len gingen het om onvolwassen (eerstejaars of
tweedejaars) exemplaren en bij 13 gevallen om
adulte; van negen exemplaren is de leeftijd niet
vermeld in de beschikbare gegevens.
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Summary

ELEONORA’S FALCON AT OOSTVAARDERSPLASSEN IN SEPTEMBER
2011 On 17 September 2011, a group of ¢ 50 birders
from Belgium on a day trip to the Netherlands found and
photographed a dark-morph Eleonora’s Falcon Falco ele-
onorae at Oostvaardersplassen, Flevoland. The bird fre-
quented an open forest area close to a large wetland
area and roosted in dead trees. It was catching dragon-
flies on several occasions. The bird was watched from
€ 12:20 to 12:50 and last seen flying in a southerly or
south-westerly direction; it was not seen by other ob-
servers. The next day, several 10s of birders searched the
area, again without success. Based on the photographs,
the bird was identified as a second-calendar year, main-
ly because of the blue-grey cere and orbital ring; the feet
were yellow. The plumage was all dark with a brownish
tinge. On the breast, a ghost pattern of breast streaking
was visible. On the tertials and tail-feathers, dark brown
barring was present. The underwing-coverts were black.
Size and shape were comparable with a large and long-
winged Eurasian Hobby F subbuteo. These characters
only fit a second calendar-year Eleonora’s and exclude
pitfalls like Red-footed Falcon F vespertinus, dark-morph
Eurasian Hobby, aberrant Common Kestrel F tinnun-
culus or Peregrine Falcon F peregrinus, or escaped fal-
cons, including hybrids.

If accepted, this is the first record for the Netherlands.
The species is rare in central and north-western Europe,
with records in Britain (6), the Czech Republic (1),
Denmark (2+), Finland (1), Germany (c 4), Hungary (4),

Lithuania (1), Poland (10+), Sweden (16+) and Switzer-
land (1). Records are concentrated in spring (late April-
June) and autumn (August-October), with most in
August-September. Dark morph individuals represent
¢ 30% of the whole population and are also rarer as va-
grant than pale morph. However, because dark morph
birds are probably more easily detected as ‘something
rare’ than pale morph birds, there may be some bias to-
wards dark morph individuals being found as vagrants.
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Adult males Western Marsh Harrier
with pale primary markings

In May 2008, | photographed a pair of Western
Marsh Harriers Circus aeruginosus near Nijkerk,
Gelderland, the Netherlands. The birds were at a
breeding site known by a number of bird photo-
graphers. The male was a very pale individual (es-
pecially on head and underwing), with reduced
black primary tips and lacking a black trailing
edge to the wing. The female somewhat resem-
bled an adult male in plumage. Therefore, | as-
sumed that both birds were of relatively old age.
Back home and looking at the photographs, | no-
ticed that the male showed pale spots in the black
primaries. | could not remember having seen such
primaries in this species before (not in the field
nor in photographs), so | checked Cramp &
Simmons (1980), Forsman (1999), Gensbgl (2007),
and some other sources but could not find any
information on the subject. A photograph of the
male taken by Tim Veen at Nijkerk in 2008 ap-
peared on the Dutch bird photographers website
www.birdpix.nl. Apparently, nobody had noticed
the aberration in the wing tip and when | men-
tioned this and asked for information, nobody re-
sponded. This was even more remarkable as this
individual is probably one of the most photo-
graphed Western Marsh Harriers in the world.

As | did not receive any answers, | sent one of
the photographs to Dick Forsman. To my surprise,
DF answered that he had never seen such primary
tips before. He guessed that: ‘While losing the
dark wing-tip they still hang on to the ‘primitive’
barring that is underlying in most birds of prey. On
the other hand, the closely related Eastern Marsh
Harrier C spilonotus shows much more barring in
the flight-feathers than western birds, including in
adult males (see, eg, plate 32 in Ferguson-Lees &
Christie 2001). The Nijkerk bird might of course
carry some eastern genes but | think this is more
unlikely. However, all this is very speculative and
the only thing | know for sure is that birds like this
are not common’. Note, however, that an ‘old
adult-type male’ photographed in Finland in July
1996 (plate 190 in Forsman 1999) also shows
some paler markings in the primaries.

Almost certainly the same birds returned to the
site in 2009, 2010 and spring 2011 (see www.
birdpix.nl). Again photographs were taken and
compared with the ones taken in 2008. Curious
about a possible plumage development over the
years, | searched for images of the same individual
from earlier breeding seasons. A request on www.
birdpix.nl resulted in photographs of a male by

Jan van der Greef taken on 2 June 2007. Most
probably, this concerned the same bird as the bird
from 2008 and later years although there is no
100% certainty (see also the Hasselt bird below).

Description of Nijkerk male

The description is based on photographs from
2009. Differences with earlier years are given in
brackets.

HEAD & UNDERPARTS Head, neck and upper breast pale
and rather uniformly coloured, with streaks in latter two
regions and on crown. Dark surrounding eye very limit-
ed. Rest of underparts reddish-brown and rather sharply
demarcated from upper breast.

WING Underwing very pale and almost unmarked. No
dark trailing edge. Primaries showing less black than
usual (usually black reaches further than notches,
whereas in this bird black not extending any further than
this point). In black primaries, pale dots visible, two in
p9 and one in both p8 and p7 (2008 bird showing two
in both p9 and p8 and one in p7 (with a second but in-
distinct dot present in p7). 2007 bird showing less obvi-
ous white dots, being mostly visible in p9 and p7).

Other birds with unusual markings in the
Netherlands

In April 2009, a new photograph of a Western
Marsh Harrier appeared on www.birdpix.nl. It
was another male with ‘fingerprints’ which were
(again) not noted by the photographer nor by the
members/visitors of this site. The photograph had
been taken by Ton Valk at Hasselt, Overijssel, the
Netherlands, on 20 April 2009, ¢ 35 km NNE
from Nijkerk. At first glance, the bird showed the
same type of ‘fingerprints’ but there were some
differences. Intrigued by this other ‘unusual’ bird,
| checked the database on www.birdpix.nl using
the location search term and came across a pho-
tograph taken at the same site. Again the unusual
markings had not been noticed. Strangely enough,
this bird, photographed in 2006, looked older
than the Hasselt bird from 2009. Furthermore, this
bird was ringed and, therefore, a third individual
seemed to be involved. Efforts to find out when
and where the bird had been ringed yielded no
results.

Comparison with Hasselt birds

Compared with the Nijkerk bird, the Hasselt birds
showed less sharply demarcated black primary
tips. Instead, the base of the primaries was more
or less mottled. The black in the primaries of the
Hasselt 2006 bird (plate 498, figure 2 (left))
reached further down towards the base of the pri-
maries than in the Hasselt 2009 (plate 499, figure
2 (center)) and Nijkerk bird (plate 496-497, 500-

501). In combination with its marked wing-
coverts this probably indicates a younger age than
the other birds. On the upperside of the primaries,
the prints were also present and visible. Although
a faint print in the primaries of the Nijkerk bird
could be seen in photographs, it was never as
clear as in the Hasselt birds (at least in 2009; there

are no photographs from the
upperside taken in 2006). If
the Nijkerk bird, which
seemed older than the
Hasselt bird from 2009, was
indeed older one might ex-
pect obvious markings on
the upperside of the prima-
ries as well.

Discussion
As DF already guessed and
supported by the develop-
ment in the Nijkerk bird, the
uncommon markings are
probably age-related chang-
es in the remiges. As males
Western Marsh Harrier get
older, the underwing gets paler and loses colour
and markings (especially in the coverts). With age,
the extent of black in the primaries reduces gradu-
ally and the dark trailing edge to the secondaries
and inner primaries disappear.

Regarding the reaction of DF that he had never
seen such birds before, it is quite surprising that

three such individuals were present in one general
area in the Netherlands during a period of just a
few years. Perhaps these concern birds from the
same nest or from nests in different years of the
same breeding pair. One may wonder if such birds
are probably more common than expected but go
unnoticed.

DF (in litt) gave at least two possible explana-
tions for this phenomenon: 7 This local Dutch
population has a very low mortality rate, for one
reason or another, which enables birds to reach a
higher age than normally. For instance, persecu-
tion of raptors in the Netherlands is among the
lowest in Europe, and/or these birds might winter
somewhere safe; 2 another possibility is that this
trait is a mutation which is genetically inherited
and passed on from one generation to the next.
This could explain why so many similar looking
males occur within a limited geographic area, as
the offspring tends to return to their natal area. In
addition, DF indicated that this trait may well have
been overlooked in the past (as suggested by plate
190 in Forsman 1999), as this is not a feature that

is easily seen in the field under normal conditions.
Thanks to digital photography it is now possible to
study even minor plumage features and to draw
new conclusions regarding, eg, geographic differ-
ences between populations.
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Pacific albatrosses: Laysan, Short-
tailed, Black-footed and Waved
Albatross

The albatrosses Diomedeidae are divided into
four genera: Pacific albatrosses (Phoebastria),
‘great albatrosses’ (Diomedea), mollymawks
(Thalassarche) and ‘sooty albatrosses’ (Phoebetria).
Within the family, the assignment of genera has
been debated for over 100 years. Originally
placed into a single genus, Diomedea, they were
rearranged into four different genera in 1852, then
lumped back together and split apart again several
times, acquiring 12 different genus names in total
(though never more than eight at one time). By
1965, in an attempt to bring some order back to
the classification of albatrosses, they were lumped
into two genera, Phoebetria and Diomedea. More
recent research studied the mitochondrial DNA of
all 14 accepted species, finding that there were
four, not two, monophyletic groups within the al-
batrosses. These researchers proposed the resur-
rection of two of the old genus names, Phoebastria
for the North Pacific albatrosses and Thalassarche
for the mollymawks, and these changes have, in
recent years, been accepted and adopted by the
majority of researchers and ornithological bodies
(cf, eg, Nunn et al 1996, Robertson & Nunn 1998,
Onley & Scofield 2007). Of the four genera, the
North Pacific albatrosses are considered to be a
sister taxon to the ‘great albatrosses’, while the
‘sooty albatrosses’ are considered to stand closer
to the mollymawks.

The Pacific albatrosses comprise four species:
Laysan P immutabilis, Short-tailed P albatrus, Black-
footed P nigripes and Waved Albatross P irrorata
(Onley & Scofield 2007). The first three are the only
albatross species that range into the Northern
Hemisphere; all other albatross species breed in
the Southern Hemisphere or around the Equator,
although some irregularly reach the Northern
Atlantic as vagrants. The Pacific albatrosses are the
most tropical of all albatrosses, with Waved nesting
on the Equator and the other three on (sub)tropical
islands south of Japan and in the Hawaiian Chain.
Identification at sea is not a big issue (contrary to
the ‘great albatrosses’ and some of the molly-
mawks), also because only four species occur in
the North Pacific. Juveniles return to the colony 2-3
years after fledging but do not mate until 7-8 years
old. During these non-breeding years, they form
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bonds with a mate that they keep for life.

During 7-12 April 2010, | had the opportunity
to visit the impressive breeding colonies of Laysan
Albatross and Black-footed Albatross on Midway
Atoll, Hawaii (the largest colonies of these species
in the world), in the middle of the breeding sea-
son, and was lucky to observe a single near-adult
Short-tailed Albatross here as well. Some years
before, | visited a Waved Albatross colony on the
Galdpagos Islands during two birding trips in
1995 and 2006.

A selection of photographs of these four Pacific
albatross species is presented here; more photo-
graphs taken during my visits can be viewed
at www.pbase.com/otto1/midway (Laysan, Short-
tailed and Black-footed Albatross) and www.pbase.

Midway Atoll

Midway Atoll, ¢ 2250 km (1250 sea miles) WSW
of Honolulu, Hawaii, was discovered by a
Hawaiian ship in 1867 and soon became a stand-
alone possession of the USA, who built a Navy Air
Station in 1938. In 1942, the USA ambushed the
Japanese fleet north of Midway (the Battle of
Midway), the major turning point in the Pacific
War. In 1978, the Naval Air Facilities were dis-
mantled and, in 1988, Midway became a National
Wildlife Refuge, administered by the US Fish and
Wildlife Services. This organization did a good
job (with the aid of volunteers), restoring the bio-
logical diversity. In 1997, the Atoll was opened for
public visits but a few years later the visitor facili-
ties closed again. However, since 2009, a limited
number of small groups can obtain a permit for a
stay on the atoll.

Midway Atoll has a diameter of 8 km and con-
sists of three islands (combined surface area 7
km2): Eastern Island, Sand Island and tiny Spit
Island. The navy activities mainly changed Sand
Island, resulting in 95 buildings and a large run-
way. The original plant life was completely al-
tered, and ironwood and coconuts were intro-
duced. Efforts are underway to restore the indige-
nous vegetation but most of the abandoned navy
facilities, including the runway, are still there.
Introduced rats and rabbits have been extermi-
nated. Lead poisoning was recently a big issue,
caused by lead-based paint on the navy building
from World War Il. Especially, Laysan Albatross
chicks were found to be vulnerable for peeled
paint chips.

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The albatrosses are literally everywhere on
Midway from late October and eggs are laid in
December. In early summer, the adults leave the
fledglings, which stay another month on the atoll
before their departure, not to return to Midway
before three years.

A total of 18 seabird species breed on Midway,
including Christmas Shearwater Puffinus nativita-
tis and Wedge-tailed Shearwater P pacificus,
Bonin Petrel Pterodroma hypoleuca, Red-tailed
Tropicbird Phaethon rubricauda and White-tailed
Tropicbird P lepturus, Red-footed Booby Sula sula
and Masked Booby S dactylatra, Great Frigatebird
Fregata minor and Common Fairy-Tern Cygis alba.
The rare Laysan Duck Anas laysanensis has been
(re)introduced. Migrants include Pacific Golden
Plover Pluvialis fulva, Ruddy Turnstone Arenaria
interpres and the elusive Bristle-thighed Curlew
Numenius tahitiensis. The waters around the atoll
also abound with wildlife, with, eg, many Spinner
Dolphins Stenella longirostris, Green Sea Turtles
Chelonia mydas and c 60 individuals of the en-
demic and endangered Hawaiian Monk Seal
Monachus schauinslandi; to protect the latter, a
stretch of 4 km beach is closed area.

Laysan Albatross

Laysan Albatross is one of the smaller albatross
species with a wingspan of ‘only’ ¢ 2.10 m. The
population is rebounding from a period of severe
hunting in the early 1900s. Feather hunters killed
many 100 000s and the slaughter eventually led
to the protection on the north-western Hawaiian
Islands. On Midway, airport activities and com-
munications antennas also took a heavy toll in
bird strikes in the 1940s and 1950s. Perhaps the
most significant ecological catastrophe took place
during the Battle of Midway, when rats from ships
first gained access to Sand Island with dire conse-
quences for nesting birds. The rats are gone and
large obstacles have been removed on Midway,
and since then the population has been steadily
growing although it seems to stabilize now. Counts
in 2010 on Midway indicated 420 000 breeding
pairs, ¢ 75% of the total world breeding popula-
tion of 590 000 pairs. Laysan Island, Hawaii, has
the second largest colony with more than 100 000
pairs. Smaller numbers breed on islands off Japan
and, since the 1980s, Mexico (BirdLife Inter-
national 2010a). The main current threat is long-
line fishing. Laysan is also vulnerable to ingestion
of floating plastics which have contaminated ma-

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jor parts of the Pacific Ocean. The American art
photographer Chris Jordan photographed a series
of carcasses of Laysan, literally filled with plastic
debris  (www.chrisjordan.com/gallery/midway).
During my visit, | looked for dead adults with
traces of plastic but did not find any, probably be-
cause of the instructions for the staff of the US Fish
and Wildlife Service to remove all dead animals.
Because of these threats, the conservation status is
‘Near Threatened’. Laysan can grow very old and
individuals older than 50 years are known from
Midway.

When | visited the colony, chicks dotted the
landscape and 1000s of (sub)adults were in full
courtship display as they searched a potential
mate for future nesting. The courtship consists of
dances with a number of ritual movements.

Short-tailed Albatross

Short-tailed Albatross is the largest of the genus
with a wingspan of up to ¢ 2.30 m. The adults are
striking with their white head with a golden wash
on crown and nape and heavy pink bill (on
Midway, the species is called ‘Golden Gooney’).
In the 19th century, Short-tailed was very com-
mon but feather hunters killed probably 10 mil-
lion birds and then, in 1939, the colony on the
Japanese island Torishima was covered with 10-
30 m of lava. During a survey after World War Il
on Torishima, no adults were found and at this
point the species was assumed to be extinct.
However, an estimated 50 individuals (mainly ju-
veniles) survived at sea, and in 1954 again the first
egg was found on Torishima. The population grew
steadily to ¢ 2400 individuals, breeding on iso-
lated Torishima (c 80%) and Minami-kojima
(c 20%; BirdLife International 2010b). Both is-
lands are completely closed for the public and
only a few pelagic trips circle the islands. Threats
for Short-tailed are longline fishing and volcanic
eruptions on Torishima (as happened in 1939),
and the species is classified as ‘Vulnerable’
(BirdLife International 2010b). Many measures
are underway to protect this species: improved
fishing techniques, a ban for fishing around the
colonies and improvement of the habitat on
Torishima by planting grass to stabilize the soil; on
the other hand, a dispute about the ownership of
Minami-kojima (holding more than 400 pairs) be-
tween China and Japan obstructs helping the birds
there.

The first Short-tailed Albatross in Hawaii was
observed on Midway between 1936 and 1941.
Since then, between one and three individuals
have been observed every year within the Laysan
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Albatross colony. A female Short-tailed that re-
turned from 1989 to 2003 laid infertile eggs in
November 1993, 1995, 1997 and 2001. In 1995,
it incubated the egg constantly for 62 days before
giving up and returning to sea, perhaps a record
for a bird known to go without food (Pyle & Pyle
2009). In recent years, two subadult birds have
been observed on Sand Island and Eastern Island
(both raised and banded in Japan in the 1980s).
Disputable reports have indicated possible suc-
cessful nesting in 1961 and 1962 (Pyle & Pyle
2009, www.fws.gov/midway/stal.html). In the
breeding season 2010-11, an adult Short-tailed
Albatross on Midway was observed incubating a
freshly laid egg...

In the breeding season 2010-11, an adult Short-
tailed Albatross was observed incubating a freshly
laid egg on 16 November 2010. The first-ever
Short-tailed chick to hatch at Midway Atoll sur-
vived a strong storm in February 2011 and also
the destructive tsunami that hit Midway on 10
March following the strong earthquake off Japan.
During the tsunami, the chick was washed c¢ 40
yards from its nest site and was then returned to its
hatching location by refuge biologist Pete Leary.
The nest site was located among a cluster of Short-
tailed decoys and recorded Short-tailed calls that
act as a nest site attraction and which provide a
substitute for the colonial stimulation that many
seabirds need to successfully breed. This tech-
nique was pioneered by Stephen Kress of the
National Audubon Society with Atlantic Puffins
Fratercula arctica over 30 years ago (www.fws.
gov/pacific/news/news.cfm?id=2144374679,
www.photosafaris.com/blog/2011/midway-atolls-
short-tailed-albatross-chick-thrives-despite-tsuna-
miby-joe-van-os).

Black-footed Albatross

With a wingspan of 1.90 to 2.10 m, Black-footed
Albatross is one of the smaller albatrosses. The
plumage is completely dark greyish brown, al-
though some adults show whitish undertail-cov-
erts and all adults have white markings around the
bill base, increasing with age, and below the eye.
The world population is estimated at 129 000
adult birds. Breeding colonies are mainly in the
Hawaiian Chain. Midway holds the largest colony
with 24 000 pairs in 2010 (c 35% of the world
population), with a tendency of a slow decline.
The second-largest colony, on Laysan Island, holds
21 000 pairs. Torishima off Japan had 1219 pairs
in 1998 (up from 20 in 1964), the Bonin Islands
23 pairs and c 400 pairs breed on offshore
Mexican islands, of which 337 on Islas Guadalupe,

in 2005 (BirdLife International 2010c). On
Midway, every year hybrids of Black-footed and
Laysan Albatross are present (cf www.scholtz.org/
bill/nature/Midway/index.html).

Black-footed Albatross is strongly threatened by
longline fishing. Estimates put numbers of 4000-
8000 victims per year, mainly from Japanese and
Taiwanese fishing fleets. These high numbers are a
tragic loss, and even more so if we consider that
most victims can be avoided: in November 2010,
a government officer at King Edward Point, South
Georgia, told me that strict longline fishing regu-
lations within the territorial zones around South
Georgia had resulted in a tremendous reduction
of victimized albatrosses. Black-footed is also vul-
nerable to ingestion of floating debris. The species
is classified as ‘Endangered’.

Waved Albatross

Waved Albatross breeds almost exclusively on the
lava fields of Espafiola Island in the Galapagos
Archipelago (some may still breed on Isla de la
Plata off Manabi province, Ecuador, where three
non-breeding adults were seen in 2001). This only
tropical albatross is distinctive mainly because of
the very long, bright yellow bill, which looks dis-
proportionally large. During the breeding season,
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birds forage almost exclusively along the coasts of
Ecuador and Peru. The courtship is very spectacu-
lar, with rapid bill circling and raised bills, creat-
ing a howling sound. The species has difficulties
with taking off, so many birds first walk from the
nests to high cliffs for an easier take off. Threats
are longline fishing (this disrupts the balance in
sex ratio, because males are killed more frequent-
ly than females) and the numbers decrease. On
Espanola, birds are protected efficiently by the
National Parc personnel and this island is also a
Unesco World Heritage Site. Only a very small
part of the colony is open to the public and visi-
tors have to follow strict rules. During two visits to
Espafiola, | had the impression that tourism is the
least problem, however. Waved is classified as
‘Critically endangered’, with an estimated world
population of 37 400 adults in 2001 and pre-
sumed subsequent decline, although no new
complete census after 2001 has been carried out
(BirdLife International 2010d).

WP reports

This review lists rare and interesting birds reported in the
Western Palearctic mainly from late September to early
November 2011. The reports are largely unchecked and
their publication here does not imply future acceptance
by a rarities committee. Observers are requested to sub-
mit their records to each country’s rarities committee.
Corrections are welcome and will be published.

GEESETO DUCKS From 2 October, the wintering flocks of

up to 100 Lesser White-fronted Geese Anser erythropus
from Lappland, Sweden, arrived in the Netherlands. The
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numbers at the regular site of Strijen, Zuid-Holland,
increased from nine individuals on 2 October, 22 on
7 October, 33 on 10 October, 70 on 13 October to 77 on
18 October. At another traditional site, near Anjum,
Friesland, 62 had arrived on 9 October but the numbers
decreased to 43 on 12 October and just one on 14 Octo-
ber, suggesting that the Anjum birds quickly flew further
south to Strijen and elsewhere. In France, a male White-
headed Duck Oxyura leucocephala remained in Ille-et-
Vilaine from 25 September into November; presumably,
it concerned the same bird as in the previous winter.

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From 11 October into November, an adult male American
Scoter Melanitta americana stayed in Northumberland,
England. The one from 27 June in Aberdeenshire,
Scotland, was last reported on 1 October. In Denmark,
three single males returned during 13-22 September
off Régeleje, Nordsjelland, Bladvand, Vestjylland and
Skagen, Nordjylland, and one was seen at Storedal,
Laesw, on 16 October. An adult male American White-
winged Scoter M deglandi deglandi turned up at Vikur,
Reykjanes, Iceland, on 16 October. A female/juvenile
Bufflehead Bucephala albeola near Housel on 26-29
October and from 7 November was the first for Cornwall,
England (only one has been recorded further to the south-
west in Britain: a bird shot on Tresco, Scilly, in January
1920). In the Netherlands, the adult male returned for its
eighth winter at Barendrecht, Zuid-Holland, on 27
September. The long-staying adult male American Black
Duck Anas rubripes on Achill Island, Mayo, Ireland,
remained into November.

SEABIRDS TO IBISES A Black-browed Albatross Thalas-
sarche melanophris was seen from Muxia, A Corufia,
Spain, on 6 and 10 November. One or two Trindade
Petrels Pterodroma arminjoniana were reported between
Corvo and Flores, Azores, on 11-12 October. A Sooty
Shearwater Puffinus griseus photographed at Katy
Rybackie, Vistula Spit, on 23 October was the fifth for
Poland. In a special seabird issue of Indian Birds 7: 58-
96, 2011, a variety of pelagic birding results in the Indian
Subcontinent were published; these included, eg, the
first Swinhoe’s Storm Petrel Oceanodroma monorhis for
Kerala (and possibly the first confirmed for India) photo-
graphed 42 km offshore together with (smaller and
shorter-winged) Wilson’s Storm Petrels Oceanites oceani-
cus on 31 July 2011. On Flores, Azores, an adult White-
tailed Tropicbird Phaethon lepturus came to roost at
Fajazinha every evening on 14-21 October (it may have
been present for several weeks); it was also seen at Vila
Nova, Corvo, on 25 October. In Iceland, the fifth Eurasian
Bittern Botaurus stellaris was present at Faskriosfjorour
from 30 October to at least 5 November and the second
Little Bittern Ixobrychus minutus (juvenile) was at
Hafnarfjérour on 16 October (the first was washed ashore
in May 1823). The Yellow-crowned Night Heron Nyc-
tanassa violacea on Madeira from February was still
present at Funchal on at least 28 October. The fifth Cattle
Egret Bubulcus ibis for Iceland stayed at Hofn from
29 October to T November (when it was killed by a Gyr
Falcon Falco rusticolus) and the sixth was seen at Mulakot,
Sida, on 1 November. In spring 2011, the first document-
ed breeding of Glossy Ibis Plegadis falcinellus for western
France occurred south-west of Nantes at Grand-lieu lake,
Loire-Atlantique, in a mixed colony with African Sacred
Ibis Threskiornis aethiopicus, Eurasian Spoonbill Platalea
leucorodia and four heron species Ardeidae (Alauda 79:
215-219,2011). The last surviving pair of Northern Bald
Ibis Geronticus eremita in Asia, at Palmyra, Syria, suc-
cessfully raised two young this spring. In the only other
region where wild-origin birds of this species survive, the
Souss-Massa national park and Tamri area in south-west-
ern Morocco, 210 pairs were counted in 2009. (There
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have been quite a few re-introductions of zoo birds in
recent years, eg, in Austria, Spain and Turkey; an Austrian
juvenile turned up in Ardeche, France, om 24 Septem-

ber.)

RAPTORS InIsrael, more than 10 Crested Honey Buzzards
Pernis ptilorhyncus were counted over the northern val-
leys during September. The first breeding of Black-winged
Kite Elanus caeruleus for Israel at Agmon lake this spring
was successful with four fledglings. In the Netherlands,
Black Kites Milvus migrans not only successfully raised
young in southern Limburg (cf Dutch Birding 33: 258,
2011) but also in eastern Noord-Brabant. A White-back-
ed Vulture Gyps africanus photographed at Algarrobo,
Algeciras, Spain, on 19 September was the third for Spain
and possibly the fifth for Europe. In Morocco, three
Riippell’s Vultures C rueppellii were photographed on
the ground 5 km west of Aousserd, Oued Ed-Dahab,
Western Sahara, on 1 August. In Spain, ¢ 10 were present
in the Cadiz area. A Short-toed Snake Eagle Circaetus
gallicus in Devon on 16 October may have been the
same bird as one intermittently seen on Jersey, Channel
Islands, from 20 September to 11 October. This autumn’s
amazing influx of Pallid Harriers Circus macrourus
included, for instance, a record 126 passing through
Denmark in September alone (115 first-years, nine adult
males and two adult females); a total of 171 between
12 April and 1 October in Finland, excluding at least five
breeding pairs; up to 40 juveniles in the Netherlands
from all provinces except Limburg in September-October;
and at least 41 at Falsterbo, Skane, Sweden, in August-
October. Also in September-October, ¢ 20 were seen in
Britain, 25 in France, 40 in Germany, and at least 10 in
Portugal and Spain. The influx was still apparent in late
October with the first for Ayrshire, Scotland, from
27 October to 2 November; one in Power Head, Cork,
Ireland, from 29 October to at least 7 November, when
two were present at an evening roost; one in Kent,
England, on 31 October; and two remaining in Spain
into November. In Ireland, a second-winter male
Northern Harrier C cyaneus hudsonius appeared at
Tacumshin, Wexford, on 9 October and remained into
November while juveniles were present at Tacumshin on
at least 20 October and at Broad Lough, Wicklow, from
22 October. A Long-legged Buzzard Buteo rufinus flying
past Falsterbo, Skane, on 29 September was the 14th for
Sweden. Long-stayers were in Gotland, Sweden (from
31 July into November) and near Wiirzburg, Bayern,
Germany (from 16 August into November). Unusually
high numbers of Rough-legged Buzzards B lagopus
migrated south through north-western Europe into
England and France. For instance, in the Netherlands,
there was a high count of 49 over Schiermonnikoog,
Friesland, on 15 October. The famous satellite-tracked
Greater Spotted Eagle Aquila clanga (Ténn) born in
western Estonia was on its way south to its traditonal
wintering site at El Hondo, Alicante, Spain, when seen at
Falsterbo on 24 September after it was tracked by GPS
readings at various localities in Norway in summer. It
was subsequently tracked (but not seen) at Xanthen,
Nordrhein-Westfalen, Germany; north-east of Gerven,



Noord-Brabant, the Netherlands; and at Testelt, north-
east of Diest, Vlaams-Brabant, Belgium, around 15
October. On 26 October, it had reached Roussenac,
Aveyron, France; it arrived in Spain on 3 November and
returned at El Hondo on 6 November. It was an unseen
visitor once before in the Netherlands, spending the
night of 24/25 April 2009 at Delden, Overijssel. For more
information on this bird’s travels as a juvenile from
25 September 2008 onwards, see Der Falke 56: 34-35,
2009, Dutch Birding 31: 53, 191, 2009, 32: 205, 2010,
Ornithos 16: 326-331, 2009. If accepted, a pale-morph
Eleonora’s Falcon F eleonorae photographed at Strée,
Liege, on 24 September will be the first for Belgium (the
dark-morph second-year photographed on 17 September
at Oostvaardersplassen, Flevoland, as the first for the
Netherlands was not seen subsequently). Other extra-
limital individuals this autumn included the first for
Switzerland photographed in Vaud on 10 August and
three in Gironde, France, in September-October. Four
young Saker Falcons F cherrug born in Slovakia were
sattelite-tagged this year. In late summer, one (Kleopatra)
flew 160 km north-east of Moscow, Russia, and then
south to the Black Sea coast of Georgia in early
November; another (Slavka) flew to the coast of Romania
to arrive in Bulgaria in early November; a third went to
Moravia, Czech Republic, where it was electrocuted by
electricity wires in mid-August; and the fourth (Eonka)
first wandered through Germany from 17 July to
13 September, then flew to southern France to stay near
Montpellier, Hérault, on 19-21 September and, surpris-
ingly, in Midi-Pyrenées from 22 September through early
November. Interestingly, two out of four stil active satel-
lite-tagged birds from Hungary went south to Sicily this
autumn (see www.sakerlife.mme.hu/en/map). In Malta,
an adult occurred at Clapham Junction on 2 October.
A juvenile Gyr Falcon photographed at Katwijk, Zuid-
Holland, on 14 October may be the same individual as
the first twitchable for Belgium at Maagd van Gent, West-
Vlaanderen, on 23-29 October, when it was occasionally
also seen on the Dutch side of the border at Philippine,
Zeeland.

RAILS TO BUSTARDS On 25 October, a first-year Purple
Gallinule Porphyrio martinicus turned up at Ribeiro
Machico, Madeira. A second-winter Sandhill Crane Grus
canadensis first present at St Combs, Aberdeenshire,
Scotland, on 22-26 September was then noted flying
south-east through England in Northumberland, Durham,
Cleveland, North Yorkshire and Lincolnshire before it set-
tled at Boyton Marshes, Suffolk, England, from 2 October
until 10:45 on 7 October, when it flew high southward.
The one first in Finland and then in Estonia on 5-8
September was not seen subsequently (see, eg, www.
youtube.com/watch?v=AqgexVgi9jW0). On 4 November,
possibly one of these two turned up as the first for Spain
in a flock of Common Cranes G grus in Vegas Altas,
Badajoz, Extremadura. On 24 October, the last Siberian
Crane G leucogeranus of the species’ western popula-
tion, a lonely male called ‘Omid’, returned to its winter
quarters at Fereydoonkenar, Ezbaran, Iran. In Bretagne,
France, a Demoiselle Crane C virgo flew over Lécousse
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on 19 October. The largest flocks in Cyprus were 28 on
27 August, 60 on 28 August and 42 on 3 September. In
Israel, an adult stayed Agamon Hula on 28 September
and one flew over Eilat on 27 October. A census of Little
Bustard Tetrax tetrax in Sardinia in 2010-11 resulted in
350 territorial males.

WADERS A male Greater Painted Snipe Rostratula ben-
ghalensis stayed in Heffer valley, Israel, on 24-28
September. A Great Stone-curlew Esacus recurvirostris at
Bu Al Siaief on 27 September was the first for the United
Arab Emirates (UAE). Cream-colored Coursers Cursorius
cursor were photographed near Trujillo, Caceres, Spain,
on 22 September; at 1200 m elevation at the Spanish-
French border at Auritz-Burguete, Navarra, Spain, on
23 September (juvenile); at Morouzos beach, Ortigueira,
A Corufia, on 23 September; and at Massa, Toscane, Italy,
on 20 October (juvenile; taken into care). The second
Semipalmated Plover Charadrius semipalmatus for Ire-
land was a juvenile at Ventry, Kerry, from 24 September
to 15 October. The first for Cornwall was a juvenile belat-
edly reported at Crowdy Reservoir on at least 18-30
September. The first for France was photographed and
heard at Grand-Lieu, Loire-Atlantique, on 7 November.
A juvenile Pacific Golden Plover Pluvialis fulva at Gardur
from 30 September to 2 October was the first for Iceland.
Between 26 August and 24 September, four Sociable
Lapwings Vanellus gregarius were found in Poland. In the
Netherlands, a juvenile stayed at Beesel, Limburg, from
21 September to 3 November. In France, the species was
photographed at Mailly-de-Camp, Aube, on 11 October;
at Gaillon-sur-Montcient, Yvelines, on 17 October; at
Frémainville, Val-d’Oise, on 19 October; and at Cham-
mes, Mayenne, on 4 November. Other ones were report-
ed in Bayern, Germany, on 1 October and in Huesca,
Spain, from 1 November. The first Semipalmated Sand-
piper Calidris pusilla for the Faeroes was a juvenile
photographed on Vidareidi on 17-20 October. In Spain,
juveniles were photographed in Asturies on 14 and 29
September. There were no less than seven in France in
September-October and more than 50 in Britain. A first-
winter Long-toed Stint C subminuta at La Turballe, Loire-
Atlantique, on 6-10 November was the first for France.
Juvenile Least Sandpipers C minutilla occurred on Foula,
Shetland, on 14-21 September, at Carrahane Strand,
Kerry, from 27 September to 2 October, on Tresco, Scilly,
England, on 4-15 October and at Tacumshin, Wexford,
on 8-14 October. In the Benelux, Baird’s Sandpipers
C bairdii were present at Tienen, Vlaams-Brabant,
Belgium, on 19-23 September and at Zevenhuizen, Zuid-
Holland, the Netherlands, on 25-26 September. From
21 September into November, at least three were seen in
England, nine in Ireland, six in Scotland and two in
Spain. In France, an adult Sharp-tailed Sandpiper C acu-
minata stayed at Grand-Lieu, Loire-Atlantique, on 22-28
September and a juvenile at Moéze, Charente-Maritime,
from 1 October into November. On 12 October, up to
103 Spoon-billed Sandpipers Eurynorhynchus pygmeus
in five flocks (supposedly half of the world’s population)
were counted at high tide north of Yangtze river estuary
in Xiao Yangkou, Rudong, China. Probably the largest-

ever flock of Buff-breasted Sandpipers Tryngites subrufi-
collis in the WP numbered 26 or even 28 in Ireland at
Tacumshin on 26-27 September. It was also a record year
in France with at least 28 during September. A first-year
Wilson’s Snipe Callinago delicata on St Mary’s from c 4
October into November was the c eighth for Scilly. A Pin-
tailed Snipe G stenura trapped at Tzor’a reservoir on
10 November was the third ringed in Israel. The third
Hudsonian Whimbrel Numenius hudsonicus for Ireland
near Mizen Head, Cork, from 20 September was last
seen on 25 September. An Upland Sandpiper Bartramia
longicauda at Cabana, Asturies, on 21-24 September was
the third for Spain. Others were seen on St Mary’s on
8-27 October, at Termoncarragh Lough, Mayo, on 12-26
October and at Lonate Pozzolo, Lombardia, Italy, on
28 October. Solitary Sandpipers Tringa solitaria were
present on St Mary’s from 14 September to 6 October;
at Praia de Machico, Madeira, on 25-28 September; at
St Ouen’s Pond, Jersey, Channel Islands, from 26 Septem-
ber to 4 October; at Nateby, Lancashire, England, on 2-6
October; and at Saint-Clément-des-Baleines, lle de Ré,
Charente-Maritime, France, on 15 October. The first
Marsh Sandpiper T stagnatilis for Mexico was photo-
graphed in Baja California on 12 October. In the
Netherlands, the Greater Yellowlegs T melanoleuca first
seen on Noord-Beveland, Zeeland, on 17 October 2010
remained through November. A first-year was found in
Northumberland on 12 November.

GULLSTOTERNS The eighth Sabine’s Gull Xema sabini for
Italy was a juvenile photographed at Racconigi, Cuneo,
on 12 October. In Switzerland, a juvenile turned up
at Zirich on 16 October. Bonaparte’s Gulls Chroico-
cephalus philadelphia occurred, eg, at Weir Wood
Reservoir, East Sussex, England, on 3 and 7 October;
at Churchill Barrier, Orkney, Scotland, on 6-8 October; at
Larne, Antrim, Northern Ireland, on 10-25 October;
at Kvassheim, Rogaland, Norway, on 26-27 October
(adult); at Sennen Cove, Cornwall, from 28 October to
1 November; and at Hirtshals Havn, Nordjylland, Den-
mark, from 10 November (adult). In the Netherlands,
possibly the same adult Ross’s Gull Rhodostethia rosea
first present at Numansdorp, Zuid-Holland, on 21-25
April and then flying past Katwijk and Noordwijk, Zuid-
Holland, in May, July and August again flew past further
north in Noord-Holland at Egmond on 25 October and
1 November, Huisduinen on 28 October and 12 Novem-
ber, and Camperduin on 3 November. In France, Frank-
lin’s Gulls Larus pipixcan turned up at Saint-Pair-sur-Mer,
Manche, on 15 October and at Erdeven, Morbihan, on
25 October. A first-winter Audouin’s Gull L audouinii
photographed at Rusko, Oulu, on 22 October was the
second for Finland. The juvenile American Black Tern
Chlidonias niger surinamensis at Covenham Reservoir,
Lincolnshire, England, from 17 September stayed until
7 October. Three recoveries in Maharashtra, India, in
November-January 2009-10 of Lesser Crested Terns
Sterna bengalensis ringed as chicks on Persian Gulf islets
of Iran and Qatar in June-August 2006-09 reveal a
supposedly regular eastward migration in this population
of at least 2500 km (Indian Birds: 88-89, 2011). In
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Ireland, an adult Forster’s Tern S forsteri was present at
Cruisetown, Louth, on 13-17 October and, on 6 Novem-
ber, the same or another returned to Nimmo’s Pier, Gal-
way (where it first wintered in 1995/96).

DOVESTOTITS In northern Finland, single Oriental Turtle
Doves Streptopelia orientalis were found at Kolari on 30
October and at Pello on ¢ 5 November. Two pied-morph
Jacobin Cuckoos Clamator jacobinus at Wamm Farms
from 4 November constituted the third record for the
UAE (cf Dutch Birding 33: 325-328, 2011). A Yellow-
billed Cuckoo Coccyzus americanus was found mori-
bund at Liverpool, Lancashire, England, on 12 October
and another was photographed at Ballycogley, Wexford,
on 20 October. The long-staying male Snowy Owl Bubo
scandiacus in Outer Hebrides, Scotland, was reported
again a few times. In the Netherlands, a Eurasian Pygmy
Owl Glaucidium passerinum was photographed at De
Cocksdorp, Texel, Noord-Holland, on 14 October. In
Denmark, after a few in the second week of October, 10s
of the species were found from 4 November onwards. In
a paper on the phylogeography and species limits in the
green woodpecker Picus complex, Perktas et al conclud-
ed that there are four species: apart from European Green
P viridis, Iberian Green P sharpei and Levaillant’s P vail-
lantii also a fourth, Iranian Green Woodpecker P innomi-
natus, in the Caucasus and Iran (Biol J Linn Soc 104:
710-723, 2011). If accepted, a Eurasian Hoopoe Upupa
epops at Roebuck Roadhouse, Broome, Western
Australia, on 10 November will be the first for Australia.
A Red-eyed Vireo Vireo olivaceus on Mandg, Ribe, on
19-25 October was the first for Denmark. Others were in
Iceland (up to two in Grindavik until 21 September and
one in Kvisker on 3 October), Cork (Mizen Head on 2-4
October and 19-27 October with another at Cape Clear
on 10-16 October) and Outer Hebrides (Barra on 22-28
September and Lewis on 9 October). On St Mary’s, the
species was seen from 13 September to 27 October.
A first-winter Brown Shrike Lanius cristatus on Tiree,
Inner Hebrides, from 22 October into November was the
fifth for Scotland. In Britain, at least seven Daurian
Shrikes L isabellinus were present in October. In the
Netherlands, singles stayed on Texel on 2-6 October and
on Vlieland, Friesland, from 31 October to T November.
A first-winter Long-tailed Shrike L schach erythronotus
twitched by at least 300 but possibly 500 birders at Den
Helder, Noord-Holland, on 31 October was the first for
the Netherlands and the fourth for Europe (previous
records were in Sweden in June 1999, Outer Hebrides
in October-November 2000 and Denmark in October
2007). Great Grey Shrikes L excubitor at Hvalba,
Suduroy, on 28 October and at Stédvarfjorour from
30 October into November were (only) the seventh for
Faeroes and eighth for Iceland, respectively. A Steppe
Grey Shrike L lahtora pallidirostris stayed at Wall Farm,
Shropshire, from 28 October into November. From
29 October to at least 5 November, one stayed at Nabben,
Gotland. The fourth Ashy Drongo Dicrurus leucophaeus
for the UAE was photographed at Safa Park, Dubai, on
27 October. If accepted, an Asian Paradise Flycatcher
Terpsiphone  paradisi  photographed on Delma on

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27 October will be the first for UAE and the Middle East.
Single House Crows Corvus splendens were present at
Cobh, Ireland, throughout the period and at Karpas pe-
ninsula, Cyprus, on 19 September. In the Netherlands,
the largest flock in this period at Hoek van Holland,
Zuid-Holland, was 25 on 8 November. In Poland, a
‘Pleske’s Tit’ Cyanistes caeruleus x cyaneus was trapped
at Kopari along the Baltic on 22 October.

WARBLERS A Phylloscopus warbler trapped at Hilfield
Park Reservoir, Hertfordshire, on 30 October was first
misidentified and released as a Yellow-browed Warbler
P inornatus before it was re-identified from photographs
as the second Eastern Crowned Warbler P coronatus for
Britain and the sixth for the WP. If accepted, a Two-
barred Warbler P plumbeitarsus on Mellum, Nieder-
sachsen, Germany, from 27 September was the first for
Germany. The first Arctic Warbler P borealis for Latvia
was trapped at Lejasciems, Gulbene, on 18 September.
If accepted, a Dusky Warbler P fuscatus at H6fn on
28-29 October was thefirstfor Iceland. In the Netherlands,
it was a record year for this species with at least 12 be-
tween 14 October and 13 November. One trapped at Ein
Afek, Zvulun valley, on 25 October was the fifth for
Israel. In France, three were found this period and, in
Britain, 10. In Malta, a first-year male Ménétriés’s
Warbler Sylvia mystacea was trapped at Rabat on
21 August, possibly constituting the species’ western-
most record. The adult male Sardinian Warbler S melano-
cephala at Nes, Sor-Trondelag, Norway, from 7 August
stayed until 7 October. An Asian Desert Warbler S nana
photographed at Filyos, Zonguldak, on at least 29 Octo-
ber was the second for Turkey (the first was on 27-28
November 1970). Another one at Tahkoluoto, Pori, on
11 November was the 11th for Finland. An African
Desert Warbler S deserti at Clot de Galvany, Alicante, on
28 October was the fourth for Spain and the first for the
mainland. A Common Whitethroat S communis on
Terceira on 7-9 October and a Sedge Warbler Acro-
cephalus schoenobaenus on Corvo on 13 October were
firsts for the Azores. In Norway, a first-year Pallas’s
Grasshopper Warbler Locustella certhiola was trapped at
Ergavatnet, Rogaland, on 27 September. On Fair Isle, one
was seen on 30 September and a Lanceolated Warbler
L lanceolata on 13 October was possibly the same as the
one found dead the next day. A Sykes’ Warbler /duna
rama trapped at Doornpanne, West-Vlaanderen, on
3 September was the first for Belgium (cf Birding World
24:386-391, 2011). In Norway, the Eastern Olivaceous
Warbler / pallida on Kvitsey, Rogaland, from 29 August
remained until 20 September.

THRUSHES A White’s Thrush Zoothera aurea at Heist,
Zeebrugge, West-Vlaanderen, on 9-10 October was the
first twitchable for Belgium. In France, a first-winter
female Siberian Thrush Geokichla sibirica was trapped
on Hoédic, Morbihan, on 20 October. A first-winter male
was photographed on Restlandet, Nordland, Norway, on
24-26 October. A Dusky Thrush Turdus eunomus in
Uppland on 12 November was the first for Sweden. The
autumn’s first Black-throated Thrushes T atrogularis in
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Norway were a male at Titran on 7 October and a female
at Mglen, Vestfold, on 4 November. Swainson’s Thrushes
Catharus ustulatus occurred at Boddam, Mainland,
Shetland, Scotland, on 21-23 September, on Ouessant
on 15-18 October and on Birsay, Orkney, on 21 October.
Grey-cheeked Thrushes C minimus were present on
Fetlar, Shetland, on 22-24 September and on Dursey,
Cork, on 14-15 October. A Rufous-tailed Scrub Robin
Cercotrichas galactotes was photographed on Mellum,
Niedersachsen, Germany, on 2 October. The third
Rufous-tailed Robin Luscinia sibilans for Britain was
found at Wells-next-the-sea, Norfolk, England, on 14
October; the previous ones were on Fair Isle in October
2004 and on North Ronaldsay, Orkney, in October 2010
(found dead). On 19-30 October, a first-winter male
Siberian Rubythroat [ calliope remained at Gulberwick,
Mainland, Shetland. The third Siberian Blue Robin
L cyane for Britain (and fifth for Europe) was brought in
by a cat on Foula, Shetland, on 1 October. As in recent
autumns, a high number of Red-flanked Bluetails Tarsiger
cyanurus were found in north-western Europe, including
11 in the third week of October in Britain and three in
the Netherlands. At the Mediterranean coast of France,
an adult male was photographed at Leucate, Aude, on
31 October.

FLYCATCHERS TO WHEATEARS A Taiga Flycatcher Ficedula
albicilla trapped at Sde Boker on 16 October could be
the first identified in Israel (one or two previous claims in
spring have not yet been accepted). If accepted, a first-
year male Mugimaki Flycatcher F mugimaki trapped at
Bogolino, Brescia, on 6 October will be the first for Italy;
there is a previous European record of a male in Russia
on 2 August 2007 but others were, without obvious rea-
sons, rejected into the so-called ‘category D’ (eg, those in
Treviso, ltaly, on 29 October 1957 and in Humberside,
England, on 16-17 November 1991). An influx of six
Moussier’s Redstarts Phoenicurus moussieri occurred in
Malta between 23 October and 12 November; it remains
to be seen whether any of these will winter as happened
with two females last year. An unprecendented c seven
Eastern Black Redstarts P ochruros phoenicuroides were
reported in Sweden from 18 October to 9 November. In
England, a male was present at Foreness Point, Kent,
from 11 November. The second for the Netherlands, if
accepted, was photographed on Terschelling, Friesland,
on 13 November (the first was in October 2003). The
sixth to eighth Isabelline Wheatear Oenanthe isabellina
for Spain occurred at Parque de Bens, A Corufa, Spain,
on 5-10 October, on Cabrera, Balearic Islands, on
7 October, and at Enseada da Insua, Ponteceso, Spain,
on 12 October. In Britain, singles were seen at Crowlink,
East Sussex, on 15 October, at Spurn, East Yorkshire, from
4 November, and at Wernffrwd, southern Wales, on 5
November. In Sweden, four singles turned up from
23 October to 5 November. Pied Wheatears O pleschan-
ka were present, eg, at Osterild Plantage, Denmark, on
8 October; on Schiermonnikoog, Friesland, the Nether-
lands, on 13 October; at Hel peninsula on 15 October
(fifth for Poland); at Smarde, Engure, on 16-22 October
(first for Latvia); near Hamburg, Niedersachsen, Ger-

many, on 21-22 October; at Liepaja, Latvia, on 23 Octo-

for Belgium). The autumn’s first Desert Wheatears
O deserti were found at Balgo, Halland, Sweden, on
17 October; at Vuosaari, Helsinki, Finland, on 19 Octo-
ber; at Pilzen on 20 October (first for Czech Republic); at
Immanen, Naantali, Finland, on 21 October; at Kungs-
stenarna, Oland, Sweden, on 25 October; at Deerness,
Orkney, on 29-31 October; at Pape, Rucava, on 29 Octo-
ber (third for Latvia); at Lista lighthouse, Vest-Agder,
Norway, from 30 October to 1 November (male); at
Hanstholm, Jylland, Denmark, from 30 October; and at
Raahe on 31 October (18th for Finland). In the Nether-
lands, singles were seen at Camperduin, Noord-Holland,
on 30-31 October; Burghsluis, Zeeland, from 10 Novem-
ber; and Krimpenerwaard from 12 November.

WAGTAILS A few presumed Eastern Yellow Wagtails
Motacilla tschutschensis were sound-recorded, including
one at Foz de Sizandro, Portugal, on 13 October, one on
Vlieland on 22 October and one at Bergen aan Zee,
Noord-Holland, on 28 October. A Richard’s Pipit Anthus
richardi at Hvalba, Suduroy, on 28 October was only the
first for the Faeroes. In Finland, 33 were seen between
3 September and 6 November and, in the Netherlands,

more than 100. The first Blyth’s Pipit A godlewskii for
Micronesia and the Pacific (and the species’ easternmost
record) concerned one photographed at Malakal ponds
in Palau islands on 23 and 28 April 2005; at first, the bird
was misidentified as a Richard’s (see Bull Br Ornithol
Club 131: 212-217, 2011). In Norway, one was present
at Mglen from 5 November onwards. If accepted, the
ones Kajaani on 21-22 October and at Lagskar bird ob-
servatory, Aland, from 7 November onwards will be the
23rd and 24th for Finland. The second Olive-backed
Pipit A hodgsoni for mainland Portugal was sound-
recorded and photographed on Berlenga on 21 October.
In Britain, 23 were found in October and, in the Nether-
lands, at least six (one trapped). A Tree Pipit A trivialis on
Corvo on 3 October was the first for the Azores. Pechora
Pipits A gustavi were found on Foula, Shetland, on
18 September; on North Ronaldsay, Orkney, on T Octo-
ber (trapped); at Hvalba, Suduroy, on 15-16 October
(fourth for the Faeroes); and in Shetland at Gulberwick
on 20 October. An American Buff-bellied Pipit A rubes-
cens rubescens at Bens park, A Corufia, on 27-30 Sep-
tember was the first for Spain; several were found in
Britain (five), Iceland (up to three at Gardur until at least
7 October) and Ireland (two still on 5 November).

origin were the low mountains in the north of the spe-
cies’ range in north-eastern France (Vosges and Jura) and
south-western Germany (Schwarzwald) (Bull Br Ornithol
Club 131: 189-191, 2011). It is noteworthy that an adult
female trapped with Eurasian Siskins C spinus (of which
one was wearing an ltalian ring) in Finland in spring
1995 has not been accepted other than in Category D
(Alula 1: 100-102, 1995). A Lesser Redpoll C cabaret
photographed at Eidi, Eysturoy, on 8 October was (only)
the third for the Faeroes. After the huge movements to the
south-west by 10 000s of Two-barred Crossbills Loxia
leucoptera bifasciata through southern Scandinavia in
late summer, with a total of 134 reaching Denmark in
September, only a few were found further south in
October. For instance, in the Netherlands, up to two
males stayed on Vlieland from 5 October into November,
one or two flew over Veenendaal, Gelderland, on four
days, and one turned up at De Cocksdorp, Texel, on
5 November. In England, first-year Scarlet Tanagers
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Piranga olivacea were seen at St Levan, Cornwall, on
20-21 October and on St Mary’s on 22 October. On
10 October, a first-winter male Rose-breasted Grosbeak
Pheucticus ludovicianus turned up on Eday, Orkney. The
third Pine Bunting Emberiza leucocephalos for Hungary
was trapped at Hortobagy, Hajdud-Bihar, on 2 November.
A female was found on Unst, Shetland, on 5 November
and another turned up on St Mary’s on 6 November.
Abunting showing features of a first-winter Cretzschmar’s
Bunting £ caesia stayed on Ona, Mare og Romsdal, from
29 September to 6 October (if accepted, it will be the first
for Norway). On Understen, Uppland, on 25 October, a
birder first photographed a Rustic Bunting E rustica and a
Little Bunting E pusilla before photographing a third ‘in-
termediate” bunting which turned out to be a first-winter
Chestnut-eared Bunting £ fucata, the first for Sweden
and the second for the WP (the first was on Fair Isle in
October 2004). If accepted, a first-winter Chestnut
Bunting £ rutila trapped at Piliscsaba on 24 September

will be the first for Hungary. In ltaly, a Yellow-breasted
Bunting £ aureola was found on Linosa on 4 November.
The Black-and-white Warbler Mniotilta varia on St Mary’s
from 17 September was last seen on 21 September. The
first-year Northern Parula Setophaga americana near
Reykjavik, Iceland, on 20 September was not seen sub-
sequently. An Ovenbird Seiurus aurocapilla was seen
briefly at Castlebay, Barra, Outer Hebrides, on 23-25
October. The Northern Waterthrush Parkesia novebora-
censis on St Mary’s from 16 September was still present
in the second week of November; it was trapped and
ringed on 1 October. A female Common Yellowthroat
Geothlypis trichas at Hafurbjarnarstadir, Midnes, on
26-29 October was the third for Iceland.

NEARCTIC VAGRANTS IN AZORES Like previous autumns,
many Nearctic vagrants turned up in the Azores (cf Dutch
Birding 32: 299-315, 2010). A male Wood Duck Aix
sponsa on Flores at Lagoa Lomba from 5 October was

probably a returning individual from last autumn when
two males were seen. American Bitterns B lentiginosus
were taken into care on Corvo on 30 October and on
Terceira on 31 October (and released at Paul da Praia).
A third was seen on Santa Maria on 4 November. The
fourth Yellow-crowned Night Heron for the WP was a
first-year on Corvo from 26 September to 12 October
(the first was seen as recently as 28 July 2010 and identi-
fied in January 2011 on Terceira). Three American Great
Egrets Casmerodius albus egretta turned up in October.
On 31 October, the autumn’s first Great Blue Heron
Ardea herodias was found on Terceira. Long-staying
Pied-billed Grebes Podilymbus podiceps remained on
Sdo Miguel and Terceira. First-year Northern Harriers
were present on Corvo from 28 September to 11 October
and on Flores from 15 October into November. A Taiga
Merlin F columbarius columbarius was identified on
Corvo on 22 October. Among the most interesting
Nearctic waders were Killdeers C vociferus on Terceira

16-24 October and on Santa Maria (two long-stayers);
a Western Sandpiper C mauri on Terceira on 15-19
September; a juvenile Hudsonian Whimbrel on Terceira
through September-October; Upland Sandpipers on
Flores on 5-24 October and 13 October; a Greater
Yellowlegs on Flores on 22 October; and Solitary
Sandpipers on Terceira on 19-21 September and on Sao
Miguel on 25-29 September. A Laughing Gull L atricilla
was seen on Corvo on 23 October. On Corvo, single
Yellow-billed Cuckoos were found on 20-24 October
and 25 October. A Common Nighthawk Chordeiles
minor was photographed on Flores on 13 October.
A Chimney Swift Chaetura pelagica was present on
Corvo on 21-26 October. The third to fifth Philadelphia
Vireos V philadelphia occurred on Corvo from 30 Sep-
tember to 4 October and on 1-8 October and on Flores
on 5 October. Six Red-eyed Vireos were found on Corvo
between 30 September and 18 October and one was
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seen on Flores on 1 October. The second Purple Martin
Progne subis for the Azores stayed on Corvo on 13-18
October, together with an American Cliff Swallow
Petrochelidon pyrrhonata on 13-14 October. An Ameri-
can Barn Swallow Hirundo rustica erythrogaster was
identified on Corvo on 1 October. Swainson’s Thrushes
were seen on Corvo on 3 October and 17-21 October
and on Flores on 14 October. A Grey-cheeked Thrush
was present on Corvo from 30 September to 4 October
and again on 10 October. An American Buff-bellied Pipit
stayed at the Corvo reservoir on 1-26 October. The third
Summer Tanager P rubra for the Azores (and the fourth
for the WP) was seen on Corvo on 23-26 October. A first-
winter male Dickcissel Spiza americana on Corvo on
26-28 September constituted the second record for the
Azores; the first concerned two individuals on Flores on
6 November 2009 (Dutch Birding 33: 44-46, 2011). On
27 October, a Rose-breasted Grosbeak was photograph-
ed on Flores. An Indigo Bunting Passerina cyanea stayed



on Corvo on 25-26 October. A first-winter Blue Grosbeak
P caerulea briefly seen on Corvo on 14 October would
be the first for the Azores (none of the previous ones in
the WP have been accepted, yet). On Flores, single
Bobolinks Dolichonyx oryzivorus were found on 5-14
October, 14 October and 24 October. Baltimore Orioles
Icterus galbula were found on Corvo from 29 September
to 1 October (first-winter male) and on 4 October
(female) and on Flores on 10 October. Ovenbirds were
seen on Corvo on 27 September and on Flores on
23 October. The first Blue-winged Warbler Vermivora
cyanoptera (and second for the WP) was a first-winter
male on Corvo on 2-11 October (the first for the WP was
on Cape Clear Island, Cork, in October 2000). The third
Tennessee Warbler Oreothlypis peregrina for the Azores
stayed on Corvo on 7-11 October. On 22 and 27 October,
a Common Yellowthroat was seen on Corvo. An
American Redstart Setophaga ruticilla turned up on
Flores on 5 October. On Corvo, four Northern Parulas
S americana were found between 29 September and
20 October. Up to two American Yellow Warblers
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S petechia were seen on Corvo on 8-12 October. Myrtle
Warblers S coronata were found on Corvo on 23 October
and on Sdo Miguel from 30 October.

Het was een gevarieerd najaar met mooie zeetrekdagen,
opvallend veel roofvogels met onder meer een record-
aantal Steppekiekendieven Circus macrourus en veel
zeldzaamheden, waaronder zelfs twee nieuwe soorten
voor Nederland.

EENDEN TOT STORMVOGELTJES Net als in 2010 verbleef
een uit Duitsland afkomstige groep Sneeuwganzen
Anser caerulescens bij Tzummarum, Friesland. De hoog-
ste telling betrof 82 exemplaren op 4 september. Het
hoogste aantal Dwergganzen A erythropus bedroeg 77
op 18 oktober bij Strijen, Zuid-Holland. Roodhalsganzen
Branta ruficollis verschenen in oktober alweer op c 15

plekken verspreid over het land. Het was een geweldige
periode voor doortrekkende Rotganzen B bernicla. Op
de verschillende trektelposten werden er bijna 84 000
geregistreerd, tegenover bijvoorbeeld nog geen 5000 in
dezelfde periode in 2010. Alleen 8 oktober was al goed
voor ruim 65 000 exemplaren. Vele al jaren bemande
telposten verbeterden op deze dag hun records en de
16 808 langs Westkapelle, Zeeland, betekenden zelfs
een landelijk telpostrecord. Ook werden 13 langstrek-
kende Witbuikrotganzen B hrota opgemerkt, naast en-
kele pleisteraars in het Waddengebied. Daar verbleven
ook enkele Zwarte Rotganzen B nigricans. Een langs-
vliegende werd op 17 oktober gefotografeerd bij
Camperduin, Noord-Holland. Op negen plekken in het
midden van het land zwommen Witoogeenden Aythya
nyroca, waaronder een mannetje van 1 tot 14 september
bij Diemen, Noord-Holland. Van acht trektelposten
langs de kust van Noord- en Zuid-Holland werden in
oktober in totaal slechts 10 langstrekkende IJseenden
Clangula hyemalis gemeld. Een exemplaar op de
Kraaijenbergse Plassen bij Gassel, Noord-Brabant, trok
van 17 tot 29 oktober veel bekijks. Het bekende man-
netje Buffelkopeend Bucephala albeola werd vanaf
27 september opnieuw waargenomen op de Gaatkens-
plas bij Barendrecht, waar hij voor het eerst in novem-
ber 2004 werd gezien. Een mannetje Amerikaanse
Smient Anas americana verbleef vanaf 18 oktober tot in
november bij Middelburg, Zeeland. Vanaf 17 september
waren er ¢ 15 meldingen van lJsduikers Cavia immer,
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555 Daurische Klauwier / Daurian Shrike Lanius isabellinus, eerstejaars, De Nederlanden, Texel, Noord-Holland,

waaronder een veel bekeken exemplaar op 23 oktober
op Vlieland, Friesland, en een doortrekker op 30 oktober
bij Kamperhoek, Flevoland. Trektellers noteerden in
deze periode 280 Noordse Stormvogels Fulmarus glaci-
alis, waaronder 124 op 15 september langs Terschelling,
Friesland. Op 8 september werd een in zuidelijke rich-
ting langsvliegende Grote Pijlstormvogel Puffinus gravis
gemeld bij Camperduin. Er werden vanaf trektelposten
¢ 930 Grauwe Pijlstormvogels P griseus gezien, waar-
van ruim 400 op 7 en 8 september. In totaal 86 exempla-
ren vlogen op 8 september langs Scheveningen, Zuid-
Holland. Op 7 en 8 september werden ¢ 900 Noordse
Pijlstormvogels P puffinus gemeld. Vooral Westkapelle
sprong eruit: op 7 september passeerden er 134 en op
8 september zelfs 240 (een landelijk telpostrecord). Zelfs
in Scheveningen, een post met bijna 40 jaar telgeschie-
denis, werd op 7 september een dagrecord genoteerd:
78 (was 65 op 2 september 1992). Opmerkelijk was ver-
der een exemplaar op 7 september op het lmeer bij
Almere, Flevoland. Het najaarstotaal van de trektellers
lag op meer dan 1300: ¢ 10 keer zoveel als in dezelfde
periode in 2009 en 2010. Ook Vale Pijlstormvogel
P mauretanicus was erg goed vertegenwoordigd: tot
18 oktober werden er op telposten 48 bijgeschreven,
waarvan 12 langs Camperduin, negen langs Scheve-
ningen, zeven langs Katwijk, Zuid-Holland, en zeven
langs Westkapelle. Stormvogeltjes Hydrobates pelagi-
cus werden gemeld op 13 september langs Noordwijk,
Zuid-Holland, en langs De Vulkaan bij Den Haag, Zuid-
Holland; op 7 oktober langs Westkapelle; op 8 oktober
langs Lauwersoog, Groningen; op 9 en 10 oktober langs
Texel, Noord-Holland; op 10 oktober langs Castricum
aan Zee, Noord-Holland; en op 11 oktober langs Sche-
veningen. Vanaf telposten werden ruim 300 Vale Storm-
vogeltjes Oceanodroma leucorhoa doorgegeven en
daarmee was het een redelijk najaar voor deze soort.

JAN-VAN-GENTEN TOT IBISSEN Een Jan-van-gent Morus
bassanus die op 31 mei dood werd gevonden op de
Maasvlakte, Zuid-Holland, bleek 32 jaar eerder als nest-
jong te zijn geringd op Jersey, Kanaaleilanden. Een
19-jarig vrouwtje Kuifaalscholver Phalacrocorax aristo-
telis (rood IDX) dat vanaf ten minste 29 oktober bij de
pieren van lJmuiden, Noord-Holland, verbleef, bleek op
21 juni 1992 als nestjong te zijn geringd op Isle of May,
Schotland, en daar sindsdien regelmatig te broeden; in
2011 bracht ze twee jongen groot. Op een 10-tal plek-
ken in de Randstad en in het zuidwesten werden
Kwakken Nycticorax nycticorax gemeld, waaronder veel
bekeken exemplaren in Utrecht, Utrecht, in Nieuw-
Beijerland, Zuid-Holland, en in de Brabantse Biesbosch,
Noord-Brabant. Op 16 oktober werd om 00:10 de roep
van een overvliegend exemplaar opgenomen bij Bloe-
mendaal, Noord-Holland. Op ¢ 12 plekken in de zuide-
lijke helft van het land werden Koereigers Bubulcus ibis
waargenomen. In het noorden verbleef een exemplaar
van 27 oktober tot 1 november bij het Zuidlaardermeer,
Groningen. De opmars van Grote Zilverreiger Casmero-
dius albus lijkt vooralsnog niet te stuiten. De aantallen
langs trektelposten waren met bijna 3400 exemplaren
ongekend: tweemaal zoveel als in dezelfde periode in
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2010. Het hoogste dagtotaal van één plek bedroeg 52
op 16 oktober over de Dordtse Biesbosch, Zuid-Holland.
In september trokken er nog 23 Zwarte Ooievaars
Ciconia nigra over de oostelijke helft van het land. Tot
begin november werden bovendien enkele pleisteraars
gezien. De in 2010 in Tarragona, Spanje, geringde
Zwarte lbis Plegadis falcinellus (wit V02) die in juli in
Nederland verscheen, verbleef van 1 tot 14 september
aan de Friese kant van de Lauwersmeer. Voorts waren er
meldingen op 7 september in de Brabantse Biesbosch;
op 10 oktober bij Voorhout, Zuid-Holland; op 21 okto-
ber in de Waverhoek, Utrecht; op 29 oktober in Polder
de Rondehoep, Noord-Holland; en op 30 oktober over-
vliegend bij Kamperhoek. Een overvliegend exemplaar
op 21 oktober kon lang worden gevolgd: om 10:35 over
De Puinhoop bij Katwijk, om 11:15 over De Vulkaan bij
Den Haag, vervolgens over De Bloedberg bij Monster,
Zuid-Holland, en om 13:15 invallend in de Koude-
kerksche Inlaag, Zeeland.

ROOFVOGELS Rode Wouw Milvus milvus deed het land
in stevige aantallen aan. Trektellers registreerden in deze
periode maar liefst 477 exemplaren, tegenover bijvoor-
beeld 241 in dezelfde periode in 2010. Het zwaartepunt
lag in het zuidoosten en 15 oktober gold met 181 exem-
plaren als absolute topdag. Alleen over de Loozerheide
bij Weert, Limburg, vlogen er op deze dag al 19. Ook
Blauwe Kiekendief C cyaneus was opvallend talrijk.
Trektellers meldden er in deze periode ruim 1800: twee-
maal zoveel als de drie voorgaande najaren bij elkaar
opgeteld. Op 27 oktober passeerden er maar liefst 85
trektelpost De Nolle bij Vlissingen, Zeeland, een ruime
verdubbeling van het oude telpostrecord (was 39 op 22
oktober 1990 langs Scheveningen). Sperwers Accipiter
nisus waren zeer goed vertegenwoordigd, met net geen
20 000 doortrekkers: in de meeste jaren wordt in deze
periode de 10 000 niet gepasseerd.

Maar liefst drie Blauwstaarten
Tarsiger cyanurus deden Nederland aan. Op 9 oktober
vloog een exemplaar tegen een raam in Monster. De vo-
gel was even versuft maar vloog na enige tijd toch weg
— om niet meer te worden teruggevonden. Een vogel in
Klein Zwitserland op Schiermonnikoog op 18 en 19 ok-
tober was al beter twitchbaar. Op 15 oktober was er een
vangst van een adult vrouwtje bij Castricum. Op 20 ok-
tober werd deze vogel hier in het veld teruggevonden en
tot 31 oktober waargenomen. Er waren terugvangsten
op 19, 20 en 31 oktober, waarbij werd vastgesteld dat de
vetgraad — en daarmee de conditie — van de vogel toe-
nam. Eerstejaars Aziatische Roodborsttapuiten Saxicola
maurus verbleven op 9 oktober op Camping Stortemelk
op Vlieland, van 16 tot 28 oktober in de tuintjes bij De
Cocksdorp op Texel, en op 27 en 28 oktober bij Castri-
cum aan Zee. Bonte Tapuiten Oenanthe pleschanka be-
vonden zich op 13 oktober bij de Herdershut op Schier-
monnikoog en op 31 oktober in Meijendel. Een man-
netje Woestijntapuit O deserti liet zich op 30 en 31 ok-
tober bekijken bij Camperduin. Het gros van de waarne-
mingen van Kleine Vliegenvanger Ficedula parva had
betrekking op exemplaren tussen 2 en 8 oktober op Vlie-
land. Daarnaast werd een handvol veldwaarnemingen
elders verricht en was er op 26 september een ringvangst
op Schiermonnikoog.

KWIKSTAARTEN TOT GORZEN Mogelijke Oostelijke Gele
Kwikstaarten Motacilla tschutschensis werden gefoto-
grafeerd op 22 oktober op de Vliehors op Vlieland en op
28 oktober in Bergen aan Zee, Noord-Holland. Van
twee overvliegende (waarschijnlijke) Citroenkwikstaar-
ten M citreola werden geluidsopnames gemaakt, name-
lijk op 2 september in De Hamert en op 15 oktober bij
Noordwijkerhout, Zuid-Holland. De eerste Grote Pieper
Anthus richardi van het najaar verscheen op 16 septem-
ber op Vlieland. Trektellers registreerden er vervolgens

ruim 100, evenals bijna 100 Duinpiepers A campestris,
vrijwel uitsluitend in september. Bijzonder was de vangst
van een exemplaar op 19 september bij Bloemendaal,
pas de tweede ooit voor dit ringstation. Siberische
Boompiepers A hodgsoni werden gemeld op 27 septem-
ber op Schiermonnikoog; op 1 oktober op Neeltje Jans,
Zeeland; op 21 oktober één en mogelijk twee over De
Vulkaan bij Den Haag (opgenomen); op 22 oktober op
Vlieland; en op 24 oktober opnieuw op Vlieland (vangst)
en in de Amsterdamse Waterleidingduinen bij Zandvoort,
Noord-Holland. Door trektellers werden in totaal 42
overvliegende Roodkeelpiepers A cervinus gemeld.
Tevens passeerden 75 Europese Kanarie Serinus serinus
en c 150 Fraters Carduelis flavirostris in deze periode de
verschillende trektelposten. Twee mannetjes Witband-
kruisbek Loxia leucoptera die van 5 tot 26 oktober bij
Oost-Vlieland verbleven, verzamelden heel wat fans om
zich heen. Ook werden ten minste twee exemplaren
tussen 6 en 11 oktober enkele keren gemeld bij trektel-
post Kwintelooyen bij Veenendaal. Roodmussen Carpo-
dacus erythrinus werden gezien van 2 tot 4 september
op Texel; op 4 september bij Den Helder; op 18 septem-
ber op Vlieland; op 24 en 25 september op de Maas-
vlakte; op 24 september opnieuw op Texel (vangst); en
op 13 oktober opnieuw op Vlieland. Er werden opval-
lend weinig Sneeuwgorzen Plectrophenax nivalis aange-
troffen; trektellers noteerden er in totaal slechts 83. Het
aantal van 430 lJsgorzen Calcarius lapponicus over de
verschillende trektelposten bedroeg slechts een derde
van het aantal in topjaar 2010 maar was wel ongeveer
even veel als van de magere jaren 2008 en 2009 bij el-
kaar opgeteld. Een late Ortolaan Emberiza hortulana
verbleef van 18 tot 23 oktober bij het Posthuis op
Vlieland. Trektellers registreerden ook nog eens ¢ 50
exemplaren, bijna allemaal in september. Op ¢ 13 plek-
ken werden vanaf 24 september Dwerggorzen E pusilla
waargenomen, hoofdzakelijk op de Waddeneilanden en
langs de Noord-Hollandse kust. Op 15 oktober werd
een overvliegend exemplaar gemeld vanaf trektelpost
Maldens Vlak bij Malden, Gelderland. Ringvangsten
waren er op 28 september op Vlieland en op Schiermon-
nikoog en op 15 oktober bij Castricum. Een Wilgengors
E aureola kwam op 17 september vanaf zee aanvliegen
en verbleef daarna kortstondig op de oostpunt van
Vlieland.

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Langstaartklauwier bij Den Helder In de ochtend van
31 oktober 2011 was ik (Johanna van Dillen-Staal) al
vroeg aan het vogelen — het was lekker vroeg licht en
een mooie dag. Wat ik toen nog niet wist was dat het
ook de meest heuglijke dag van mijn nog niet zo lange
vogelkijkloopbaan zou worden. Rond 09:00 liep ik
langs de Oude Vuilnisbelt in de duinen tussen Den
Helder en Julianadorp, Noord-Holland, toen ik bovenin
een struik een verdachte vogel zag. Het leek wel een
klauwier, maar wat voor een? Donker masker, warm-
bruine tint en grijze kop. Was het een Grauwe Klauwier
Lanius collurio? 1k belde Mario Renden en vertelde hem
dat ik waarschijnlijk een klauwier had gezien. MR ver-
telde dat het aan de late kant was voor een Grauwe en
dat het dus ook best een zeldzamere soort kon zijn, en
stelde voor ook andere vogelaars te bellen. De volgende
die ik kon bereiken was Henk Post. Die was juist van
plan om op pad te gaan en kon dus direct komen en was
binnen een kwartier ter plaatse. Ondertussen waren ook
Roelf Hovinga en Tim Zutt van Landschap Noord-
Holland gearriveerd. Turkestaanse Klauwier L phoenicu-
roides of Daurische Klauwier L isabellinus werden geop-
perd maar ze hadden de vogel nog niet goed kunnen
zien. Even later kwamen er nog meer mensen. Marcel
Haas zag door de (enige aanwezige) telescoop een grij-
ze kop (niet iets wat je associeert met een ‘izabelklau-

wier’), een mooi donker masker, oranje schouders en
wat leek op een lange staart. MH wenkte naar Ruud
Brouwer met de mededeling: ‘Ben ik nou gek of is dit
gewoon een Long-tailed?” RB keek door de scoop maar
de vogel verdween weer snel. Na ¢ 15 min besloten RB,
MH en enkele anderen om te lopen. Een flinke tijd ging
voorbij... Ondertussen bekeken RB en MH de foto’s die
Frans Bruinsma gelukkig had kunnen maken: deze vogel
had wel heel veel weg van een Langstaartklauwier
L schach! RB zocht via zijn telefoon foto’s op van onder
meer de vogel in Denemarken in oktober 2007. Daar
leek deze vogel sprekend op... Ze besloten hem om
12:00 als ‘vrij zeker” door te geven via Dutch Bird Alerts.
HP had inmiddels thuis de foto’s op Waarneming.nl ge-
zet (onder Daurische, omdat Langstaartklauwier nog
niet in de soortenlijst voorkwam). Om 12:30 werd de
vogel weer en beter gezien en brachten RB en MH hem
als zekere Langstaartklauwier op naam. Ondertussen
had ik zelf trek en dorst gekregen en de plek verlaten —
even later belde Chris van der Vliet me met de medede-
ling dat het inderdaad een Langstaartklauwier was!

Die middag bezochten 300-400 vogelaars de vogel,
die zich schitterend liet bekijken; de laatste waarneming
was om 17:25 toen hij in een vlierstruik verdween. Later
hoorde ik dat hij ‘s middags een muis had gevangen en
opgepeuzeld. De volgende dag, na een rustige en hel-

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dere nacht, werd de klauwier helaas niet teruggevon-
den. De Oude Vuilnisbelt, een gebied dat wordt beheerd
door Landschap Noord-Holland, is de laatste jaren al
vaker een uitstekende locatie gebleken voor klauwieren,
met dit jaar een Roodkopklauwier L senator en een
Klapekster L excubitor en vorig jaar een Daurische
Klauwier en een Roodkopklauwier.

De determinatie was geen probleem toen de vogel
eenmaal goed bestudeerd en gefotografeerd was. De
combinatie van grijze kop (overlopend op de mantel),
zwart masker, warmbruine schouders en mantel, bleke
onderdelen met warm oranjebruine flanken en lange en
smalle bruinrode staart past alleen op Langstaartklauwier.
De vogel van Den Helder behoorde tot de westelijke
ondersoort L s erythronotus; deze ondersoort trekt over
grote afstanden en is de ‘goede’ ondersoort om als
dwaalgast in Europa te verwachten. Langstaartklauwier
broedt in Centraal- en Zuidoost-Azié en kent vele on-
dersoorten; de andere ondersoorten vertonen meer
zwart op de kop, van een brede voorhoofdsband tot een
geheel zwarte kop. De vogel van den Helder betrof een
eerstejaars; de lichaamsveren waren al compleet geruid
maar de vleugel was nog juveniel, met uitzondering van
de zwart afstekende geruide middelste dekveren. Ook
de vaalbruine handpennen en roodbruine staart duid-
den op een eerstejaars. De subterminale lichte randjes
aan de onderste schouderveren geven aan dat deze ve-
ren ook nog niet geruid waren. De vergevorderde post-
juveniele rui in het najaar is normaal voor deze relatief
vroeg broedende soort. Het smalle masker boven de
snavel duidt mogelijk op een vrouwtje.

Het betreft de vierde Langstaartklauwier voor Europa
en de negende voor de WP (‘sensu BWP’), na gevallen
in Denemarken (15-17 oktober 2007), Israél (26 januari
tot eind februari 1983), Jordanié (11-13 april 2004),
Koeweit (2; 7 oktober 2004; 14 oktober 2006 tot 9 april
2007 en 3 november 2007 tot 12 april 2008), Schotland
(27 oktober tot 4 november 2000), Turkije (24 september
1987) en Zweden (11 juni 1999). JOHANNA VAN DILLEN-

LONG-TAILED SHRIKE On 31 October 2011, a first-year
Long-tailed Shrike Lanius schach stayed for a full day
near Den Helder, Noord-Holland, the Netherlands. It
was seen by 300-400 birders. The bird belonged to the
western migratory subspecies L s erythronotus. This is
the first record for the Netherlands, the fourth for Europe
and the ninth for the WP. Previous WP records were in
Denmark, Israel, Jordan, Kuwait (2), Scotland, Sweden
and Turkey.

Hans ter Haar 1957-2011 In de vroege nacht van don-
derdag 20 oktober 2011 is Hans ter Haar overleden.
Hans was een ‘Dutch Birder’ van het eerste uur en een
groot inspirator. Rond de oprichting in 1979 was hij al
betrokken bij de Dutch Birding Association (DBA). Hij
was bijvoorbeeld de opsteller van de derde en laatste
nieuwsbrief in maart 1979; in juni van dat jaar verscheen
het eerste nummer van Dutch Birding. Drie decennia
later schreef hij nog steeds — maar nu wel wat meer dan
een nieuwsbrief van één A4-tje — in de vorm van de met

veel enthousiasme uitgewerkte reeks artikelen over de
eerste 30 jaren van Dutch Birding. Zijn vlotte pen (bijna
zo vlot als zijn babbel...) en zijn gevoel voor humor
klonken duidelijk door in deze veelgelezen en -gepre-
zen serie. Eind 2009 reageerde Hans enthousiast toen
hij door het DBA-bestuur werd benaderd met de vraag
of hij de taak van voorzitter op zich wilde nemen.
Helaas werd kort daarna een ernstige ziekte bij hem
vastgesteld waardoor hij van deze nieuwe uitdaging af
moest zien. Sindsdien bleef hij het bestuur wel van ad-
vies dienen. De bijna twee jaar die hem na de diagnose
nog gegeven waren heeft hij met veel volharding en het
van Hans bekende optimisme doorgemaakt, totdat de
strijd niet meer vol te houden was.

Hans was een veldvogelaar in hart en nieren. Het
zoeken naar zeldzaamheden was zijn passie en zijn vo-
gelcarriere is sterk gekleurd door zijn ‘drive’ om nieuwe
ontwikkelingen te stimuleren en te omarmen als die de
kans op het vinden van zeldzaamheden en het versprei-
den van nieuws daarover konden vergroten. Eén van
zijn meest aansprekende ontdekkingen was de eerste
veldwaarneming van een Blauwstaart Tarsiger cyanurus,
op 29 september 1985 in ‘de Tuintjes’ van Texel, Noord-
Holland, samen met JanJaap Brinkman en Arnold Veen.
Een dik half jaar later, op 3 mei 1986, ontdekte hij sa-
men met JJB en Ferry Ossendorp de eerste twitchbare
Kortteenleeuwerik Calandrella brachydactyla, op vrijwel
dezelfde plek. Ook de laatste jaren bleef het ontdekken



doorgaan; vanuit Lelystad, Flevoland, waar hij de laatste
10 jaar woonde vond hij bijvoorbeeld een Bastaardarend
Aquila clanga (september 2002) en een Rode Rotslijster
Monticola saxatilis (mei 2006). Geen eigen ontdekking
maar wel een parel op zijn lijst was de Keizerarend
A heliaca op 3 april 2005 bij telpost Kamperhoek,
Flevoland, die Hans nog net zag nadat hij ‘laagvliegend’
was teruggekeerd naar de telpost die hij kort voor de
ontdekking had verlaten. Ook uit zijn derde positie op
de ‘ranking’ van in Nederland waargenomen soorten is
af te leiden dat hij vanaf de eerste dagen van Dutch
Birding actief was; zijn 459e soort was de Amerikaanse
Oeverloper Actitis macularius van juli 2011. Lijstjes, ge-
tallen, statistieken, kansberekening en telregels hadden
Hans’ warme belangstelling en zijn betrokkenheid (sa-
men met Enno Ebels en Gerard Steinhaus) gedurende
een aantal jaren bij de Club 450 io en het starten van het
‘Voorspelspel’ gaven daar vorm en invulling aan.

Twee decennia geleden was hij een van de initiators
van Deception Tours, de inmiddels befaamde vogel-
weekenden op Vlieland, Friesland, waarmee hij een ge-
staag groeiende groep vogelaars stimuleerde om een
aantal keren per najaar op het eiland naar zeldzame
soorten te zoeken. Hier was Hans in zijn element en
wist hij zowel in het veld als ‘s avonds alle aanwezigen
te motiveren. Zijn vermogen om alle vogelaars, van jong
tot oud en van beginner tot veteraan, te betrekken bij het
‘Vlieland-gebeuren” was kenmerkend voor hem. De ont-
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dekking van vier nieuwe soorten voor Nederland in 19
jaar Deception Tours (Mirtezanger Setophaga coronata
in oktober 1996, Turkestaanse Klauwier Lanius phoeni-
curoides (die daarna opdook op Texel) in oktober 2000,
Vale Gierzwaluw Apus pallidus in oktober 2006 en
Noordse Waterlijster Parkesia noveboracensis in sep-
tember2010) en zeer zeldzame soorten alsVeldrietzanger
Acrocephalus agricola in september 1994 en Havikarend
Hieraaetus fasciatus in september 1995 waren hoogte-
punten voor Hans en de vele deelnemers. Ze vormden
het bewijs dat op ‘zijn’ eiland ornithologische grenzen
verlegd konden worden. Veel verhalen en foto’s van
Hans op Vlieland zijn te vinden op www.deception-
tours.nl. Een mooi voorbeeld van zijn enthousiasme als
sociale vogelaar is de ontvangst van alle vogelaars die
van de boot afkomen om de waterlijster te twitchen (zie
www.youtube.com/watch?v=gm_ICF7E02c).

Hans is op 25 oktober gecremeerd; de avond ervoor
was een speciale ‘vogelaarsavond’ georganiseerd in het
rouwcentrum. Hier konden de aanwezigen herinnerin-
gen ophalen aan de hand van de ‘rijke’ en zeer verzorg-
de dagboeken die Hans door de jaren heen had bijge-
houden over zijn vogelavonturen. Het bestuur van de
Dutch Birding Association en de redactie van Dutch
Birding zullen Hans erg missen en wensen zijn vrouw
en dochter en andere naasten veel sterkte bij het verwer-
ken van dit verlies.
