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Rare birds in the Netherlands in 2013

Marcel Haas, Roy Slaterus & CDNA

This is the 34th annual report on rare birds in the
Netherlands to be published in Dutch Birding.
It comprises records from 2013 as well as belated
and reconsidered records, dating back to 1942,
which have been evaluated by the Dutch rarities
committee, the Commissie Dwaalgasten Neder-
landse Avifauna (CDNA). Several 2013 reports are
still under review or awaiting submission and
could therefore not be included. In addition, some
reports for 2012 and earlier years are still under
consideration for various reasons. The increase in
records entered online on internet portals, such as
www.waarneming.nl, reveals many new details
about past records. When involving date exten-
sions, these are presented in this report.

Details included for each record are, if avail-
able: date(s); location and/or municipality (mu-
nicipal divisions as on 1 January 2014); province;
number of birds if more than one, plumage and
sex; type of record if ringed, photographed, sound-
recorded, videoed or found dead (and where
specimen is stored, if known); names of up to
three observers involved in finding, identifying
and recording, and relevant references in the
literature, which normally include (inter)national
but not regional journals, and published photo-
graphs. A compilation of most rarities videoed can
be found in Plomp (2014). Records from 2012

lasting into 2013 that already have been published
in the 2012 report (Ovaa et al 2013) are repeated
here without reference. Observations not (yet)
submitted but mentioned in the 2012 report are
not repeated in this report. The sequence of the
records in the species accounts is from the current
year backwards, with records within one year pre-
sented chronologically. Numbers after each (sub)
species’ name refer to the total number of indi-
viduals 7 from 1 January 1800 to 31 December
1979, 2 since 1 January 1980 but excluding 3 the
current year. Taxa marked with an asterisk * are
new to the Dutch list.

The following CDNA members voted on some
or all of the records in this report: Rob S A van
Bemmelen, Sander Bot, Nils van Duivendijk
(chairman), Dick Groenendijk (former chairman),
les Meulmeester, Arjan Ovaa, Willem van Rijswijk
(secretary), Roy Slaterus, Arend Wassink and Rik
Winters. Marcel Haas supported the committee as
a non-voting archivist and assisted in submitting
many reports published on national and regional
websites. Reports can be submitted, preferably
using the electronic submission form on www.
dutchavifauna.nl or filling in this form after enter-
ing a record on www.waarneming.nl. Reports can
also be sent by ordinary mail to CDNA, Duinlust-
parkweg 98A, 2082 EG Santpoort-Zuid. The on-
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line database (Dutch Avifauna) contains all records
of rare birds up to 2013 (cf Dutch Birding 34: 346,
2012). On this website, also recently accepted
records or rejected reports as well as reports cur-
rently under review are listed.

Decisions regarding taxonomy have been dele-
gated to the Dutch committee for avian systemat-
ics (Commissie Systematiek Nederlandse Avifauna;
CSNA), which on 1 January 2014 consisted of the
following members: Arnoud B van den Berg,
André J van Loon, C S (Kees) Roselaar and George
Sangster (secretary).

In 2013, at least 375 species were recorded,
which is 12 species above the mean of 363 over
2001-10. This number may rise depending on re-
ports still in circulation. Three taxa were new to
the Dutch list in 2013: Atlantic Dartford Warbler
Sylvia undata dartfordiensis (previously, records of
Dartford were not accepted to subspecies level),
Rufous-tailed Scrub Robin Cercotrichas galactotes
(Western Rufous-tailed Scrub Robin C g galac-
totes) and Common Grackle Quiscalus quiscula
(Bronzed Grackle Q q versicolor), with which the
Dutch list now numbers 506 species. Other high-
lights for 2013 included the second to seventh
Pallid Swift Apus pallidus, third Rufous Turtle Dove
Streptopelia orientalis meena (this report also in-
cludes the second, from 2010), Kumlien’s Gull
Larus glaucoides kumlieni and Two-barred Warbler
Phylloscopus  plumbeitarsus, fourth Northern
Hawk-Owl Surnia ulula and Lanceolated Warbler
Locustella lanceolata, sixth Pygmy Cormorant
Phalacrocorax pygmeus, seventh and eighth
Isabelline Wheatear Oenanthe isabellina, eighth
Long-legged Buzzard Buteo rufinus and Eurasian
Pygmy Owl Glaucidium passerinum, and ninth
Richardson’s Cackling Goose Branta hutchinsii
hutchinsii, Lesser Scaup Aythya affinis and Baird’s
Sandpiper Calidris bairdii. In addition, 2013 was a
good year for, eg, Green-winged Teal Anas caro-
linensis, Lesser Yellowlegs Tringa flavipes, Long-
billed Dowitcher Limnodromus scolopaceus,
Lesser Grey Shrike Lanius minor, Siberian Lesser
Whitethroat S althaea blythi, River Warbler L flu-
viatilis and Red-flanked Bluetail Tarsiger cyanurus
with four records, Terek Sandpiper Xenus cinereus
with five, American Golden Plover Pluvialis domi-
nica with six, Booted Warbler Iduna caligata with
seven, Blyth’s Reed Warbler Acrocephalus dume-
torum with eight, and Greenish Warbler P trochi-
loides and Two-barred Crossbill Loxia leucoptera
bifasciata with 10. Also included in this report is
the second Lesser Kestrel Falco naumanni dating
from 2002 and the (then) fourth Sardinian Warbler
S melanocephala from 1996. Furthermore, an in-
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vasion of ¢ 200 Parrot Crossbills L pytyopsittacus
occurred, resulting in the removal from the list of
taxa considered by the CDNA.

Systematic list of records

This goose is still very rare, with previous records in
March 1997, from November 1997 to January 1998, in
February 1998, in April 1998 (two), from December
2002 to March 2004, in April 2008 and in January
2011.

Ross’s Goose / Ross” Gans

2010 9 March, Sliedrechtse Biesbosch, Dordrecht, Zuid-
Holland, white morph, photographed (H Gebuis, P A
Wolf, T OV Muusse et al); 21 March to 22 May, several
sites around Lauwersmeer, Dongeradeel/De Marne,
Friesland/Groningen, and Ferwert (Ferwerd), Ferwerdera-
diel, Friesland, white morph, photographed.

The location of a bird in Friesland and Groningen in
2010, mentioned in Ovaa et al (2013), was in need of
change as it was seen well outside the Lauwersmeer
area during the end of May.

Lesser White-fronted Goose / Dwerggans
Anser erythropus -,63,-
1989 25 December, Kievitslanden, Dronten, Flevoland
(E Russer).

The species is no longer considered since 1 January
1990 but the CDNA still welcomes reports from before
this date.

King Eider / Koningseider

16 March, Paal 19, Terschelling, Friesland, adult male,
photographed (] ] de Vries, ] Vink et al; Dutch Birding 35:
210, plate 259, 2013).

On 21 April and 13 May 2011, a third calendar-year
male was photographed on Ameland, Friesland, and
Vlieland, Friesland, respectively (Dutch Birding 33: 269,
plate 337, 2011). The adult male photographed on
Terschelling may have been the same individual. The last
long-staying birds were 13 years ago, when up to two
males stayed on Texel, Noord-Holland, from August
2000 to July 2001.

Surf Scoter / Brilzee-eend

8 February to 31 March, Brouwersdam, Schouwen-
Duiveland, Zeeland, first-winter female, photographed,
videoed (G Tanis et al); 19 October, Rottumerplaat,
Eemsmond, Groningen, adult male, photographed
(M Zekhuis et al); 31 December to 22 February 2014,
Noordzeestrand, Schiermonnikoog, Friesland, adult
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490 American Wigeon / Amerikaanse Smient, Anas americana, male, Eiland van Maurik, Gelderland,
3 February 2013 (Martin van der Schalk)

491 Falcated Duck / Bronskopeend Anas falcata, male, Spijkenisse, Zuid-Holland, 31 March 2013
(Vincent Legrand)
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male, photographed (E B Ebels, T Bakker et al).

Since 2000, this species has occurred almost annual-
ly, with records in 2000, 2003, 2004 (three), 2005
(three), 2007, 2008 (three), 2009, 2010, 2012 and 2013
(two); before 2000, there was a gap without records
since 1988. The bird at Brouwersdam is considered the
same that stayed there on 18-21 December 2012 (Ovaa
et al 2013).

Ring-necked Duck / Ringsnaveleend
Aythya collaris 5,30,0
14 January to 3 May, Weerribben, Steenwijkerland,
Overijssel, adult female, photographed () Bredenbeek et
al).

This concerns a returning bird which visited the same
area in April 2011, January and April 2012 and again in
February 2014.

Lesser Scaup / Kleine Topper
Aythya affinis 0,8,1
29 April, Stellendam, Goedereede, Zuid-Holland, male,
photographed (G Tanis et al).

The first record since January-March 2009 and March-
May 2010, when up to two males occurred at Oude
Zeug, Wieringermeer, Noord-Holland.

White-headed Duck / Witkopeend
Oxyura leucocephala 5,14,0
2012 23-26 March, Starrevaart, Leidschendam-Voorburg,
Zuid-Holland, female type, photographed (K Dijkstra,
S Schilperoort et al).
1988 9 December to 9 March 1989, Maasdijk, Rotter-
dam, Zuid-Holland, first-winter or female, photograph-
ed () Walhout).

The record in 1988/89 concerns a date extension
with one extra day.

Bufflehead / Buffelkopeend
Bucephala albeola 0,3,0
17 September 2012 to 3 May and 16 October to 3 June
2014, Gaatkensplas and surroundings, Barendrecht,
Zuid-Holland, adult male, photographed (S Elzerman et
al).

This returning adult male stayed at Barendrecht for its
10th consecutive winter.

Baikal Teal / Siberische Taling
Anas formosa 8,3,1
14 December to 1 January 2014, Meinerswijk, Arnhem,
and Driel, Overbetuwe, Gelderland, male, photograph-
ed (E Vierling, M Berlijn et al; Dutch Birding 36: 58,
plate 75, 2014).

Although the photographs showing this bird’s legs
were of low quality, the CDNA is convinced it was un-
ringed.

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Dutch Birding 35: 140, plate 170, 2013); 28 February to
6 March, Sloehaven, Ritthem, Vlissingen, Zeeland, male,
photographed (C Beeke et al); 25 December and 19-20
January 2014, Drontermeer, Elburg, Gelderland, adult
male, photographed (M Jansen).
1978 18 November, Ooijpolder, Ubbergen, Gelderland,
male (G van Aalst).

The record in 1978 becomes the fifth. The species will
no longer be considered from 1 January 2015 but the
CDNA still welcomes reports from before this date.

Blue-winged Teal / Blauwvleugeltaling

26 April to 8 May, It Heidenskip, Sddwest-Fryslan, Fries-
land, adult male, photographed (Y Galama, H Valkema
et al; Dutch Birding 35: 210, plate 257, 2013).

Falcated Duck / Bronskopeend

Anas falcata 0,11,1

19 March to 19 April, Spijkenisse, Spijkenisse, Zuid-
Holland, male, photographed, videoed (C de Nooijer et
al; Birding World 26: 99, 2013; Dutch Birding 35: 196,
plate 226, 209, plate 254, 2013).

This male clearly had no rings and it was photograph-
ed exceptionally well. Its behaviour was compatible
with a wild bird and it stayed with Eurasian Wigeons
A penelope, with which it shares parts of the breeding
range.

210, plate 258, 2013); 13-14 April, Oude Waal, Ooij-
polder, Ubbergen, Gelderland, male, photographed
(M Wilkinson et al); 10 May, Oosterschar, Skarsterlan,
Friesland, male, photographed (S Bernardus, V Douwes);
4-5 July, Ezumakeeg, Dongeradeel, Friesland, male,
photographed (R Romijn, N van Zalinge, R van Zalinge);
15-16  November, Dijkmanshuizen, Texel, Noord-
Holland, adult male, photographed (D Kok et al).

The bird on Texel is considered a returning male
which was previously recorded from October 2008 to
April 2009, in October-November 2010 and in Novem-
ber 2011. The species will no longer be considered from
1 January 2015 but the CDNA still welcomes reports
from before this date.

The bird in 2010 was photographed by a German
fisherman aboard a ship and becomes the second
record. The bird on Schiermonnikoog came soon after
the first (and widely twitched) from December 2009 to
April 2010 and received only little attention.

Pallid Swift / Vale Gierzwaluw

Dutch Birding 35: 426, plate 553, 2013); 2 November,
Neeltje Jans, Schouwen-Duiveland, Zeeland, photo-
graphed, videoed (I Goedbloed, R Hofland, S Schagen
et al; Ebels et al 2013b; Dutch Birding 35: 426, plate
554, 2013, 36: 58, plate 70, 2014); 2 November, Groot-
IJsselmonde, Rotterdam, and 3 November, Jan Dam-
massestraat, Rotterdam, Rotterdam, Zuid-Holland, juve-
nile, photographed, picked up and taken into care,
ringed and released at Plaat van Scheelhoek, Stellendam,
Zuid-Holland, on 8 November (W van Rijswijk et al;
Ebels et al 2013b; Birding World 26: 459, 2013; Dutch
Birding 35: 427, plate 555-556, 2013).

These birds constituted the second to seventh records,
and were part of an influx into north-western Europe,
with several being recorded in Belgium, Britain and
Denmark, one in Germany and the first for Poland (van
den Berg & Haas 2013). The first record was on Vlieland,
Friesland, on 20-21 October 2006. A further eight re-
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ports were considered not acceptable, because of the
difficulties to rule out Common Swift A apus; distin-
guishing these sibling species requires high-quality
photographs.

Alpine Swift / Alpengierzwaluw

Little Crake / Klein Waterhoen

wijkerland, Overijssel, male, sound-recorded (M Buns-
koek etal); 19 May to 1 June, De Onlanden, Peizermade,
Tynaarlo, Drenthe, male, sound-recorded (R Winters et
al); 6 June to 1 July, Oosterschar, Skarsterlan, Friesland,
male, sound-recorded (K Jager, R Slaterus, ] Breidenbach
et al).

1996 August, lJssel, Deventer, Deventer, Overijssel,
first-year, found dead, skin retained at Naturalis Bio-
diversity Center, Leiden, Zuid-Holland () Stuart via ] J FJ
Jansen, C S Roselaar).

Demoiselle Crane / Jufferkraanvogel
Grus virgo 0,1,0

After a review of the three remaining records, only
one is still considered acceptable as a presumed genu-
ine vagrant: an unringed immature photographed flying
south along the coast of Zuid-Holland on 9 October
2010 (cf Ovaa et al 2011). The CDNA concluded that
the one near Asten, Noord-Brabant, in spring and early
summer of 1991-95 (previously accepted; van der Vliet
et al 2002) was presumably one of the two individuals
present in the same area from 25 July to 12 September
1989 (Berlijn 1991). Since the two of 1989 were first
accepted (van den Berg et al 1991) and then rejected
(van den Berg et al 1993, cf van den Berg & Bosman
2001), this also applies for the bird in 1991-95. Besides,
the absence of rings and the state of the plumage has not
been well documented in the returning bird of 1991-95.
The two seen in 1989 were considered escapes based
on a report by the late Rob Bouwman (cf van den Berg
et al 1993) that two had escaped from Animali zoo at
Eindhoven, Noord-Brabant, in spring 1989. Recently
submitted photographs of an individual in flight near
Enschede, Overijssel, in August 2000 (previously ac-
cepted; van der Vliet et al 2003) show a wing clip and
this bird is therefore now also considered to have es-
caped from captivity.

Yellow-billed Loon / Geelsnavelduiker

Gavia adamsii 21,16,1

13-18 February, Grevelingen, Sirjansland, and Bom-
menede, Schouwen-Duiveland, Zeeland, and Herkingen,
Goeree-Overflakkee, Zuid-Holland, first-winter, photo-
graphed (M Hoekstein et al; Birding World 26: 98, 2013;
Dutch Birding 35: 134, plate 160, 139, plate 167, 2013).
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The 38th record but only the fifth since 2000. The
previous twitchable one was nearly 20 years ago when
a first-winter stayed near Reeuwijk, Zuid-Holland, from
30 December 1995 to 28 January 1996.

Squacco Heron / Ralreiger

Ardeola ralloides 25 (since 1866),58,2

13 and 25 June, Tiengemeten, Korendijk, Zuid-Holland,
adult summer, photographed (K Vliet Vlieland, F van den
Berg); 15-16 June, Onnerpolder, Zuidlaardermeer,
Haren, Groningen, and 17 June, Beilervaart, Midden-
Drenthe, Drenthe, adult summer, photographed (C van
Elderen, M van Elderen, G Kamps et al; Dutch Birding
35: 266, plate 356, 2013).

Pygmy Cormorant / Dwergaalscholver

Phalacrocorax pygmeus 0,5,1

7 May, Tuintjes, De Slufter and Polder Eijerland, Texel,
Noord-Holland, photographed (D Kok, K de Jong,
R Jansen).

This sixth Pygmy Cormorant was seen by three ob-
servers as it flew past, to the south. On the few record
shots, the typical structure is just visible. Previous
records were all in the first half of the year as well, in
January 1999, June 1999, May 2000, March 2003 and
May-June 2010. Given the recent increase in central
Europe (Lawicki et al 2012), more records can be ex-
pected.

Atlantic Great Cormorant / Grote Aalscholver
Phalacrocorax carbo carbo 7,42,-
2008 7 September, Stellendam, Goeree-Overflakkee,
Zuid-Holland, adult, photographed (D Kok).

This taxon is no longer considered since 1 January
2009 but the CDNA still welcomes reports from before
this date.

American Golden Plover / Amerikaanse Goudplevier
Pluvialis dominica 1,36,6

17-23 May, Hoornsebos, Terschelling, Friesland, first-
summer, photographed (H van Stijn, S Wytema et al);
25-26 May, Breebaartpolder, Delfzijl, Groningen, adult-
summer male, photographed (F ] Hoogstra et al); 26-28
May, Paesens, Dongeradeel, Friesland, photographed
(M Olthoff et al); 2-7 June, De Putten, Camperduin,
Bergen, Noord-Holland, adult summer, photographed,
videoed (F Visscher et al; Birding World 26: 236, 2013;
Dutch Birding 35: 265, plate 353-354, 2013); 1 October,
Molenpolder, Ten Boer, Groningen, adult, ringed,
photographed (] Ottens); 24 October, Idzega, Stidwest-
Fryslan, Friesland, first-winter, ringed, photographed
() A Strikwerda, J Jukema).

Six records in one year is a new record: four in 2008,
2009 and 2012 was the previous maximum. May seems
to be the best month to find this species with a total of
14 records, followed by October with nine.

Pacific Golden Plover / Aziatische Goudplevier

Compared with American Golden Plover P dominica,
Pacific Golden Plover is a typical summer species, with
a total of 29 records in July-August; American Golden
normally turns up in spring and autumn.

Greater Sand Plover / Woestijnplevier

Charadrius leschenaultii 1,13,1

18-19 July, Volharding, De Cocksdorp, Texel, Noord-
Holland, adult female, photographed, videoed (J Ver-
hees et al; Dutch Birding 35: 342, plate 429, 345, plate
433, 2013).

No less than 10 have occurred since 2000. August
seems to be the best month with seven records. A previ-
ously accepted record in September 1994 at West-
voorne, Zuid-Holland, has recently been retracted by
one of the observers, and CDNA decided to reject the
report, as descriptions by others were considered insuf-
ficient. The totals include three Anatolian Sand Plovers
C | columbinus.

Baird’s Sandpiper / Bairds Strandloper

Calidris bairdii 0,8,1

7 September, Kwade Hoek, Coedereede, Zuid-Holland,
juvenile, photographed (G Tanis, B van Dijk).

This bird was seen by only two observers. Nearly all
previous records were also in August-September: in
September 1980, August 1981, July-August 1993, August
2003, September 2011, May 2012, August 2012 and
September 2012.

White-rumped Sandpiper / Bonapartes Strandloper
Calidris fuscicollis 1,37,2
11-26 August, Paezemerlannen, Paesens, Dongeradeel,
Friesland, adult, photographed (R Cazemier, S Bernardus,
D Hoekstra et al); 14 December to 26 January 2014,
Vossemeerdijk, Dronten, Flevoland, and Vossemeer,
Kampen, Overijssel, first-winter, photographed, videoed
(D Groenendijk et al).

The bird at Vossemeerdijk constituted the latest record
and the first for December and January. It was a first-
winter, like two previous birds in late autumn (Novem-

ber).

Ballum, Ameland, Friesland, adult, photographed,
videoed (L P Heemskerk et al); 5 Oktober, Tongplaat,
Dordtse Biesbosch, Dordrecht, Zuid-Holland, and Pol-
der Hardenhoek, Brabantsche Biesbosch, Werkendam,
Noord-Brabant, photographed (I Leentvaar, B Verhoeven,
P Verhelst et al).

In
North America, a huge lemming peak on the Arctic
breeding grounds was followed by a very large south-
ward eruption, resulting in many individuals ending up
in surprising places, including ships on their way to
Europe.

The records at Vulkaan,
Den Haag, Zuid-Holland, on 21 October 2011 are of
two different individuals, both sound-recorded when
passing this watchpoint. The totals for 2011 and 2012
now stand at six and 23 individuals, respectively. Several
sound-recorded inviduals from 2013 and earlier years
have only recently been submitted.

Svensson (2013a) stelde recent voor om soort-
status te verlenen aan Westelijke Baardgrasmus
(Western Subalpine Warbler) Sylvia inornata (met
de ondersoorten S i inornata en S i iberiae, laatst-
genoemde nieuw beschreven), Balkanbaardgras-
mus (Eastern Subalpine Warbler) S cantillans (met
de ondersoorten S c cantillans en S c albistriata) en
Moltoni’s Baardgrasmus (Moltoni’s Warbler) S sub-
alpina. Deze taxonomie en naamgeving zijn over-
genomen door de Commissie Systematiek Neder-
landse Avifauna (CSNA) (cf edactie Dutch Birding
2014). Daarop besloot de Commissie Dwaalgasten
Nederlandse Avifauna (CDNA) alle Nederlandse
gevallen te herzien. Het enige geval van Moltoni’s
Baardgrasmus (Bloemendaal, Noord-Holland,
23-26 mei 1987) is, vanwege nieuwe feiten om-
trent de vocalisaties van Balkanbaardgrasmus,
apart in herroulatie gebracht en wordt daarom
hier niet behandeld.

Herziening

De herziening vond vooral plaats op basis van
kenmerken beschreven door Svensson (2013b),
met als belangrijkste: 7 patroon op een-na-buiten-
ste staartpen (t5); 2 kleur en kleurverdeling op on-
derdelen; 3 duidelijkheid van mondstreep; en
4 roep.

DUCKS TO GREBES A female or immature White-headed
Duck Oxyura leucocephala at Dzierzno Duze, Gliwice,
Upper Silesia, from 4 November onwards was the 16th
for Poland. A Lesser White-fronted Geese Anser erythro-
pus at Kfar Barukh, Jizreel valley, on 10 November was
the fourth for Israel and the first since 1993. In Scotland,
a Black Scoter Melanitta americana was present at Lunan
Bay, Angus/Dundee, from 20 October onwards. The fifth
for Poland was an adult male at Wladyslawowo, Gdansk,
Poland, on 18 October. A male Bufflehead Bucephala
albeola stayed on Mainland, Orkney, Scotland, on 1-2
November. Up to three unringed individuals were found
in the Netherlands, including the male at Barendrecht,
Zuid-Holland, returning for its 11th consecutive winter.
In Iceland, an adult male Hooded Merganser Lophodytes
cucullatus at Reykjavik on 18 November was regarded as
the same individual as last wnter’s immature. A Lesser
Scaup Aythya affinis ringed as a first-winter male on

20 December 2013 at Sao Jacinto, Beiras, Portugal,
where it stayed until 3 February 2014, turned up at Llan-
gorse Lake, Powys, Wales, on 17 October. In Cape Verde
Island, a Garganey Anas querquedula and a Blue-wing-
ed Teal A discors were present on Boavista on 7 Novem-
ber. On 12 November, a shy first-year Baikal Teal
A formosa was photographed at Liittow, Mecklenburg-
Vorpommern, Germany. In the USA, a Falcated Duck
A falcata turned up on 30 October to winter in Colusa,
California, for the third time in four years. In Sweden, a
male American Black Duck A rubripes was photograph-
ed at Dagshog, Skine, on 9 November. A Pied-billed
Grebe Podilymbus podiceps in the Cavado estuary from
5 November to at least 11 November was the first for
continental Portugal.

DOVES TO CUCKOOS In Norway, Rufous Turtle Dove
Streptopelia orientalis meena stayed on Krakergy, @st-
fold, on 17-21 October and at Ramberg, Lofoten,
Nordland, on 27-30 October; there have been c 15 pre-
vious records. The first for Romania was a first-year
photographed at Corbu, Constantg, on 30 October. On
11 November, one was picked up and taken into care at
Enonteki6 in north-western Finland. An Oriental Turtle
Dove § o orientalis was seen at Foss, Sarpsborg, QOstfold,
on 21 October. If accepted, a Mourning Dove Zenaida

the first for Spain; possibly the same bird was photograph-
ed at 2.7 km distance on Montjuic mountain on 7 No-
vember. On 5 November, an adult Red-billed Tropicbird
Phaethon aethereus flew west past Estaca de Bares,
A Coruna; there is only one previous record for mainland
Spain. Chimney Swifts Chaetura pelagica occurred on
Lewis, Outer Hebrides, Scotland, on 23-25 October and
on Corvo from 28 October (26th for the Azores). An in-
flux of Pallid Swifts Apus pallidus in north-western
Europe involved birds in, eg, Belgium, Denmark, Ger-
many, the Netherlands (three), Norway (two; including
one on Utsira on 3 November) and Sweden. In Scotland,
a Black-billed Cuckoo Coccyzus erythropthalmus was
seen on North Ronaldsay, Orkney, on 23 October.
Yellow-billed Cuckoos C americanus occurred on Corvo
on 20-21 October and at Porthgwarra, Cornwall, Eng-
land, on 23-24 October.

RAILS TO BUSTARDS In the Azores, a Corn Crake Crex
crex was discovered on Corvo on 12 October. The first
Watercock Gallicrex cinerea for the United Arab Emirates
at Nad-el-Sheba on 5 November was caught next day
and released at Al Warsan lakes. In southern France, an
African Swamphen Porphyrio madagascariensis was
seen at Le Teich, Gironde, on 15 October. A healthy
juvenile Purple Gallinule P martinicus at Barragem de
Faveta, Santiago, on 4 November was the second for
Cape Verde Islands. The first for Morocco was found in
the town of Kénitra on 15 November; it was weak and
taken into a garden, from where it flew off three days
later. American Coots Fulica americana stayed at Lough
Kill, Kerry, Ireland, from 5 November onwards and on
North Uist, Outer Hebrides, from 16 November onwards,
and on Pico, Azores, from 20 November onwards. In
Norway, a male Little Bustard Tetrax tetrax at Trones,
Nord-Trendelag, on 29-30 September was preceded by a
male in Troms in June-August and a female in Oppland
on 28 August. Others stayed at Dingdener Heide,
Nordrhein-Westfalen, Germany, on 26-28 October and
West Bexington, Dorset, on 18 November (the first in
England since March 2002).

LOONS TO CORMORANTS From 23 November, the Pacific
Loon Gavia pacifica was back in Cornwall, where it was
first seen on 21 February 2001. Seawatching at the Baltic
coast of Poland in late September resulted in the fifth
Sooty Shearwater Puffinus griseus on 27 September and
the second Manx Shearwater P puffinus on 29-30
September. A Little Bittern /xobrychus minutus found
dead at Hafslovatnet, Sogn og Fjordane, on 11 November
was the ¢ 7th for Norway. On 12 November, a late
Squacco Heron Ardeola ralloides was still present at
Oversjdn, Uppland, Sweden. It now appears that Chinese
Pond Heron A bacchus not only occurs west to Rajasthan,
India, and south to Tamil Nadu, India, but also even
further west in north-western Pakistan. In Cape Verde
Islands, one juvenile Purple Heron Ardea purpurea,
seven Bourne’s Herons A bournei (including two juve-
niles) and up to three Intermediate Egrets Mesophoyx
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intermedia were found at Barragem de Poildo on Santiago
on 3-5 November. In the Azores, a Eurasian Spoonbill
Platalea leucorodia on Corvo from 5 October was found
dead on the beach on 7 October. If accepted, an imma-
ture White Ibis Eudocimus albus at Sevenoaks WR, Kent,
England, on 19 November would be the first for the WP.
On 2 October, a Red-footed Booby Sula sula was
photographed 330 km north from Cape Verde Islands and
650 km west-south-west from Dakhla, Western Sahara,
Morocco. In France, Pygmy Cormorants Phalacrocorax
pygmeus were seen at Merindol, Vaucluse, and Mallemort,
Bouches-du-Rhone, from 21 September to 3 October,
and in Camargue, Bouches-du-Rhéne, on 22 September.
In Morocco, two Moroccan Shags P aristotelis riggen-
bachi were photographed out of three pairs reportedly
present at Tamri, north of Agadir, on 3 November.

WADERS In Oost-Vlaanderen, Belgium, a long-staying
Pacific Golden Plover Pluvialis fulva at Doel first seen on
15 October was still present a month later. In France, one
Sociable Lapwing Vanellus gregarius was seen in Sep-
tember and four were reported in October. In Spain, a
first-year accompanied Northern Lapwings V vanellus in
Navarra on 7-20 October and one was seen in Sevilla on
19 November. The third this year for Hungary was a juve-
nile at Hajdd-Bihar from 16 October. A first-winter
Killdeer Charadrius vociferus at Cape Udra, Pontevedra,
from 13 November was the c sixth for Galicia and Spain.
A Greater Painted-snipe Rostratula benghalensis at
Nizzana sewage on 29 September was the ¢ 18th for
Israel. By 27 September, at least 183 Spoon-billed Sand-
pipers Calidris pygmea and at least 850 Nordmann’s
Greenshanks Tringa guttifer had been found in a 10-day
survey by BTO and other organisations at Rudong mud-
flats, Jiangsu, China. A first-year Great Knot C tenuiros-
tris photographed in a flock of up to six Red Knots
C canutus at Oued Souss, Agadir, Morocco, on 8 Novem-
ber was the second for North Africa; the first was an adult
at the same locality on 27 August 1980. It now appears
that the adult Stilt Sandpiper C himantopus at Joué-sur-
Erdre, Loire-Atlantique, France, from 25 September to
9 October was the same individual as the one in Dublin
and Wexford, Ireland, on 2-13 September. Wilson’s
Phalaropes Phalaropus tricolor were present, eg, at Den
Helder, Noord-Holland, the Netherlands, from 27 Sep-
tember to 3 October, in Uppland, Sweden, on 4 October
(11th for Sweden) and at El Médano, Tenerife, Canary
Islands, from 28 October to 3 November. A Solitary
Sandpiper T solitaria stayed at Rathangen, Wexford,
Ireland, on 11-14 October. The first for Galicia (and sec-
ond for Spain) was one at Cecebre reservoir, A Corufia,
on 7 November. A Western Willet T semipalmata inor-
nata remained at Ponta Delgado, Sdo Miguel, Azores,
from 23 September to at least 23 October. Also in the
Azores, Wilson’s Snipes Callinago delicata were reported
on Corvo on 12-14 October.

GULLS TO TERNS An adult Ivory Gull Pagophila eburnea
at Nazaré, Leiria, on 16-21 November was the first for
mainland Portugal. In India, the first Little Gull Hydro-
coloeus minutus for Goa was an adult at Morjim on 22

November. A second-winter Audouin’s Gull Larus au-
douinii photographed at Dungeness, Kent, on 12 October
was the third for Dungeness and the seventh for Britain.
On 16 October, another second-winter was present at a
research platform in the North Sea north of Borkum,
Schleswig-Holstein, Germany. In Cornwall, England, a
Bridled Tern Onychoprion anaethetus flew past Pendeen
on 21 October and a Forster’s Tern Sterna forsteri flew
past Cape Cornwall on 22 October. In Ireland, the adult
Forster’s returned first to Dublin in October and then to
Galway in November.

RAPTORS TO FALCONS In the Netherlands, a Black-wing-
ed Kite Elanus caeruleus flew over Cromstrijen, Zuid-
Holland, on 17 October. During September, 15 Crested
Honey Buzzards Pernis ptilorhynchus were counted over
central Israel. In France, four migrating Lesser Spotted
Eagles Aquila pomarina were seen, including an adult

and a first-year together at Fort-I'Ecluse, Haute-Savoie,
on 25 September. The first Steppe Eagle A nipalensis for
Austria flew past in the north-east on 3 November. A first-
winter Eastern Imperial Eagle A heliaca videoed near
Villanta, Huesca, on 18 October was the second for
Spain; it had been ringed (SK145) at 1583 km distance at
Stard Lehota, Nové Mesto nad Vahom, Slovakia, on
27 June 2014.

In the Netherlands, the
Long-legged Buzzard Buteo rufinus wintering as a
first-year at Maasvlakte, Rotterdam, Zuid-Holland, from
25 September 2013 to 25 March returned from 17 Octo-
ber. From 23 November, a Northern Hawk-Owl Surnia
ulula was present at Schwarzwald, Baden-Wiirttemberg,
Germany. In the Azores, a female Snowy Owl Bubo
scandiacus lingered on Corvo on 5-7 October. In south-

at Ugento, Lecce, from 5 November. In the USA, a
Eurasian Hobby falco subbuteo stayed at Neah Bay,
Washington, from 26 October to 2 November. In Cape
Verde Islands, an adult Peregrine Falcon F peregrinus
was watched west of Lacacao, Boavista, on 6 November;
it was ascertained that it did not concern a Cape Verde
Falcon F madens.

PARAKEETS TO PITTAS In Britain, the decision to eradicate
Monk Parakeets Myiopsitta monachus from the wild in
2011 resulted in a diminished population of less than 50
individuals; although popular with the public, the spe-
cies’ large communal nests were considered to be a po-
tential problem as they are often built on pylons which
may induce power outages and blackouts. It appears
that, despite international conservation efforts, Gurney’s
Pitta Hydrornis gurneyi is now extirpated from Thailand
(Natural History Bulletin of the Siam Society 60 (1),
October 2014). The up to 30 in southern Thailand were
long believed to be the species’ only known population
to survive but, in May 2003, many more were rediscover-
ed in lowland forest sites in Myanmar, where the species
had last been sighted in 1914 (Dutch Birding 25: 248-
251, 2003, 26: 269, 2004, 31: 375-381, 2009).

VIREOS TO SWALLOWS In the Azores, a Philadelphia Vireo
Vireo philadelphicus stayed on Corvo on 11-12 October.
A Red-eyed Vireo V olivaceus on Kvitsgy, Rogaland, on
2 October was (only) the first for Norway; the next day,
presumably the same bird was relocated ar Syre, Karmeay,
Rogaland. On Corvo, the highest day total was six on
12 October. In Germany, a second-year Brown Shrike
Lanius cristatus was reported but kept secret at Miinster,
Nordrhein-Westfalen, on 14-16 October; the proximity to
the site where one was wintering at Netterden, Gelderland,
the Netherlands (90 km away), from 18 January to 8 May
2014 suggests that it may concern the same individual. If
accepted, a Red-tailed Shrike L phoenicuroides trapped
at Castricum, Noord-Holland, on 13 November and stay-
ing until at least 25 November will be the third or fourth
for the Netherlands. An American Northern Shrike L bo-
realis borealis on Corvo from 18 to at least 30 October
was the first for the Azores and the WP. If accepted, a
Siberian Northern Shrike L b sibiricus photographed at
Sappi, Luvia, Finland, on 17 November will be the c third
for the WP. Steppe Grey Shrikes L lahtora pallidirostris
stayed at Den Helder, Noord-Holland, on 16-26 October
(fifth for the Netherlands) and at Burnham Norton,
Norfolk, England, on 13-16 October. The Masked Shrike
L nubicus at Spurn, East Yorkshire, England, from 20 Sep-
tember remained until 2 October. A Black Drongo Dicru-
rus macrocercus at Wamm Farms from 7 November was
the sixth for the United Arab Emirates. At Yotvata, Israel,
one Black-crowned Sparrow-Lark Eremopterix nigriceps
(on 26 October) and four Oriental Skylarks Alauda gul-
gula (all month) were present. On Corvo, two American
Cliff Swallows Petrochelidon pyrrhonota were seen on
4 October.

WARBLERS I accepted, a presumed Large-billed Leaf
Warbler Phylloscopus magnirostris at Al Mamzar Park,

Dubai, on 11 October will be the first for the United Arab
Emirates and the WP. At the same site, Green Warblers
P nitidus on 11 and 25 October were the 12th and 13th
for the UAE; in Israel, one was reportedly ringed at
Yeruham reservoir on 2 October. The third Eastern Crown-
ed Warbler P coronatus for Britain stayed at Brotton,
Cleveland, from 30 October to 1 November. Numbers of
migrant Yellow-browed Warblers P inornatus appear to
increase considerably from year to year all over western
Europe; this autumn, an influx was reported from south-
ern Iberia and the Canary Islands, with one inland in
Morocco at Yasmina, Merzouga, Tafilalt, on 22 October.
In Scotland, an Eastern Bonelli’s Warbler P orientalis was
identified by its call at Scalloway, Mainland, Shetland, on
11-13 October. In the Azores, a Willow Warbler P tro-
chilus stayed on Corvo on 9-14 October. In the Nether-
lands, a Dartford Warbler Sylvia undata was reportedly
found dead as a window victim at Tilburg, Noord-Brabant,
on 27 October. The first African Desert Warbler S deserti
for the Netherlands and northern Europe stayed at Alphen
aan den Rijn, Zuid-Holland, from 12 November onwards.
In Norway, Pallas’s Grasshopper Warblers Locustella
certhiola were photographed at Nes, Sor-Trendelag, on
23 September and on Rastlandet, Nordland, on T October.
The season’s last Lanceolated Warbler L /anceolata was
probably the one at Quendale, Shetland, on 8 October. In
France, a late Booted Warbler /duna caligata was found
on Yeu, Vendée, on 23 October. A Blyth’s Reed Warbler
Acrocephalus dumetorum trapped at Llobregat delta,
Barcelona, Catalunya, on 9 November was the third for
Spain.

STARLINGS TO THRUSHES In western France, four adult
Spotless Starlings Sturnus unicolor occurred at different
locations in October. In Shetland, White’s Thrushes
Zoothera aurea were seen at Loch of Brow, Mainland,
from 30 September to 1 October, on Fair Isle on 4 Octo-
ber and at Lerwick, Mainland, on 19 November. A first-
year Hermit Thrush Catharus guttatus stayed on North
Uist, Outer Hebrides, on 22-23 October. Swainson’s
Thrushes C ustulatus were seen at Norwick, Unst,
Shetland, on 28 September and at Loop Head, Clare,
making brief appearances on 4-5 October (seventh for
Ireland). The seventh Grey-cheeked Thrush C minimus
for France was a first-year on fle de Sein, Finistére, on
22 October; it was found dead the next day. In Scotland,
the species occurred on Barra, Outer Hebrides, on
23 October; North Ronaldsay on 23 October; Fair Isle on
24-25 October; Fetlar, Shetland, on 29 October; and at
Rerwick, Mainland, Shetland, on 8-11 November. In
the Azores, the species was seen on 24, 25 and 28
October on Corvo. The fourth for Iceland stayed at
Hvolsvollur, Iceland, from 31 October to 7 November.
Remarkably, the first-year female Siberian Thrush
Geokichla sibirica ringed on Husey, Treena, Norway, on
24 September was retrapped at Scousburgh, Mainland,
Shetland, on 15 October. On 30 September, an Eyebrow-
ed Thrush Turdus obscurus turned up on North Ronaldsay.
A first-year trapped at Gedser, Nordjylland, on 18
October was the first for Denmark. A Spotted Flycatcher

An influx of Olive-backed Pipits A hodgsoni
involved unprecedented numbers in the Netherlands
during October-November and also a few in Belgium
(from 31 October to 5 November); recorded flight calls
by migrants are now accepted as diagnostic feature
which will help to boost future numbers. The second for
California, USA, was discovered on 2 November and
attracted many twitchers in the following days (the previ-
ous one was on Farallon Island). Tree Pipits A trivialis on
Corvo on 27 and 29 October were the second and third
for the Azores. In Scotland, Pechora Pipits A gustavi were
reported at Baltasound, Unst, on 22-25 September; on
North Ronaldsay on 30 September and on 8 October;

In Israel,
Red Crossbills Loxia curvirostra migrating over Hefer val-
ley (two) and Ramat Hovav, northern Negev (six), on 11
November were the country’s first since 1988.

BUNTINGS TO AMERICAN WARBLERS A first-year male
Scarlet Tanager Piranga olivacea was found on Barra,
Outer Hebrides, on 6-9 October. In the Azores, others
were seen on Flores on 8 October and up to three on
Corvo on 9-30 October. Also on Corvo, up to two first-
winter female Rose-breasted Grosbeaks Pheucticus ludo-
vicianus were present on 9-14 October and two different
Indigo Buntings Passerina cyanea on 9-10 October. In
Schleswig-Holstein, the fifth Black-faced Bunting Embe-
riza spodocephala for Helgoland was seen at Kringel from
28 November. A first-year Yellow-browed Bunting £ chry-
sophrys trapped at the coastal Akcja Battycka ringing sta-
tion, Dabkowice, Slawno, Pomerania, on 5 October was
the first for Poland and c 11th for the WP. A first-year
Chestnut Bunting Emberiza rutila on Ouessant, Finistere,
on 24-25 October was the third for France. In the Azores,
a Bobolink Dolichonyx oryzivorus was found on Flores on
8 October and on Corvo on 10-11 October. Up to three
Black-and-white Warblers Mniotilta varia stayed on Corvo

between 16 and 28 October; other American warblers on
Corvo included a Common Yellowthroat Geothlypis tri-
chas on 12-14 October; first-year Northern Parulas
Setophaga americana on 12, 14 and 24 October; a
Blackpoll Warbler S striata on 20 October; and the sev-
enth Black-throated Green Warbler S virens on 19-24
October. Another Blackpoll Warbler was briefly seen at
Easington, East Yorkshire, England, on 2 November. From
29 September to 1 October, a Myrtle Warbler S coronata
stayed at Grutness, Mainland, Shetland.

Dit overzicht van recente meldingen van zeldzame en
interessante vogels in Nederland beslaat voornamelijk
de periode september-oktober 2014. De vermelde ge-
vallen zijn merendeels niet geverifieerd en het overzicht
is niet volledig. Alle vogelaars die de moeite namen om
hun waarnemingen aan ons door te geven worden har-
telijk bedankt. Waarnemers van soorten in Nederland
die worden beoordeeld door de Commissie Dwaalgasten
Nederlandse Avifauna (CDNA) wordt verzocht hun
waarnemingen zo spoedig mogelijk in te dienen via
www.dutchavifauna.nl.

Het was een warm najaar, waarin op verschillende da-
gen volop vogeltrek kon worden waargenomen en er
diverse zeldzaamheden opdoken. Ondanks het vrijwel
ontbreken van storm uit de westelijke hoek, was ook een
aantal soorten zeevogels goed vertegenwoordigd.

EENDEN TOT KRAANVOGELS Witbuikrotganzen Branta
hrota arriveerden vanaf 12 oktober, met onder meer zes
vogels op die datum langs Westkapelle, Zeeland. Vanaf
8 oktober namen kleine aantallen Zwarte Rotganzen
B nigricans weer de gebruikelijke stellingen in op de
Waddeneilanden en in het zuidwesten. In oktober do-
ken her en der Roodhalsganzen B ruficollis op, met
maximaal zes op Schiermonnikoog, Friesland. De onge-
ringde Ross’ Gans Anser rossii van de Prunjepolder,
Zeeland, bleef tot 12 september. Vanaf 26 september
verschenen Dwergganzen A erythropus bij Strijen, Zuid-
Holland, met een maximum van 31 eind oktober. Het
ruiende vrouwtje Koningseider Somateria spectabilis dat
zich vanaf 23 augustus ophield bij 't Horntje op Texel,
Noord-Holland, werd voor het laatst op 1 oktober ge-
meld — in de loop van september werd de slagpenrui
voltooid. Het bekende mannetje Buffelkopeend Buce-
phala albeola werd op 8 september (in eclipskleed) en
daarna vanaf 13 oktober weer waargenomen op de
Gaatkensplas bij Barendrecht, Zuid-Holland. Van 4 ok-
tober tot 7 november trok een ongeringd vrouwtje of
eerste-winter de nodige bekijks op het IJsselmeer ter
hoogte van de Dijkgatsweide bij Den Oever, Noord-
Holland. Een Marmereend Marmaronetta angustirostris
in Meijendel, Zuid-Holland, van 3 september tot 25 ok-
tober viel snel door de mand als geringde escape. Er
werden 13 Witoogeenden Aythya nyroca doorgegeven,
waaronder (vermoedelijk) terugkerende vogels vanaf
15 oktober bij Lopik, Utrecht (mannetje), en vanaf
23 oktober bij Grave, Noord-Brabant (vrouwtje). Op
1 september werden bij Ooij, Gelderland, twee Kwartels
Coturnix coturnix geringd en op 23 september werd een
mannetje gefotografeerd in De Groene Jonker bij
Zevenhoven, Zuid-Holland. Langs telposten vlogen nog
slechts 13 Zomertortels Streptopelia turtur. Er waren en-
kele opmerkelijke waarnemingen van Nachtzwaluwen
Caprimulgus europaeus: van 17 tot 19 september in de
Brabantse Biesbosch, Noord-Brabant (minimaal twee
maar mogelijk zelfs zes!), op 20 september op de Maas-
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vlakte, Zuid-Holland, en op 27 september op Schiermon-
nikoog. Een waarneming van een Kwartelkoning Crex
crex op 13 september op Vlieland, Friesland, is vermel-
denswaardig. Tot 18 september werden op vier plekken
in totaal nog 10 Porseleinhoenders Porzana porzana ge-
ringd. Op 3, 10 en 14 september kwam een eerstejaars
Kleinst Waterhoen P pusilla tevoorschijn uit de begroei-
ing in De Groene Jonker. De ¢ 400 Kraanvogels Grus
grus die in deze periode vanaf telposten werden gezien,
vormden een bescheiden opmaat voor wat er in novem-
ber stond te gebeuren.

Raddes Boszangers
P schwarzi werden op 6 oktober gemeld bij Castricum
(vangst) en op Texel, op 11 oktober bij Bloemendaal in
de Kennemerduinen, Noord-Holland (vangst) en op
16 oktober op Vlieland. De vroegste Bruine Boszanger
P fuscatus ooit werd op 23 september geringd op Vlie-
land. Daarna volgden waarnemingen op 5 oktober bij
Lauwersoog; op 19 en 20 oktober op de Maasvlakte; op
30 oktober (vangst), 1 november (terugvangst) en 2 no-
vember (nieuwe vangst) in Meijendel; en op 31 oktober
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op Ameland, Friesland. Op 4 september werd een berg-
fluiter P bonelli/orientalis geringd bij Bloemendaal in de
Kennemerduinen; de vogel liet zich die avond en de vol-
gende ochtend in het veld bekijken. DNA-analyse zal
moeten uitwijzen of het zoals op basis van biometrie
wordt verwacht een Bergfluiter P bonelli betrof dan wel
een Balkanbergfluiter P orientalis. Er werden 28 Sibe-
rische Tjiftjaffen P tristis geringd, met onder andere vijf
op de ringbanen van zowel Castricum, Meijendel als
Schiermonnikoog. Veldwaarnemingen kwamen uit 20
kilometerhokken, waarbij vooral één of meerdere vogels
vanaf 13 oktober op de Maasvlakte veel bekijks trok-
ken.

GRASMUSSEN TOT WATERSPREEUWEN  Een Provencaalse
Grasmus Sylvia undata werd op 27 oktober als raam-
slachtoffer opgeraapt in de wijk Reeshof in Tilburg,
Noord-Brabant. Een mannetje Westelijke Baardgrasmus
S inornata bevond zich op 2 oktober bij de Nieuwe
Stuifdijk op de Maasvlakte; indien aanvaard betreft
dit het vijfde geval. Er werden 45 Sperwergrasmussen
S nisoria geringd, waaronder 15 bij Bloemendaal in de
Kennemerduinen. De laatste werd op 5 november ge-
vangen op Vlieland, Friesland. Daarnaast waren er ook
nog eens ¢ 40 veldwaarnemingen, waarmee het najaars-
totaal op ruim 120 uitkwam. Een vermoedelijke Siberi-
sche Braamsluiper S althaea blythi werd op 6 september
geringd in de Kennemerduinen. Daarnaast werden op
enkele andere ringbanen borstveertjes verzameld van
‘kandidaten’, waarbij DNA-analyse uitsluitsel zal moe-
ten geven over de determinatie. Een late Snor Locustella
luscinioides werd op 10 en 15 oktober gevangen in het
Verdronken Land van Saeftinghe, Zeeland. Een Kleine
Spotvogel /duna caligata verbleef op 17 september langs
de Nieuwe Stuifdijk op de Maasvlakte. Struikrietzangers
Acrocephalus dumetorum werden gemeld op 17 sep-
tember op de noordpunt van Texel en op 27 september
op de Maasvlakte. De vangst van een pas uitgevlogen
Kleine Karekiet A scirpaceus in de Amsterdamse Water-
leidingduinen, Noord-Holland, op 5 oktober was gezien
de late datum opmerkelijk. Waterrietzangers A paludi-
cola werden nog gemeld op 4 september bij Haastrecht,
Zuid-Holland (vangst); op 5 september bij Berkel en
Rodenrijs; van 6 tot 8 september bij Twisk; op 6 septem-
ber in Waterland, Noord-Holland; op 8 september in het
Verdronken Land van Saetinghe (vangst); en op 19 sep-
tember in het Zwanenwater, Noord-Holland (vangst).
Grote Karekieten A arundinaceus werden geringd op
10 september bij Ooij en op 20 september bij Almere,
Flevoland (teruggevangen op 27 september). Vanaf 6 ok-
tober werden enkele langsvliegende Pestvogels Bomby-
cilla garrulus opgemerkt. Vanaf 4 september werden ten
minste 10 juveniele Roze Spreeuwen Pastor roseus ge-
zien; de laatste en best bezochte was van 15 tot 20 ok-
tober bij Den Helder. In de laatste dagen van oktober
verbleven ten minste twee Roodbuikwaterspreeuwen
Cinclus cinclus aquaticus bij Epen, Limburg.

Moddergat, Friesland. Een mogelijke Stejnegers Rood-
borsttapuit Saxicola stejnegeri bevond zich op 28 okto-
ber bij hetJaap Deensgat in de Lauwersmeer, Groningen;
de vogel werd eerst gemeld als Aziatische Roodborst-
tapuit § maurus maar toonde kleedkenmerken die (be-
ter) passen op Stejnegers.

Op 6 oktober
werd bekend dat een Witkruintapuit O /eucopyga zich
vanaf ten minste 23 september ophield in Oegstgeest,
Zuid-Holland. De vogel bleef tot in november en ont-
lokte een verhitte discussie over zijn herkomst door het
rommelige verenkleed en de beschadigde tenen. Net
toen deze enigszins verstomde dook er een foto op van
een exemplaar met een rode ring die op 2 november
zou zijn gemaakt op Ameland. Tussen 13 september en

Vanaf telposten werden 108 Grote Piepers Anthus ri-
chardi, 100 Duinpiepers A campestris en liefst 56 Rood-
keelpiepers A cervinus gemeld. Bijzonder waren de
waarnemingen van langsvliegende Mongoolse Piepers
Anthus godlewskii op 19 oktober op de Oosterkwelder
op Schiermonnikoog en op 26 oktober op Vlieland; in-
dien aanvaard op basis van de geluidsopnamen betref-
fen deze het achtste en negende geval. Vanaf 27 septem-
ber werd van c 14 als Siberische Boompieper A hodgso-
ni gemelde vogels het geluid opgenomen. Daarnaast
werden vanaf trektelposten nog eens ¢ 15 verdachte vo-
gels gemeld waarvan geen bewijsmateriaal werd verza-
meld. Ook waren er enkele pleisteraars, namelijk op
3 en 4 (maximaal drie) en 19 oktober op Vlieland en op
26 oktober op Texel. Meldingen van overvliegende
Grote Kruisbekken Loxia pytyopsittacus kwamen op
2 oktober van het Leersumse Veld, Utrecht (twee); op
4 oktober bij Leusden, Utrecht; en op 9 en 26 oktober
bij Veenendaal, Utrecht. Een Roodmus Erythrina ery-
thrina vloog op 3 september over De Vulkaan. Het aan-
tal doortrekkende Vinken Fringilla coelebs lijkt de laatste
jaren toe te nemen, ook op al decennia bemande telpos-
ten. De 152 576 exemplaren die op 11 oktober vanaf
De Vulkaan werden geteld, zorgden voor de tweede dag
ooit in Nederland (dagrecord is 165 428 op 4 oktober

Afrikaanse Woestijngrasmus bij Alphen aan den Rijn
Op woensdag 12 november 2014 rond 13:20 ontdekte
ik (Hans Zaal) tijdens mijn werk als vanger van Muskus-
ratten Ondatra zibethicus in de polders bij Alphen aan
den Rijn, Zuid-Holland, een opvallend licht en klein ge-
lig vogeltje in de begroeiing langs de slootkant. Ik werk
al 25 jaar in het gebied en ben er vertrouwd met de flora
en fauna en wist meteen dat ik iets bijzonders zag. Met
mijn telefoon maakte ik enkele wazige foto’s, die mijn
eerste indruk door de verrekijker bevestigden dat het
een grasmus Sylvia was met een geelbruin verenkleed
en gele ogen. Thuis determineerde ik hem als Afrikaanse
Woestijngrasmus S deserti, een woestijnvogel uit Noord-
Afrika die buiten meldingen in het Middellandse Zee-
gebied nooit elders in Europa was gemeld. lk gaf de
melding door aan mijn kennis Adri de Groot, die be-
loofde om de waarneming in te dienen bij de Commissie
Dwaalgasten Nederlandse Avifauna (CDNA). Via via
kwam het gerucht van een ‘woestijngrasmus bij Alphen’
bij een aantal vogelaars terecht maar omdat de plek niet
exact bekend werd en nadere gegevens ontbraken werd
er verder geen ruchtbaarheid aan gegeven... Op woens-
dag 19 november belde ik met AdG met de mededeling
dat ik de vogel weer had gezien. Ik had intussen boeken
en internet bestudeerd om er zeker van te zijn dat het
geen Woestijngrasmus S nana was. Op vrijdag 21 no-
vember gingen AdG en ik met toestemming van de ter-
reinbeheerder Polder Gnephoek in. Na een modderige
wandeling duurde het even voordat de vogel zich liet
zien maar eenmaal in beeld kon AdG een serie fraai fo-
to’s en een video-opname maken. De grasmus foera-
geerde op geringe afstand bedrijvig en door de vegetatie
sluipend als een Winterkoning Troglodytes troglodytes
en verdween af en toe geheel in de lage begroeiing. We
besloten om een aantal redenen om de waarneming niet
verder bekend te maken, bezorgd dat een grote toeloop
van vogelaars tot problemen zou kunnen leiden voor de
vogel of de omgeving. Op 22 en 23 november werd de
vogel niet gezien.

Op 25 november plaatste AdG een uitgebreid artikel
op zijn veelgelezen website Vogeldagboek (www.
vogeldagboek.nl). De foto’s en het filmpje lieten weinig
te raden over: Afrikaanse Woestijngrasmus! Hoewel
Woestijngrasmus (nana) de te verwachten dwaalgast in
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Nederland zou zijn (met twee gevallen, van 30 oktober
tot 3 november 1988 in de AW-duinen bij Zandvoort,
Noord-Holland, en op 8-9 oktober 1994 in Schevenin-
gen, Zuid-Holland, en met een patroon van vooral late
najaarswaarnemingen in Noordwest-Europa) lieten de
foto’s duidelijk zien dat het om deserti ging. Belangrijke
verschillen waren onder meer de vrijwel effen tertials
(donkerder centrum bij nana), het ‘blonde’ naar oranje
neigende verenkleed (meer grijsbruin bij nana), de hel-
derwitte onderdelen (meer grijswit bij nana), de lichte
zijkop (grijzer bij nana) en de weinig contrasterende
duimvleugel (donkerder bij nana). Na de bekendmaking
op internet pikten verschillende media het nieuws snel
op; het informatiecircuit kwam direct op gang en het
onderwerp kwam uitgebreid en in alle toonaarden voor-
bij op verschillende fora. Zonder dat ik het wist werd
driftig speurwerk verricht naar de exacte locatie; de kans
leek immers aanwezig dat de vogel er nog zou zitten.
De gevonden informatie werd later op de avond ver-
spreid via Dutch Bird Alerts, zodat men de volgende
ochtend gerichter kon gaan zoeken. Veel enthousiasme
was er in de vroege ochtend nog niet; Teus Luijendijk
was een van de weinigen die in de vroege ochtend liep
te zoeken — tevergeefs. Wat later ging Rob Halff zoeken
en hij ontmoette Rutger Rotscheid. Samen besloten ze
een weiland in te lopen om te kijken of ze met een don-
quichotactie geluk zouden hebben. Als enige houvast
hadden ze de foto op www.vogeldagboek.nl waarop ik
op de plek van de waarneming stond. RH keek of hij de
herkenningspunten op de achtergrond kon terugvinden
en dat lukte, hij was dus zeker dat hij op de goede plek
stond. Alleen de vogel ontbrak nog... Even later kregen
RH en RR hem echter op precies die locatie in beeld!
RH belde Wietze Janse met de melding dat de vogel was
gevonden en om te overleggen wat er moest gebeuren.
Ze besloten de herontdekking direct door te geven en
vervolgens de nodige zaken te regelen. Herman Bouman
en Jaap Denee schoten te hulp en later Hans Tetteroo,
die ondertussen bij de eigenaar van het land (Boerderij
Landlust) was langsgegaan om toestemming te vragen
het gebied ook met een grote groep te betreden. Ze wer-
den hartelijk te woord gestaan en mochten onder enkele
voorwaarden zonder problemen het land op.

Toen de eerste vogelaars tegen 13:00 op de plek kwa-
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men was de vogel een klein uurtje uit beeld maar hij
werd gelukkig snel teruggevonden. In de loop van de
middag konden zeker 300 vogelaars aanschuiven en ge-
nieten. Hij zat meestal rustig in het wat hogere onkruid,
vaak langs de slootkanten en meestal in de buurt van
bruggetjes over een brede dwarssloot. Hij werd tot don-
ker gezien en ging in een bosje aan het eind van de
Notweg de nacht in. Hij bleef aanwezig tot ten minste
30 november. Regelmatig ging ik er even kijken om te
zien hoe enthousiaste vogelaars terugkwamen van hun
bezoek aan de vogel. Ook was er volop media-aandacht,
onder meer met een interview op Radio 1.

Afrikaanse Woestijngrasmus wordt sinds de publica-
tie van het Sylvia-boek (Shirihai et al 2001) als aparte
soort beschouwd. Het is overwegend een standvogel in
woestijngebieden in Noordwest-Afrika van Marokko tot
het westen van Libié met relatief beperkte trek- of zwerf-
bewegingen in de winter. Van het Middellandse Zee-
gebied zijn gevallen bekend op Malta (zes gevallen),
Italié (vijf; onder meer op de eilandjes Linosa, Pantelleria
en Marettimo rond Sicilié), op de Canarische Eilanden
(acht), de Kaapverdische Eilanden (twee, waaronder een
geval op Razo, meer dan 1000 km van het meest dicht-
bijgelegen broedgebied), op Porto Santo, Madeira (ver-
zameld op 29 januari 1901; 650 km van de kust van
Marokko) en op het vasteland van Spanje (één). De
meest noordelijke gevallen betreffen een verzamelde
vogel in Lombardije, Itali€, in 1883 (ruim 850 km van de

dichtstbijzijnde landpunt van Tunesié) en bij Maccarese,
Rome, ltalié, op 23 mei 1910 (verzameld). Met een
voorkomen in Noordwest-Europa is nooit echt rekening
gehouden maar op basis van de mediterrane gevallen en
gezien het feit dat de soort niet als kooivogel bekend
staat is de kans groot dat de vogel van Alphen een onver-
wachte aanvulling op de Nederlandse lijst betekent.

AFRICAN DESERT WARBLER From 12 to at least 30 November
2014, an African Desert Warbler Sylvia deserti stayed
along ditches in an extensive farmland area near Alphen
aan den Rijn, Zuid-Holland. The news was withheld at
first and released on 25 November. The next day, the
bird was relocated and seen by 100s of birders. Although
Asian Desert Warbler S nana would be a more likely
candidate, based on the pattern of late autumn records
in north-western Europe, the bird clearly showed char-
acters of African Desert, such as the almost plain tertials,
golden-brown plumage, clear white underparts and pale
whitish face. If accepted, this is the first record for the
Netherlands and north-western Europe. Outside the
breeding and wintering areas in north-western Africa,
vagrant records are known from the Canary lIslands,
Cape Verde Islands, Italy (three on small islands near
Sicily and two mainland records, near Rome and in
Lombardia), Madeira, Malta and mainland Spain.
